What is the Safe Routes to School Program?
Portland Safe Routes to School is a partnership of the City of Portland, schools, neighborhoods,
community organizations and agencies that advocates for and implements programs that make
walking and biking around our neighborhoods and schools fun, easy, safe and healthy for all
students and families while reducing our reliance on cars.

The Portland Bureau of Transportation and the Portland Public Schools District recognize the
importance of SR2S and the benefits students and community receive when more students walk and
bike, including:

Improved traffic safety

Improved health and fitness

Increased independence

Building neighborhood livability

Increased alertness and academic achievement
Improved air quality

Decreased traffic congestion

The SR2S program is made up of the following “Six E”
components:

Enforcement
Encouragement
Evaluation

The Portland Bureau of Transportation manages the SR2S program with support from a contract
team that includes the Bicycle Transportation Alliance (BTA), Legacy Emmanuel Trauma Nurses Talk
Tough, Portland State University’s Initiative for Bicycle and Pedestrian Innovation (IBPI), and
Alliance for Community Traffic Safety Oregon (ACTS Oregon). The Portland Police Bureau provides
support, as do dozens of faculty, family members, volunteers, and community partners.

Earl Boyles is located in the Powellhurst Gilbert neighborhood of southeast Portland. The
neighborhood attendance area is bounded by Powell Blvd to the north, 112" & 122" Aves to the
east, Foster Rd to the south, and various streets to the west extending as far as 96" Ave (see school
map on the following page). There were 422 students enrolled at Earl Boyles at the end of the
2009-2010 school year. The school has benefited from participation in the comprehensive SR2S

Program since 2008.

Other potential encouragement activities include:

e Walk + Bike to School Day (weekly or monthly): students walk or bike to school for small
incentives and recognition from teachers/school

e Walking School Bus or Bike Train: groups of students walk or bike to school with one or more
adults along a designated route to pick up more students along the way

e Stop + Walk: students are dropped off at a designated spot a few blocks away from school;
this allows students a chance to socialize with friends and also relieves congestion in the
school parking lot and pick-up/drop-off areas

e Walk + Bike across America (or Oregon): Students log their walk/bike miles and add them
together to “travel” across the state/country on a map

¢ Neighborhood Navigators: a classroom curriculum designed to integrate math, science,
health, and environment topics to encourage walking and biking




Safe Routes to School - ENGINEERING at Earl Boyles

The SR2S Program provides engineering improvements in the school catchment area to address school-
related transportation safety concerns. Engineering projects are largely based on the availability of

funding and the coincidence of other related projects that may be coordinated with Safe Routes efforts.

If there is a traffic safety issue in the school area, any community member may utilize the City of

Portland’s Traffic Safety Hotline. One may report the problem by calling 503-823-SAFE (7233) or e-

mailing safe@portlandoregon.gov. Reports submitted by a school Principal are more likely to receive

higher priority so it is a good idea to discuss the issue with a parent/teacher organization to bring it to
the Principal’s attention.

Safe Routes to School - ENFORCEMENT at Earl Boyles

Portland’s SR2S program offers an Enforcement element to increase awareness and reduce the
frequency of traffic safety problems through a partnership with the Portland Police Bureau,
schools, and neighborhoods. This includes:
= School Speed Zone and Crossing Enforcement for all schools during Back-to-School
Week and a School-a-Day targeting program for the remainder of the school year
= Reinforcement of engineering improvements made through the Safe Routes to School
Partnership
= School Safety Patrol Training

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What you need to know to play this MAP GAME:

N
W$E tells you which direction is NORTH, EAST, SOUTH, WEST. Knowing this helps you to find places and to explain where something is located. Example: | live East of the school.

S
The street or path you travel on from one place to another is called a ROUTE.

Grey lines on the map are low traffic streets with fewer cars traveling at a lower speed.

When you find a place on the map, you can tell people where it is if you look on the top (North) or bottom (South) to see which letter is nearest to the place and then look to the left (West) or right (East) to see
which number is the closest to the place and also name the street. Example: My house is at C 5 on (name the street). The letters and numbers are called the COORDINATES.

5. oOnthe right side of the map is your school’s name; a symbol that shows you which direction is North, East, South, West; information that shows which roads are safer; and circles to show how long it takes to
walk or bike to school from different places. This area is called the LEGEND.
