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• Certain uses are Conditional Uses instead of being 

allowed outright.

• These uses may serve important public interests, but may 
have adverse impacts on the surrounding area.

• Possible impacts include those on public services, or the 
desired character and livability of an area.

• The Conditional Use Review
is intended to identify these
potential impacts, and to
apply conditions that will
address identified concerns.
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• Establishing a new school on a site.

• Adding a new use to the site of an existing Conditional 
Use.

• Expanding the floor area of an existing school by more 
than 1,500 square feet.

• Increasing exterior improve-
ment area (paved areas) by
more than 1,500 square feet.

• Increases or decreases in 
the number of parking spaces.

• Increases or decreases in
the size of the school site.
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• Proportion of non-residential uses in the surrounding area.

• Intensity and scale of the proposed use.

• Physical compatibility with surrounding residential area.

• Impacts on livability for surrounding residents, including 
light, noise, late night operations, litter, privacy and safety.

• Public services capable of accommodating proposed 
development, such as transportation system, on-street 
parking, water, sewer, stormwater, police and fire.

• Proposal is consistent with adopted area plans.
