Review of Draft Policy through an Equity Lens 
Presenter: Judith Mowry (City of Portland Office of Equity) 

Summary: Judith explained that equity is a goal for the Comprehensive Plan and recent reports show deep disparities for Portland’s people of color. Planning for a thriving city means that we need to have systems, policies, and practices in place that work to reduce these gaps. To get used to thinking from an equity perspective, PEG members divided into four small groups to discuss Urban Renewal, Brownfields, Transit, and Gentrification.  Who is impacted?  How they are impacted?  What are the opportunities and threats? 
Overall approaches to ensure adequacy of industrial land (12:15 pm)
Presenter: Steve Kountz 

Summary: Steve introduced a decision matrix based on its previous discussions which can be used to evaluate and integrate ten alternative approaches to meet Portland’s 720-acre industrial land shortfall in 2035.  PEG members went deep into questions, clarifications, and suggestions. 
PEG members discussed the goal of adding 720 acres of industrial land for 2035.  This is particularly challenging because many of the same areas have environmental value.  The PEG will meet with other PEGs in the future, including Watershed Health. 

Portland comprehensive planning in the context of regional economic development.  
Presenter: Steve Kountz 

Summary: Most of the region’s job growth tends to be outside the city.  Downtown Portland and the harbor and airport provide services to the entire state. 
PEG members didn’t see any conflicts with other plans, but agreed that it is important to keep regional and statewide perspective in focus.
