	No fiscal impact.

	 1093	Establish the City of Portland Fair Contracting Forum to support and promote accountable, transparent, fair, effective and efficient contracting practices  (Resolution introduced by Mayor Hales)

Expenditures total $5,000 and are budgeted in OMF-Procurement Services’ FY 2013-14 budget. Specifically, OMF-Procurement Services awards a $5,000 grant to KIVA ZIP, allowing them to provide opportunities for local small business to obtain microloans directly from KIVA.

	Passage of this ordinance allows the City to continue collecting and expending property management license fees generated from the Lloyd Business District for the next 10 years. The Revenue Bureau will retain 1.25% of fee collections to offset costs related to the administering the program. Resources and requirements related to the collection and administration of this fee are budgeted in the Property Management License Fund.

	 1096	Amend the District Property Management License code to update the fee and cap formulas for the Lloyd Business District, add a yearly fee payment escalator and District Board's opportunity to recommend against it, and make other housekeeping changes  (Ordinance introduced by Mayor Hales; amend Code Chapter 6.06)

	This ordinance changes the property management license fee formula and caps beginning with the 2014-15 license year. Changes include but are not limited to an annual escalation factor of 2.3% and the ability of the District Board to request that City Council reduce the factor in any given year. This will lead to increased collections which will be passed through to fund enhanced services within the Lloyd Business Improvement District. Increased collections will result in approximately $2,000 of additional resources to the Revenue Bureau to help off-set costs related to administering the program. Resources and requirements related to the collection and administration of this fee are budgeted in the Property Management License Fund.

	 1097	Authorize agreement with Lloyd B.I.D., Inc. for program management in the Lloyd Business District  (Ordinance introduced by Mayor Hales)
