APACHE PINE (Pinus engelmannii) PINACEAE 

Native to mountains of south New Mexico and Arizona into Mexico.  
Height does not exceed 100'.  
Needles 3-4 in bundle, 9-15" long (used for basketry).  
Seed cones 4-7" long.  
Tree related to and looks like a long-needled Ponderosa pine.  
Rare in Portland (several in Hoyt Arboretum).
