Central City Multimodal Project

Gabe Graff presents on the CCMMP. This project is designed to make getting around in the Central City safer, easier, and more convenient. A grant was awarded for 2017-2018 STP. This is a priority for 3 reasons – safety, lack of bicycle network for all ages and abilities, and lack of stakeholder and public clarity. 30% of the city’s growth will occur in this boundary, which represents 3% of Portland. 
Total project budget is $6.6 million federal grant funds through Metro and $2.8 million from Fixing Our Streets (gas tax). Projects will be divided into tiers. Tier one is first priority, crucial projects. Tier two is on a 5-year time horizon, and tier 3 are longer timeframes. 
CCMMP is looking at bike corridors, transit priority, and ped deficiencies as well as working to incorporate the Green Loop. They are including BPS Urban Design Studio staff in project team for this effort. This project will not entirely build the Green Loop, but connections to it and elements of it will be components of this plan. 
Timeline: 
· Public outreach starting summer 2016
· Planning and development 2016-2017
· Design 2017-2018
· Construction Beginning 2018
They have been experimenting with some elements of this plan, including street seats, NE Multnomah design, Better Block on 3rd Ave demonstration project, 2nd Ave reconfiguration, etc. 
Comment from Keith: Are you going to look at other projects happening concurrently to find opportunities to add infrastructure? 
Answer: This is an opportunity to look at corridor improvements at a higher level. One major opportunity is BES looking at rehabbing sewer lines in downtown. This will be a good opportunity to look at street reconfiguration. 
Comment: The dot exercise from a while back should be part of this project
Answer: Gabe has that information
Comment: Can we incentivize efficient vehicles instead of large freight vehicles?
Comment: There are approx. 35,000 students (college). Representing those numbers would be good for this project. 
Comment: Will BAC members be invited to participate in the Stakeholder Advisory Committee for this project?
Answer: Yes
Comment: We should address bike/ped deficiencies at ODOT ramps
Comment: Hopeful that bus islands will be part of this project. 
Comment: What concerns and conflicts are you hearing already?
Answer: Travel lanes for freight, early input, concern about focus on place making, concern about bikes on sidewalks in downtown, and everyone has different projects that they would like to see. 
Comment: There needs to be clear and consistent communication from this group about which projects they want and those should not change. What is the ultimate network? Especially on the west side. 
Comment: Agree that we need to be strategic and consistent. 
Big Jump
Timor (Novick’s advisor) presented about the “Big Jump” project. People for bikes has goals of building a high quality network, not necessarily only in downtown. They have put out a challenge called the Big Jump, and Portland’s response is the Gateway for Opportunity. The goal is to triple bike ridership within 3 years with a focus on access to parks, transit, education, and jobs. There is no match required, but it is suggested. The infrastructure has to already be planned or in place. This money is for education and outreach only. 10 finalist cities will be chosen and about 100 cities have applied. There will be an award of $200,000 per year per city for education and outreach. PBOT would partner with community organizations to conduct outreach. 
Portland’s proposal is focused on Gateway neighborhood. Crossing wide arterials there is very difficult and Gateway transit center has the second highest boardings and alightings in the region. Some momentum includes Gateway Green, Gateway Discovery Park and Plaza, Safe Routes to School coordinator for David Douglas School District. There are also plans to count bikes and peds at non-traditional times of the day
Application is due Oct 28
Halsey/Weidler will be the most bicycle-friendly and safe business district in the city once this is complete. Street diet on Glisan from 122nd East to City Boundary will also include a new enhanced bike lane. 
Comment: How are we getting over 205? 
Answer: Undercrossing is funded with STP Enhanced funding. We are working with Parks to fund another crossing. One option is UP bridge, potential to build a new structure. In short term, the undercrossing will be the best bet. As for the Halsey St. overcrossing – we can eliminate one travel lane to add protected bike lanes. These won’t happen for several years. 
Comment: Could you clarify what the grant finances and what the City finances?
Answer: Everything on the map is funded by the city (infrastructure). Things that they would provide include, technical assistance, knowledge sharing, data collection, and community outreach. 
Comment: What do you need from us?
Answer: Any updates that they can highlight showing momentum for Gateway Green. Suggestions for other things to include in the application or other things they can leverage. A letter of support would be great too. 
Comment: Novick’s office is applying? Or PBOT?
Answer: Novick’s office and PBOT collaborated, but Timur had capacity to do it and decided to take on the project. If Novick doesn’t get reelected, these projects will get funded anyway. Roger and Zef have been working heavily on the project as well. 
Jocelyn will write a letter of support
