I. Introduction & Announcements
a. [bookmark: _GoBack]Public hearing at Convention Center, March 12th
b. Will have draft letter to share with committee by end of the week
c. Comment period open for PedPDX
d. Budget committee update: committee has received prepared budget from PBOT
e. Subcommittee will likely be created to increase membership from over Portland
f. Potential seat on Central City in Motion?
II. Regional Flexible Funding
a. Timeline:
i. April – call for projects
ii. Early June – submit those projects
iii. July/August – Metro staff conduct review of projects, including risk assessment
iv. November – programs come back to coordination communities
v. January – Metro Council makes a decision
b. Desired Outcomes (from Metro)
i. Added four new factors: equity, safety, climate-smart strategies, congestion
c. Main decision for this group to weigh in on: whether or not to have restrictions on how money is allocated, post-Step 1
d. Metro staff right now recommending it stay at the current split (75% active transportation, 25% freight)
e. Important funding source for active transportation projects
f. Stark/Washington Corridor Improvements
i. Part of high-crash network
ii. Improvements ranging from protected bus/bike lanes to enhanced crossings
iii. Serves high-equity need area
g. SE Belmont/SE Morrison Improvements
i. Comes out of Central City in Motion process
h. Springwater to 17th Trail Connection
i. Set to be built up to 13th and Lynn - this would make Lynn the extension of the Springwater trail
ii. Railroad owner willing to extend the trail up to 17th and widening the sidewalk
iii. Connects to 17th Ave. Trail that leads to Milwaukie
iv. Question: would it be cheaper to use the roads to get to 16th St. instead of widening sidewalks?
1. Answer: not a very friendly riding environment
2. This project being a trail project also makes it more competitive
i. N Willamette Blvd. Project
i. Signature element: two-way protected cycle track
ii. Investments for crossing improvements
iii. Question (Chris): will crossing improvements impede bike traffic?
1. Answer: these would not affect bikes on the two-way bluff side
2. Trying to figure it out with Better Naito
j. SW Taylors Ferry Rd Walkway and Bikeway
i. Constructs sidewalk and widens roadway between SW Capitol Hwy and SW 49th
k. Parkrose/Sumner Station Area Access Improvements
i. Improvements on Prescott, paving and constructing sidewalks on 96th 
ii. Question: benefit of paving 96th when Sandy is quite comfortable
iii. Comment (Chris): should include improvements on Sandy if 96th is to be improved
iv. Question: do the residents along 96th want the improvements? 
l. MLK Jr. Blvd Safety & Access to Transit
i. High concentration of affordable housing, many equity issues
ii. Many requests to improve crossings
iii. Question: possible to reduce speed limit along corridor to 20 in the interim?
m. 122nd Ave.
i. Project still in fairly early stages of development
ii. Lighting, enhanced crossings, protected/enhanced lanes, signal changes, median treatments, and more
III. Rose Quarter Freeway Project
a. Evaluating differences between Build and No-Build conditions
b. From TSP:
i. Build in a manner that minimizes delays
ii. Highest-quality facilities
c. Delay: looking at length of routes
d. Build scenario generally increases delay
e. Comment: worried about too many details having to be worked out in design phase
f. Comment (Catie): not sure if 36’ is wide enough for 2-way traffic
g. Comment (Elliot): feels that too many questions are left unanswered at this stage
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
