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Proposal:  
The applicant seeks Design Review approval to construct a secured enclosure over an existing 
exterior stai rwell on the north elevation that provides access to the basement -level parking 
garage and to install a security gate (garage door) at the SW Naito Parkway entrance to the 
basement level parking garage.  
 
Design Review is required for non -exempt alterations  to an existing building in the Central City 
Plan District within a òdó overlay zone. 
 
Relevant Approval Criteria:  
In order to be approved, this proposal must comply with the approval criteria of Title 33, 
Portland Zoning Code. The relevant criteria are:  
 

< Central City Fundamental Design Guidelines   

 

ANALYSIS  
 
Site and Vicinity:   The 63,294 SF site located on the east side of SW 1 st  and immediately north 
of the new light rail extension down Lincoln Street.  The property is developed with a 55,056 SF 
office building and includes landscape and parking areas.  The trees proposed for removal 
occur on the western portion of the site between the building and SW 1 st  Avenue.  The area is 
part of the South Auditorium Plan District, an award -winning development, with its high -rise 
buildings, generous setbacks and landscaping, numerous plazas and fountains, and elaborate 
pedestrian walkway system. Maintenance of this character is partially achieved by requiring the  
preservation of existing trees.  
 
The site is within the  South Auditorium Plan District.  This area features a super -block pattern 
with public parks and wide pedestrian rights -of-way, with distinctive modernist landscaping.   
The district is an award -winning development with an extensive walkway network, public  art, 
and notable fountains.  
 
Zoning:   The Central Commercial (CX)  zone is intended to provide for commercial development 
within Portland's most urban and intense areas.  A broad range of uses is allowed to reflect 
Portland's role as a commercial, cultural  and governmental center.  Development is intended to 
be very intense with high building coverage, large buildings, and buildings placed close 
together.  
 
The Design Overlay (d)  zone promotes the conservation and enhancement of areas of the City 
with specia l historic, architectural or cultural value.  New development and exterior 
modifications to existing development must meet the Community Design Standards (Chapter 
33.218) or are subject to design review.

ZONING CODE APPROVAL CRITERIA  
 
Chapter 33.825 Design Review  
Section 33.825.010 Purpose of Design Review  
Design review ensures that development conserves and enhances the recognized spe cial design 
values of a site or area.  Design review is used to ensure the conservation, enhancement, and 
continued vitality of the identified scenic, architectural, and cultural values of each design 
district or area.  Design review ensures that certain t ypes of infill development will be 
compatible with the neighborhood and enhance the area.  Design review is also used in certain 
cases to review public and private projects to ensure that they are of a high design quality.  
 
Section 33.825.055 Design Review  Approval Criteria  
A design review application will be approved if the review body finds the applicant to have 
shown that the proposal complies with the design guidelines for the area.  

 
Findings:  The site is designated with design overlay zoning (d), the refore the proposal 
requires Design Review approval.  Because of the siteõs location, the applicable design 

guidelines are the Central City Fundamental Design Guidelines . 

 
Central City Fundamental Design Guidelines  
These guidelines  provide the constitution al framework for all design review areas in the Central 
City.  
 
The Central City Fundamental Design Guidelines focus on four general categories. (A) Portland 
Personality, addresses design issues and elements that reinforce and enhance Portlandõs 
character. (B) Pedestrian Emphasis, addresses design issues and elements that contribute to 
a successful pedestrian environment. (C) Project Design,  addresses specific building 
characteristics and their relationships to the public environment. (D) Special Areas, prov ides 
design guidelines for the four special areas of the Central City.  
 
Central City Plan Design Goals  
This set of goals are those developed to guide development throughout the Central City. They 
apply within all of the Central City policy areas. The nine  goals for design review within the 
Central City are as follows:  
1.  Encourage urban design excellence in the Central City;  
2.  Integrate urban design and preservation of our heritage into the development process;  
3.  Enhance the character of the Central Cityõs districts;  
4.  Promote the development of diversity and areas of special character within the Central  

City;  
5.  Establish an urban design relationship between the Central Cityõs districts and the  

Central City as a whole;  
6.  Provide  for a pleasant, rich and diverse pedest rian experience for pedestrians;  
7.  Provide for the humanization of the Central City through promotion of the arts;  
8.  Assist in creating a 24 -hour Central City which is safe, humane and prosperous ;  
9.  Ensure that new development is at a human scale and that it re lates to the scale and  

desired character of its setting and the Central City as a whole . 
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Staff has considered all guidelines and has addressed only those guidelines considered 

applicable to this project.  
 
A4.   Use Unifying Elements.  Integrate unifying e lements and/or develop new features that 
help unify and connect individual buildings and different areas.   
A6.   Reuse/Rehabilitate/Restore Buildings.  Where practical, reuse, rehabilitate, and restore 
buildings and/or building elements.  

