Proposal:
The applicant proposes to repair and improve five stormwater outf alls at three sites in

Stephens Creek Watershed. Site O ne is locat ed within and adjacent to the Brier Place right of
way and SW Canby Street right of way . Sites Two and Th ree are located withinand o n the
Riverview Cemetery property adjacent to SW Taylor s Ferry Road. The existing outfalls are
deteriorated and are contributing to erosion below the discharge points. The erosion

contributes to sediment entry into downstream surface waters, including Stephens Creek,

which can adversely impact water quality an d in -stream habitat. The outfalls are in need of
repairs to restore areas where erosion has already occurred and to better dissipate the energy

of stormwater discharges. The proposed outfall improvements include relocating discharge

points and constructing energy dissipation features outside of the existing outfall footprints.
Mitigation strategies include the planting of n  ative shrubs, and ground cover, in order to
stabilize the ground and reduce the environmental impact in the areas of disturbance.

The stormwater outfalls are located in Environmental Protection (p) and Environmental

Conservation overlay zone (c) . The proposal does not meet the environmental development
standards of 33.430.180 for stormwater outfalls , such as the 10 -foot disturbance areaw idth,
planting densities, the limit of one outfall per site, and the standard for live stake cuttings in

raprap pads. Therefore, environmental review of the proposed project is required.

ZONING CODE APPROVAL CRITERIA

Relevant Approval Criteria:
In order to be approved, this proposal must comply with the approval criteria of Title 33. The
relevant approval criteria are:

I Section 33.430.250 A. Public safety facil ities, rights -of-way, driveways, walkways,
outfalls, utilities, land divisions, Property Line Adjustments, Planned Developments, and
Planned Unit Developments .

Zoning Code Section 33.700.080 states that Land Use Review applications are reviewed under
the regulations in effect at the time the application was submitted, provided that the

application is complete at the time of submittal, or complete within 180 days. This application
was submitted on January 24, 2017 and determined to be complete on April 17, 2017.

ANALYSIS
Site and Vicinity: This project site is broken into t hree parts.

Site 1 : There are two outfalls located off of the right of way adjacent to SW Custer Street . The
location of Outfall 1 is an undeveloped portion of the right of way (SW Brier Place) adjacent to
Stephens Creek. Outfall 1 is not located within the environmental zone. Outfall 2 is located
within an u ndeveloped portion of the SW Can by Street right -of-way. The site is surrounded by
single family h ousing to the north, east, and west. The area to the s outh is residentially zoned
however, the adjacent parcelis occupied by the Riverview Abbey Mausoleum Co mpany. The
site is located at the bott om of a steep vegetated slope and includes a portion of Stephens
Creek. The site is vegetated with a mix of field horsetail, creeping buttercup, coastal hedge

nettle, stinging n ettle, and spotted touch -me-not. Dominant shrubs and trees include Douglas
spir ea, Ore gon ash, and red alder, Westernr  ed cedar, big -leaf maple, and | ndian p lum. There
is a freshwater wetland located on the southwestern portion of the Site 1

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Site 2 : This site is located on the property owned by The River View Cemetery Association and

adjacent to the SW Taylors Ferry Road. The site i s surrounded by the Open Space zone  to the
south and e ast. This area is principally occupied by a cemetary and related buildings . To the
north and w est, the si te is surrouned principally by s ingle famil y residential use. The

Riverview Tributary flows along the base of the slope from the west and is also collected by the
storm drain inlet at the project site. The southern bank of the site is adjacent to a spars ely

vegetated broad upland terrace. The norther n bank is a steep slope adjacent to SW Taylors
Ferry Road. The site is vegetated with a mix of ~ snowberry, English ivy, field horsetail, water
parsley, herb R obert, coastal hedge nettle, and snowberry. Domin ant shrubs and trees include
American linden and  big-leaf maple. Oregon ash, and red a I|der, Western red cedar, big -leaf
maple, and Indian p  lum.