 
Findings:  The ex terior alterations proposed are driven by security needs that require the 
existing basement level parking garage and exterior stairwell to be secured. The proposal 
is intended to secure the parking garage and basement access to the existing building by 
ins talling  a 20õ-0ó wide by 7õ-6ó tall ventilated, high speed overhead door and security gate 
set back approximately 8õ-6ó back from the face of the existing parking structure on the 
north end of the opening and set  back approximately 11õ-6ó from the face of the structure 
on the south end of the opening. In addition to securing access to the lower level of the 
existing parking garage off of SW Naito Pkwy, the proposal also includes the installation of 
an enclosure surrounding an existing exterior stairwe ll tha t serves as access to the lower 
level of the building from both the  upper and  lower level s of the garage and also serves as 
a required secondary form of egress from the lower level of the parking structure. The 
proposed enclosure is 10õ-10ó tall by 18õ-0ó wide by 11õ-7ó and 8õ-7ó deep (on the west an d 
east elevations respectively). The structure consists primarily of 4ó by 4ó hollow section 
steel columns, and inward facing ôcõ channel beams that form a 12ó tall continuous  fascia  
element  that aligns with the  primary horizontal element running along the base of the 
second floor of the existing concrete structure. The enclosure also includes the use of ½ ó 
by 1 Ĳó steel bars at 4ó on center for the lower portion under 3õ-6ó tall and 12ó on center 
for the portion  above.   
 
The proposal allows for necessary  security  improvements that relate to the continued use 
of the  existing building while introducing elements that are responsive to the existing 

structure.  These criteria are met.  

 
A7.   Establish and Maintain a Sense of Urban Enclosure.  Define public rights -of-way by 
creating and maintaining a sense of urban enclosure.  
A8.   Contribute to a Vibrant Streetscape.  Integrate building setbacks with adjacent 
sidewalks to increase the space for potential public use.  De velop visual and physical 
connections into buildingsõ active interior spaces from adjacent sidewalks.  Use architectural 
elements such as atriums, grand entries and large ground -level windows to reveal important 
interior spaces and activities.  
B1.   Reinfo rce and Enhance the Pedestrian System. Maintain a convenient access route for 
pedestrian travel where a public right -of-way exists or has existed. Develop and define the 
different zones of a sidewalk: building frontage zone, street furniture zone, movement  zone, and 
the curb. Develop pedestrian access routes to supplement the public right -of-way system 
through superblocks or other large blocks.  
B2.   Protect the Pedestrian. Protect the pedestrian environment from vehicular movement. 
Develop integrated ident ification, sign, and sidewalk -oriented night -lighting systems that offer 
safety, interest, and diversity to the pedestrian. Incorporate building equipment, mechanical 
exhaust routing systems, and/or service areas in a manner that does not detract from the 
pedestrian environment.   
B3.   Bridge Pedestrian Obstacles.  Bridge across barriers and obstacles to pedestrian 
movement by connecting the pedestrian system with innovative, well -marked crossings and 
consistent sidewalk designs.  
B6.   Develop Weather Protec tion.  Develop integrated weather protection systems at the 
sidewalk -level of buildings to mitigate the effects of rain, wind, glare, shadow, reflection, and 
sunlight on the pedestrian environment.  
 

Findings:   As mentioned, the proposed alterations are driv en by security needs that 
require the existing basement level parking garage and exterior stairwell to be secured.  
The installation of a 20õ-0ó wide by 7õ-6ó tall ventilated, high speed overhead door and 
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security gate set approximately 8õ-6ó back from the face of the existing parking structure 
on the north end of the opening and approximately 11õ-6ó back from the face of the 
structure on the south end of the opening contributes to a more defined streetscape along 
the existing open air parking garage entry located along SW Naito Pkwy and better defines 
the sidewalk level of the existing parking structure at this location. The proposed high 
speed roll up overhead door is located as close to the exterior face of the existing parking 
garage as possible and will  better contribute to a sense of urban enclosure thus 
enhancing the pedestrian experience along SW Naito Pkwy. The roll up door requires 
approximately 11ó of overhead clearance to accommodate the low clearance high speed 
door  while coiled . As such, given t he configuration of the existing parking structure, the 
height of the opening at the face of the structure, the interior grade change, and the grade 
change along  SW Naito Pkwy, the proposed roll up must be slightly set back from the face 
of the structure t o function. While locating the door flush with the opening would more 
substantially contribute to the sense of urban enclosure referenced in the guidelines, the 
installation of the roll up door and gate set back 8õ-6 to 11õ6ó from the face of the opening 
will serve to more adequately define the frontage of the existing open air structure along 

SW Naito Pkwy.   These criteria are met.  