Site 3: This site is also located on the property owned by The River View Cemetery Association
and adjacent to the SW Taylors Ferry Road. The site is surrounded by the Open Space zone.
This area is principally occupied by a cemetary and related buildings. The Riverview Tributary
flows through the site and enters a piped segment of the system near the base of SW Taylors

Ferry Road enbankment. The dominant vegetati on on the site is big-leaf m aple, salmonberry,
Indian plum, thimbleberry, snowberry, large -leaf avens, and sword fern.

Zoning:

Open Space Zone: The Open Space base zone is intended to preserve and enhance public and
private open, natural, and improved park and recreational areas identified in the

Comprehensive Plan. These areas provide opportunities for outdoor recreation, provide

contrasts to the built environm ent, preserve scenic qualities, protect sensitive or fragile
environmental areas, enhance and protect the values and functions of trees and the urban

forest, preserve the capacity and water quality of the stormwater drainage system, and provide
pedestrian and bicycle transportation connections.

Environmental overlay zones  protect environmental resources and functional values that have

been identified by the City as providing benefits to the public. The environmental regulations

encourage flexibility and  innovation in site planning and provide for development that is

carefully designed to be sensitive to the siteds prote:q
important environmental features and resources while allowing environmentally sensitive

urban deve lopment where resources are less sensitive. The purpose of this land use review is

to ensure compliance with the regulations of the environmental zones.

Residential 5,000 Zone (R5) desi gnati on i s one -dwéllingzbneswBichtisy 6s si ngl e
intended to preserve land for housing and to promote housing opportunities for individual

households. The zone implements the comprehensive plan policies and designations for single -

dwelling housing. The provisions of this zone allow this use; these provisions are not

specifically addressed through this Environmental Review.

Residential 10,000 Zone  (R10)desi gnati on i s one -dwéllingzbneswBichtsy 6s si ngl e
intended to preserve land for housing and to promote housing opportunities for individual

househo Ids. The zone implements the comprehensive plan policies and designations for single -

dwelling housing.  The provisions of this zone allow this use; these provisions are not

specifically addressed through this Environmental Review.

Scenic Overlay Zone(s) Theds 6 overlayimbaerded to protect Portl and?®o-:c
resour ces. The purposes of the Scenic Resource zone,
protect scenic views, are achieved by establishing height limits, establishing landscaping and

screening requirements, and requiring preservation of identified scenic resources. This zone

applies, however, because this project does not involve new structures or  the p lanting or

removal of trees, t he regulations of this zone do not affect this pro posal. Therefore, the Scenic

Overlay Z one regulations are not specifically addressed through this Environmental Review.
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Environmental Resources:

The application of the environmental overlay zones is based on detailed studies that have been
carried out within separate areas throughout the City. Environmental resources and
functional values present in environmental zones are described in environmental inventory
reports for these respective study areas.

The project site is mapped within the Southwest Hills Resource Protection Plan . Outfall 1 of Site
1 is |l ocated within the area designated by the plands |
Site 2, and Site 3 are located within the plan 6s Resou#lde R&outces and functional

values of concern on the project site include perennial creeks, groundwater, scenic, open
space, wildlife habitat and corridor, forest, education and historic resources. At the project site,
the following re sources are present to varying degrees: wildlife habitat and corridor, forest,
creek, groundwater, and open space.

Impact Analysis and Mitigation Plan:

A description of the proposal was provided on page two of this report (see also Exhibit A. 2).
The following discusses development alternatives that were considered by the applicant, as well

as their proposed construction management plan, mitigation and monitoring plans.

Development Alternatives:

Site 1:

Alternative 1 8 No Build:

The no build altern  ative would leave the existing, heavily incised and eroded outfall channel s to
continue eroding. Continued downslope erosion , kinetic discharge, and sedimentation would

adversely affect water quality downstream

Alternative 2 8 Reconstruct Outfall at  Existing Discharge Point:

The existing Outfall 2 at Site 1 could be reconstructed at its existing discharge point. In order

to dissipate energy, rock protection would need to be placed below the discharge point and in
Stephens Creek. This alternative woul d require less temporary disturbance in the resources
area, however, it would include more permanent dis turbance in the resource area. For this
reason, this alternative was rejected.