 
C1.   Enhance View Opportunities.  Orient windows, entrances, balconies and other building 
elements to surrounding points of i nterest and activity. Size and place new buildings to protect 
existing views and view corridors. Develop building façades that create visual connections to 
adjacent public spaces.   
C2.   Promote Quality and Permanence in Development.  Use design principles and building 
materials that promote quality and permanence.  
C3.   Respect Architectural Integrity.  Respect the original character of an existing building 
when modifying its exterior. Develop vertical and horizontal additions that are compatible with 
the existing building, to enhance the overall proposalõs architectural integrity.  
C4.   Complement the Context of Existing Buildings.  Complement the context of existing 
buildings by using and adding to the local design vocabulary.  
C5.   Design for Coherency. Integrate the different building and design elements including, 
but not limited to, construction materials, roofs, entrances, as well as window, door, sign, and 
lighting systems, to achieve a coherent composition.    
C12.   Integrate Exterior Lighting. Integ rate exterior lighting and its staging or structural 
components with the buildingõs overall design concept. Use exterior lighting to highlight the 
buildingõs architecture, being sensitive to its impacts on the skyline at night.  

 
Findings:   The proposal  in cludes the installation of a ventilated, high speed overhead 
door and security gate  set back fro m the face of an existing open air parking garage with 
access from SW Naito Pkwy. The proposed overhead door will have a factory applied finish  
to match the exi sting parking garage and will help to better define the existing structure 
along SW Naito Pkwy creating a more coherent composition. The proposed stair enclosure 
is designed to both serve the purpose of securing the exterior stairwell as well as to 
integra te with primary design elements of the existing building. The bottom edge of the 
roof of the proposed structure is aligned with a primary horizontal datum that continues 
around the base of the existing concrete structure. The roof of the stair enclosure consists 
of 12ó tall òcó channel beams turned inward; as with all proposed elements of the stair 
enclosure these beams will be painted to match the building. Flat stock steel bars 
measuring  Ĳó by 1 Ĳó serve to enclose the structure , respond to the materialit y of the 
existing steel railing on the stairs, and also respond to the rhythm and proportion of the 
window bays and concrete scallop elements on the existing building.  
 
The proposal responds to the architectural vocabulary of the existing building , is des ign 
to limit impact on views, and consists of a simple material palette that complements the 

simplicity of the existing building.   With conditions of approval that the proposed high 

speed overhead door have a factory applied finish to match the exterior of  the existing 

parking structure, and the proposed stair enclosure be painted to match the building , these 

criteria are met.  
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DEVELOPMENT STANDARDS  
 
Unless specifically required in the approval criteria listed above, this proposal does not have to 
meet the development standards in order to be approved during this review process.  The plans 
submitted for a building or zoning permit must demonstrate that all development standards of 
Title 33 can be met, or have received an Adjustment or Modification via a land  use review prior 
to the approval of a building or zoning permit.  
 

CONCLUSIONS  
 
The purpose  of the design review process is to promote the conservation, enhancement, and 
continued vitality of areas of the City with special scenic, architectural, or cultura l value. The 
proposal to install a ventilated, high speed overhead door and security gate on a exsting 
parking garage structure located along SW Naito Pkwy, as well as  install an enclosure around 
an existing exterior stairwell , responds to the architectura l vocabulary of the existing building, 
is design ed to limit impact on views, and consists of a simple material palette that 
complements the simplicity of the existing building. With conditions of approval that the 
proposed high speed overhead door have a f actory applied finish to match the exterior of the 
existing parking structure, and the proposed stair enclosure be painted to match the building, 
the proposal meets the applicable approval criteria and therefore warrants approval . 
 

ADMINISTRATIVE DECISION  
 
Approval with conditions of a high speed overhead roll up door on an existing parking garage 
and an enclosure around an existing exterior stairwell in the South Auditorium Subdistrict of 
the Central City Plan District , per the approved site plans, Exhibit s C-1 through C -8, signed 
and dated 08/ 22 /2016 , subject to the following conditions:  
 
A. As part of the building permit application submittal, the following development -related 

conditions (B through D) must be noted on each of the 4 required site plans or included as 
a sheet in the numbered set of plans.  The sheet on which this information appears must be 
labeled "ZONING COMPLIANCE PAGE - Case File  LU 16 -158662  DZ." All requirements must 
be graphically represented on the site plan, landscape, or other requ ired plan and must be 
labeled "REQUIRED."  
 

B.  The proposed high speed overhead door shall have a factory applied finish  to match the 
exterior of the existing parking structure.  

 
C.  The proposed stair enclosure shall be painted to match the building.

About this Decision. This land use decision is not a permit  for development.  Permits may be 
required prior to any work.  Contact the Development Services Center at 503 -823 -7310 for 
information about permits.  
 