Alternative 3 & Reconstruct Outfall Away from Creek (Preferred):

This al ternative would abandon the lower ~26 feet of existing Outfall 2 pipe and reconstruct the

outfall to discharge further away from Stephens Creek and at a higher elevation. To prevent

fine sediment inputs and reduce erosion, a channel would be constructed to convey flows from
the outfall to the creek. At Outfall 1 the area below the outfall will be reseeded and stabilized

with a mixture of native groundcover and shrubs. Temporary disturbance would be replanted
with native vegetation after construction.

Thepreferred alternative provides a design that stabild:@
planting p lan will restore native shrubs and root mass to provide habitat and water quality to

the channel. Based on the set location of the outfall and the need to treat erosion, this method

provides the best long term solution while the mitigation planting plan will restore habitat

values at the project site.

Site 2:

Alternative 1 6 No Build:

The no build alternative would leave the existing, heavily incised a nd eroded outfall channel to
continue eroding. Continued downslope erosion, kinetic discharge, and sedimentation would
adversely affect water quality downstream.

Alternative 2 & Reconfigure Outfall and Channelize Flows towards Inlet at Base of Slope
(Preferred):

To provide outfall and slope stability, Outfall 1 of this site would be reoriented and the flow of
both Outfall 1 and 2 would be channeled in order to manage the movement of stormwater

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down the steep slope of the SW Taylors Ferry Road embankment. This alternative would
provide outfall and slope stability, dissipate flow energy, and minimize impacts from artificial
structures. Because the gradient is too steep at this outfall , natural channel construction
cannot be utilized. This alternative wil | employ High Density Polyethylene ( HDPE) liner
material in an engineered channel solution to provide stability to the slope. The channel to the
Riverview Tributary would be restored with gravel and cobbles and the temporary disturbance
area would be repla nted with native vegetation.

The preferred alternative provides a design that stabil
planting plan will restore native shrubs and root mass to provide habitat and water quality to

the channel. Based on the setlo  cation of the outfall and the need to treat erosion, this method

provides the best long term solution while the mitigation planting plan will restore habitat

values at the project site.

Site 3:

Alternative 1 & No Build:

The no build alternative would leave the existing, heavily incised and eroded outfall channel to
continue eroding. Continued downslope erosion, kinetic discharge, and sedimentation would
adversely affect water quality downstream. For these reasons, this a Iternative was rejected.

Alternative 2 8 Road Embankment Rock Placement

Standard road embankment co  uld be applied at the point of 0 utfall on SW Taylors Ferry Road.
This would restore the eroded area and protect the slope from further erosion resulting fr om
storm -water discharge. Due to the placement of large embankment rock and their impact on

plant growth, there would be permanent impacts to the vegetation in the environmental zone.

For this reason, this alternative was rejected.

Alternative 3 8 Outlet Protection and Drainage Channel with Soil Walls (Preferred)

This alternative would leave the existing outfall in place, protect the slope immediately below

the outlet with rock, and install a series of soil walls with drainage rock at the center to better

convey flow down the steep slope. This construction would d  issipate the energy from
stormwater discharge and reduce potential soil erosion. The outfall and proposed slope

protection measures are located outside of the resource area of the environmental zone.

However, construction access for this alternative woul d extended into the resources area of the
p-zone due to access limitations. Disturbed vegetation would be planted with native species

after construction.

The preferred alternative provides a design that stabi!
planting plan will restore native shrubs and root mass to provide habitat and water quality to

the channel. Based on the set location of the outfall and the need to treat erosion, this method

provides the best long term solution while the mitigation planting plan will restore habitat

values at the project site.