Procedural Information.   The application for  this land use review was submitted on April 22, 
2016 , and was determined to be complete on May 22, 2016 . 
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Zoning Code Section 33.700.080  states that Land Use Review applications are reviewed under 

the regulations in effect at the time the application was s ubmitted, provided that the 
application is complete at the time of submittal, or complete within 180 days.  Therefore this 
application was reviewed against the Zoning Code in effect on April 22, 2016 . 

ORS 227.178  states the City must issue a final decision  on Land Use Review applications 

within 120 -days of the application being deemed complete.  The 120 -day review period may be 
waived or extended at the request of the applicant.  In this case, the applicant requested that 
the 120 -day review period be extend ed (by 60 days, per Exhibit A -7). Unless further extended 
by the applicant, the 120 days will expire on: November 15, 2016 . 
 
Some of the information contained in this report was provided by the applicant.  
As required by Section 33.800.060 of the Portland Z oning Code, the burden of proof is on the 
applicant to show that the approval criteria are met.  The Bureau of Development Services has 
independently reviewed the information submitted by the applicant and has included this 
information only where the Burea u of Development Services has determined the information 
satisfactorily demonstrates compliance with the applicable approval criteria.  This report is the 
decision of the Bureau of Development Services with input from other City and public agencies.  
 
Condi tions of Approval.   If approved, this project may be subject to a number of specific 
conditions, listed above.  Compliance with the applicable conditions of approval must be 
documented in all related permit applications.  Plans and drawings submitted durin g the 
permitting process must illustrate how applicable conditions of approval are met.  Any project 
elements that are specifically required by conditions of approval must be shown on the plans, 
and labeled as such.  
 
These conditions of approval run with t he land, unless modified by future land use reviews.  
As used in the conditions, the term òapplicantó includes the applicant for this land use review, 
any person undertaking development pursuant to this land use review, the proprietor of the 
use or develop ment approved by this land use review, and the current owner and future 
owners of the property subject to this land use review.  
 
Appealing this decision.   This decision may be appealed to the Design Commission, which will 
hold a public hearing.  Appeals mu st be filed by 4:30 PM on September 7 , 2016  at 1900 SW 
Fourth Ave.  Appeals can be filed at the Development Services Center Monday through 
Wednesday and Fridays between 8:00 am to 3:00 pm and on Thursdays between 8:00 am to 
12:00 pm.  After 3:00 pm Monday through Wednesday and Fridays, and after 12:00 pm on 
Thursdays, appeals must be submitted at the reception desk on the 5 th  floor.  An appeal fee of 
$250 will be charged .  The appeal fee will be refunded if the appellant prevails.  There is no fee 
for ONI r ecognized organizations appealing a land use decision for property within the 
organizationõs boundaries.  The vote to appeal must be in accordance with the organizationõs 
bylaws.  Assistance in filing the appeal and information on fee waivers is available from BDS in 
the Development Services Center. Please see the appeal form for additional information.  
 
The file and all evidence on this case are available for your review by appointment only.  Please 
call  the Request Line at our office, 1900 SW Fourth Avenu e, Suite 5000, phone 503 -823 -7617 , 
to schedule an appointment.

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Failure to raise an issue by the close of the record at or following the final hearing on this case, 
in person or by le tter, may preclude an appeal to the Land Use Board of Appeals (LUBA) on that 
issue.  Also, if you do not raise an issue with enough specificity to give the Design Commission 
an opportunity to respond to it, that also may preclude an appeal to LUBA on that issue.  
 
Recording the final decision.    
If this Land Use Review is approved the final decision must be recorded with the Multnomah 
County Recorder. A few days prior to the last day to appeal, the City will mail instructions to 
the applicant for recording t he documents associated with their final land use decision.  

¶ Unless appealed,  The final decision may be recorded on or after September 8, 2016  

¶ A building or zoning permit will be issued only after the final decision is recorded.

Expiration of this approval.   An approval expires three years from  the date the final decision 
is rendered unless a building permit has been issued, or the approved activity has begun.  
 
Where a site has received approval for multiple developments, and a building permit is not 
issued for all of the approved development w ithin three years of the date of the final decision, a 
new land use review will be required before a permit will be issued for the remaining 
development, subject to the Zoning Code in effect at that time.  
 
Zone Change and Comprehensive Plan Map Amendment a pprovals do not expire.     
 
Applying for your permits.   A building permit, occupancy permit, or development permit may 
be required before carrying out an approved project.  At the time they apply for a permit, 
permittees must demonstrate compliance with:  
 

¶ All conditions imposed herein;  

¶ All applicable development standards, unless specifically exempted as part of this land use 
review;  

¶ All requirements of the building code; and  

¶ All provisions of the Municipal Code of the City of Portland, and all other appli cable 
ordinances, provisions and regulations of the City.