Construction Management Plan (CMP):

Site 1: In order to limit the impact to trees within the environmental overlay zone, the

Construction Management Plan proposes construction access to the site fro m SW Custer St reet
/ SW Brier Place for Outfall 1 and SW Canby Street for Outfall 2. To limit impact s on the site,
the project will make use of existing paved/graveled roadway surfaces for project related

staging. Given the need to protect the vegetation o n the slope of the site  adjacent to SW Canby
Street, exclusion zone fencing will be installed. Of particular concern to this site is the potential
increase of erosion and in stream sedimentation due to ground disturbing activities on the
steep slope. There fore, prior to any ground disturbance, erosion and sediment control

measures will be installed. To this end, t he CMP (Exhibit C.3) shows the locations of straw
waddles and a sediment  retention mat to address and limit erosion and sedimentation during
construction.

Site 2: In order to limit the impact to trees within the environmental overlay zone, the
Construction Management Plan proposes construction access to the site from SW Taylors Ferry
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Road. Staging and access for project -related equipment and mat erials will be from within the
project limits shown on the CMP plan for Site 2 (Exhibit C. 9). Of particular concern to this site
is the potential increase of erosion and in stream sedimentation due to ground disturbing

activities on the steep slope. There fore, prior to any ground disturbance, erosion and sediment
control measures will be installed. To this end, the CMP (Exhibit C. 9) shows the locations of
straw waddles, a sediment retention mat, and storm drain inlet protection to address and limit

erosio n and sedimentation during construction.

Site 3: In order to limit the impact to trees within the environmental overlay zone, the
Construction Management Plan proposes construction access to the si te from SW Taylors Ferry
Road. Of particular concernto  this site is the potential increase of erosion and in stream
sedimentation due to ground disturbing activities on the steep slope. Therefore, prior to any
ground disturbance, erosion and sediment control measures will be installed. To this end, the
CMP (Exhibit C. 14) shows the locations of straw waddles and storm drain inlet protection to
address and limit erosion and sed  imentation during construction. Because access to the site
will be through the environmental overlay zone, there is a concern that there will be
disturbance in environmental areas outside of the designated areas of disturbance. To limit
disturbance in these areas inside the environmental overlay zone, access to and from the site
will be limited to construction workers carrying hand -tools. Heavy equipment will not be
utilized in work related to the reconstruction of this outfall.

To protect the trees on  all sites, a 4 foot high construction fence  will be installed along the
limits of construction prior to ground disturbing activities. Additionally, hand tools and manual
labor, rather than heavy machinery will be employed in areas where roots may be encountered.

Unavoidable Impacts

Very few unavoidable impacts are expected from the proposed construction. The applicant is
not planning on removing any native trees over 6 -inches in diameter at any of the sites
Temporary impacts from construction activities are addressed by the CMP and are expected to

be limited to temporary soil and vegetation disturbance.

Proposed Mitigation:

Site 1: The applicant proposes to remove all weeds and invasive species prior to planting 200
native shrubs in clusters of 3 -10 and reseed all disturbed areas with native grasses at a rate of
6.8 Ibs of pure live seed per acre  (as shown on Exhibit C. 5 Revegetation Plan and Exhibit C.6
Planting Layout ).

Site 2.  The applicant proposes to remove all weeds and invasive species prior to planting 150
native shrubs and reseed all disturbed areas with native grasses at a rate of 6.8 Ibs of pure live
seed per acre (as shown on Exhibit C. 11 Revegetation Plan and Exhibit C.6 Planting Layout ).

Site 3 : The applicant proposes to remove all weeds and invasive species prior to planting 50
native shrubs and reseed all disturbed areas (incl uding those areas disturbed by accessing the
site) with native grasses at a rate of 6.8 Ibs of pure live seed per acre (as shown on Exhibit C.

16 Revegetation Plan and Exhibit C.6 Planting Layout ).

Monitoring Plan for Mitigation:

All Sites:  The applicant proposes to maintain the replanting at the site for five years.
Monitoring will be conducted at least once annually during this time. Maintenance will include
treatment of invasive non -native vegetation and planting additional plants as nece ssary.

The Bureau of Environmental Services responded with the following comment: This is a BES
project. The standards of the City of Portland's Sewer and Drainage Facilities Design Manual,
Stormwater Management Manual, principles of Title 10 (Erosion and Sediment Control

Regulations) and Title 24 (Building Regulations) will be followed . Note that per Title 10 and Title
24 standards, work in the public right -of-way and/or to publicly constructed sanitary and

storm sewer systems and facilities are to be approved by the Director of BES and the BES Chief
Engineer, respectively. Please see Exhibit E -1 for additional details.

The Portland Bureau of Transportation responded with the following comment: Portland
Transportation/Development Review has reviewed the application for its potential impacts

regarding the public right  -of-way, traffic imp acts and conformance with adopted policies, street
designations, Title 33, Title 17, and for potential impacts upon transportation services.

PBOT has no objection to BESOGs proposal for outfaldl re,|
opening permit for  work within the right  -of-way. Please see Exhibit E -2 for additional details.

The Bureau of Parks, Forestry Division responded with the following comment: This project is
being reviewed by Urban Forestry staff through the Capitol Improvement Project revi ew
process. Urban Forestry has been involved in the planning of this project and approves of the
proposed work and tree protection measures. Urban Forestry has no objections to the

proposal . Please see Exhibit E -3 for additional details.

Neighborhood Review: A Notice of Proposal in Your Neighborhood was mailed on May 5,
2017 . One written response has  been received from Lynn and Chuck Greenough  in response
to the proposal. The Greenoughs were concerned about the type of infrastructure that would

be used to address the runoff at Site 1. Staff responded by explaining the project and how it

may affect their area of concern. Correspondence was forwarded to the client. Please see
Exhibit F -1 for additional detalils.

A.1.General criteria for public safety facilities, rights -of -way, driveways, walkways,

outfalls, utilities, land divisi ons, Property Line Adjustments, Planned Developments, and

Planned Unit Developments;

Al.a. Proposed development locations, designs, and construction methods have the least
significant detrimental impact to identified resources and functional values of other
practicable and significant ly different alternatives including alternatives outside the
resource area of the environmental zone;

Findings : The applicant provided an alternatives analysis that can be found in the application
case file in Exhibit A.2, and is summarized in this report on pages 4 and 5 . This criterion
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requires the applicant to demonstrate that alternatives were considered during the design

process, and that there are no practicable alternatives that would be less detrimental to the

iden tified resources and functional values. This assessment first considered the  Southwest
Hills Resource Protection Plan as it relates to sites under consideration. The applicant then

further examined the location, physical characteristics, wildlife impact, hydrology, and relevant
flora as they pertained to the proposed site locations. On Sites 1, 2, and 3 the applicant
identifies wetlands which are near the project area. The immediate surrounding area within the
environmental zone is defined by  high quality forest habitat with high quality wetland canopy

On all sites, no alternative locations are feasible (including locations outside of the

environmental overlay zone) because of the set location of the existing outfall s. The applicant
considered alter nativ e designs and construction ~ methods before concluding that the proposed
design and construction methods would best improve the function of the stormwater outfalls

This criterion is met.

A.1l.b. There will be no significant detrimental impact on resources and functional values
in areas designated to be left undisturbed;

Findings : This approval criterion requires the protection of resources outside of the proposed
disturbance area from impacts related to the proposal, such as damage to vegetation beyond

th e approved limits of disturbance, erosion of soils off the site, and downstream impacts to

water quality and fish habitat from increased stormwater runoff and erosion off the site. The

applicant provided a detailed description of the proposed construction management plan in the
application case file (Exhibit A.2 ), in addition to a graphic Construction Management site plan
(Exhibit C.3, Exhibit C.9, and Exhibit C.14 ). The Construction Management Plan is described
on pages 5 and 6 of this report.

There will be no signification detrimental impact to ecological functional values to the area

beyond the stream. Construction activities would make the most use of the existing right of

way and would be temporary in nature. In this forest area the highest funct ion and value
comes from the on-site hydrology and associated wetlands . To protect this resource,t he
applicant proposes straw waddles , sediment retention mat s, sediment fencing, and storm drain
inlet protection s to prev ent erosion and sedimentation during construction. No trees are slated
for removal. Temporary tree protection fencing and construction methods outlined above will

be employed in order to ensure that trees within the construction area are protected.

No significant detrimental impacts to ecological functional values downstream are expected.

Rather, the restoration of these outfalls would further reduce the downstream impacts which

stem from stormwater run  -off. At each site, the applicant has plans to imp rove outfall function
which will reduce turbidity and sedimentation and lessen the kinetic and thermal energy

carried by the water moving through the hydrological system. Additionally, improving the

functionality of the subject outfalls would reduce storm water based erosion on the a ffected
slopes.
With conditions for temporary tree protection fencing, this criterion can be met by the proposal

A.l.c. The mitigation plan demonstrates that all significant detrimental impacts on
resources and functional v alues will be compensated for;

Findings : This criterion requires the applicant to assess unavoidable impacts and propose

mitigation that is proportional to the impacts, as well as sufficient in character and quantity to

replace lost resource functions an  d values. Not only will the proposed repair to the outfalls

improve the resources and functional values of the project area, the proposed mitigation plan,

described on page 6 of this report, will compensate for atotal of 1195 square feet of permanent
disturbance and enhance 6640 square feet of temporary disturbance area. Additionally, a t Site
3 any disturbanc e caused by construction access through the environmental overlay zone will

be addressed and replanted.
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The mitigation plan will compensate for im pacts at the site for the following reasons:

A All disturbance areas will be planted with native vegetation.

A The mitigation plantings will increase species divers ity to improve wildlife habitat.

A The plantings will provide assistance with pollution and nutrient retention and removal,
sediment trapping and erosion control.

The proposed Mitigation Plan will be installed and maintained as outlined in  the Revegetation
Plan in Exhibit C .5, Exhibit C.6, Exhibit C.11, and Exhibit C.16 . To ensure survival of all
proposed mitigation plantings the new plantings will be monitored annually over the course of

five years. In order to confirm appropriate placement and adequate coverage of mitigation

plantings, a Zoning Permit will be required for on -site inspection of the mitigation planting. At

the time of the permit, the applicant must indicate whether the mitigation plantings will be

tagged for inspection or if the applicant will accompany the BDS Zoning Permit inspector to the

site to indi cate where mitigation planting has occurred.

To confirm survival of the required plantings for the initial establishment period, the applicant
will be required to have the plantings inspected upon planting and again, two years after
plantings are installe d.

With conditions to ensure that plantings required for this Environmental Review are
maintained and inspected as described above, this criterion can be met.

A.1.d. Mitigation will occur within the same watershed as the proposed use or
development and w ithin the Portland city limits except when the purpose of the
mitigation could be better provided elsewhere; and

Findings : Mitigation for any impacts will be conducted on the same site as the proposed use or
development.

This criterion is met.

A.1l. e. The applicant owns the mitigation site; possesses a legal instrument that is
approved by the City (such as an easement or deed restriction) sufficient to carry out
and ensure the success of the mitigation program; or can demonstrate legal authority to
acquire property through eminent domain.

Findings : The proposed mitigations will occur within the City of Portland rights -of-way and on
portions of private property. As noted by the applicant (The Bureau of Environmental

Services), the City is still work  ing on finalizing easements to construct and maintain its

infrastructure on the private property.

This criterion can be met with the condition that  as part of a permit application, the applicant
provides documents that verify that the required easements  have been recorded with Multnomah
County.

A.3. Rights -of-way, driveways, walkways, outfalls, and utilities;

A.3.a. The location, design, and construction method of any outfall or utility proposed

within the resource area of an environmental protection zone has the least significant
detrimental impact to the identified resources and functional values of other practicable
alternatives including alternatives outside the resource area of the environmental

protection zone;

Findings : As discussed in the Alt  ernatives Analysis above, the proposed outfall repairs will
have the least amount of impact on the environmental protection zones than any practicable
alternatives.

This criterion is met.
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A.3.b. There will be no significant detrimental impact on wate r bodies for the migration,
rearing, feeding, or spawning of fish; and

Findings : While a portion of Stephens Creek, at its confluence with the Willamette River, does
provide off -channel habitat for Native Willamette River fish species, the portion of the stream
which will be impacted by the repair of these outfalls is not currently used by native fish
populations.  The lack of fish population is due to the culvert at the intersect ion of Stephens
Creek and Highway 43. This culvert creates a barrier which the fish cannot cross.  According to
the Fish Surveys conducted by OFDW (2008) and BES (2010 and 2011), no native fish have

been found upstream of the  Highway 43 culvert. The repair of the culverts should improve the
quality of the stormwater as it moves into the stream which should, improve the quality of the
water for the fish downstream. Any sedimentation or turbidity which will be caused by the

repairs of these outfalls , will have dissipated by the time it reaches the fish habitat half a mile
downstre am.

This criterion is met.

A.3.c. Water bodies are crossed only when there are no practicable alternatives with
fewer significant detrimental impacts.

Findings : While the stormwater outfalls outlined in this project do not cross any water bodies,
the location of the existing stormwater infrastructure requires work that is within Stephens

Creek (Site 1) and the Riverview Tributary (Site 2). The impact of the construction work done

in these water bodies will be mitigated through strategies outlined in the construction
management (above).

This criterion is met.
DEVELOPMENT STANDARDS

Unless specifically required in the approval criteria listed above, this proposal does not have to

meet the development standards in order to be approved during this review process. The plans
submitted for a building or zoning permit must demonstrate that all development standards of

Title 33 can be met, or have received an Adjustment or Modification via a land use review prior

to the approval of a building or zo  ning permit.

OTHER TECHNICAL REQUIREMENTS

Technical decisions have been made as part of this review process, based on other City Titles,

as administered by other City service agencies. These related technical decisions are not

considered land use action s. |If future technical decisions result in changes that bring the

project out of conformance with this land use decision, a new land use review may be required.

CONCLUSIONS

The applicant proposes to repair and improve five stormwater outfalls at three sites in the

Stephens Creek Watershed. Site one is  located within and adj acentto the SW Brier Place /SW
Canby right of w ay and site s two and three are located on  the Riverview Cemetery property
adjacent to SW Taylor s Ferry Road. To do this, the applicant proposed to do the following:

Site 1 : Outfall 1 is to be abandoned and the eroded channel below the outfall will be repaired
and replanted with  native shrubs and groundcover. The pavement at the existing street inlet
will be patched and the stormwater will be directed eastward along SW Custer Street.

Outfall 2 will be relocated further away from Stephens Creek. This will move the outfall to a
higher elevation to improve its functionality. A constructed channel with cobble and riprap bed
material will direct flows from the new outfall loca tion to Stephens Creek.

Site 2: The existing outlet for Outfall 1 at this site  will be reoriented and an energy dissipation

pad wil |l be constructed at the new outfallds outl et
through the use of a channel constructed from vegetated soil walls with drainage rocks at the

center of the chann el.

At Outfall 2 discharge related erosion will be corrected by creating a channel along the steep
slope. This channel will employ  erosion resistant High - Density Polyethylene Material. This
channel will direct stormwater from the outfall to the storm drain inlet at the base of the slope.

Site 3: To combat erosion caused by the discharge of stormwater at the outfall on Site 3,a
series of vegetated soil walls with drainage rock at the center will be constructed. These soil

walls will dissipate ener gy as water is conveyed down the steep slope. By utilizing manual
labor and hand tools,  concerns about construction access disturbance in the environmental
overlay zone have been addressed.

The applicant proposes to plant native shrubs and vegetation in  any area disturbed during the
creation of this projectto  provide habitat and water quality improvements along the stormwater
channel. No trees are slated for removal as part of this project. The applicants and the above
findings have shown that the propo sal meets the applicable approval criteria with conditions.
Therefore, this proposal should be approved, subject to the following condition S.
