Proposal:

The applicant seeks Design Review approval for two (2) new signs on the South and West
facades of the 6-story Hyatt House Hotel. The two (2) signs consist of individually mounted,
halo illuminated channel letters at the parapet level of the South and West facades fronting

onto SW River Parkway and SW River Drive, respectively. The sign area for each sign is
approximately 56.4 square feet.

The proposal includes non  -exempt exterior alterations in the design overlay zone (d). Therefore,
Design Review is required .

Relevant Approval Criteria:
In order to be approved, this proposal mus t comply with the approval criteria of Title 33,
Portland Zoning Code. The relevant criteria are:

ANALYSIS

Site and Vicinity: The site is bounded by SW River Parkway and SW River Drive, both public
streets a nd private extensions of SW Hall Street and SW Moody Avenue. Development around

the site includes The Strand high  -rise condominium towers to the north, the mid -rise David
Evans building to the east, a utility transformer yard to the south currently be deve loped with
two 6 and 10 -story mixed -use buildings (approved in 201 7 per LU 16-264238 DZM GW AD ),
and the 3-story Mint Urban Apartments complex to the west. This section of the Downtown
Subdistrict of the Central City Plan District is in close proximity to the Willamette River and is
at the northern entry to the South Waterfront neighborhood. This area is comprised of low -,
mid -, and high -rise buildings which feature brick as a major exterior material. The buildings in

the area contain a mixture of uses incl uding office, housing, retail, restaurant, and hotel. The
area also includes a streetcar stop on SW River Parkway directly across from the site plus views

of the new MAX light rail line overpass to the south. The site is one block away from the

Willamette Greenway Trail to the north of the site which can be accessed from the nearby east -
west streets. SW River Drive is a designated Local Service Walkway and City Bikeway while SW

River Parkway is a designated Traffic Access Street, Transit Access Street, City Walkway, and
City Bikeway. The site is within the Downtown Pedestrian District.

Zoning: The Central Commercial  (CX) zone is intended to provide for commercial development
within Portland's most urban and intense areas. A broad range of uses is allowed t o reflect
Portland's role as a commercial, cultural and governmental center. Development is intended to

be very intense with high building coverage, large buildings, and buildings placed close

together. Development is intended to be pedestrian -oriented wit h a strong emphasis on a safe
and attractive streetscape.

The Design Overlay Zone 0 d 6 o vpeomdtes the conservation and enhancement of areas of

the City with special historic, architectural or cultural value. New development and exterior
modifications to existing development are subject to design review. This is achieved through the
creation of design districts and applying the Design Overlay Zone as part of community

planning projects, development of design guidelines for each district, and by requiri ng design
review. In addition, design review ensures that certain types of infill development will be

compatible with the neighborhood and enhance the area.

The Greenway Overlay Zones , desi gnated as 060g6, 0o0i 6, onédé, 096
conserve, enhance, and maintain the natural, scenic, historical, economic, and recreational

qualities of lands along Portland's rivers; establish criteria, standards, and procedures for the

development of land, change of uses, and the intensification of uses w ithin the greenway;

increase public access to and along the Willamette River for the purpose of increasing

recreational opportunities, providing emergency vehicle access, assisting in flood protection and

control, providing connections to other transportat ion systems, and helping to create a

pleasant, aesthetically pleasing urban environment; implement the City's Willamette Greenway
responsibilities as required by ORS 390.310 to 390.368; and implement the water quality
performance standar s of Metrods Title

The RiverGeneral 6 g6 al |l ows for wuses and devel opment whi
zoning, which allow for public use and enjoyment of the waterfront , and which enhance the
river's natural and scenic qualities.

The Central City Plan District im plements the Central City Plan and other plans applicable to
the Central City area. These other plans include the Downtown Plan, the River District Plan,

the University District Plan, and the Central City Transportation Management Plan. The
Central City pl an district implements portions of these plans by adding code provisions which
address special circumstances existing in the Central City area. The site is within the

Downtown Subdistrict of this plan district.

One written response has been received from either the Neighborhood Association or
notified property owners in response to the proposal.

1 Dain Calvin , an adjac ent property owner at The Strand Condominiums , on September

20, 2017, wrote that they object to the current proposal , Stating that  the building
already has signage to identify itself and that if approved , the proposal would allow for
unsightly lighted comm ercial advertising signs on almost every side of the b uilding .

Staff Response: This area is located within the Downtown Subdistrict of the Central

City Plan District . Staff recognizes that this area includes a range of low, mid, to high -
rise development w ith a wide mix of uses, such as residential, office, commercial, and

hotel uses. Upon initial review of the proposal, Staff considered th e mix of uses in this
area of the City, adjacent signage approved through review, and the purpose of the
Central Commer cial (CX) . B efore the Notice of Proposal was mailed out Staff worked

with the applicant team to reduce the overall size of the sign s (the calculated sign area),
reduce the proportion of the sign area that will be illuminated, and change the

illumination me thod of the proposed signage to limit the impact of the proposal on

adjacent properties. Given these considerations and the considerations listed in the

findings below, Staff found that the proposal meets the applicable approval criteria.

Staff also notes, that the two (2) existing facade mounted signs at the ground level on
the south and west facades  of the building are 25 square foot each and are therefore
allowed by right as they are below the threshold listed in Portland Zoning Code, Section
33.420.041 for signage in the Design Overlay Zone  that must be approved through
Design Review. Please refer to the findings below for additional information regarding
further impact limitations like limited lighting, type of lighting, and limit on the number

of signs above the second floor

ZONING CODE APPROVAL CRITERIA

Chapter 33.825 Design Review

Section 33.825.010 Purpose of Desigh Review

Design review ensures that development conserves and enhances the recognized special design
values of a site or area. Design  review is used to ensure the conservation, enhancement, and

Findings for C2, C3, C5, C11, C12, and C13 : The approximately 46 ,700 square foot

site is bounded by SW River Parkway and SW River Drive tothe south and west and SW
Hall Street and SW Moody Avenue to the north and east, and takes up an en tire block in
the Downtown Subdistrict of the Central City Plan District . The subject building was
approved by the Design Commission in 2014 and finished construction this year. The
current proposal is for two (2) new signs on the south and w est facades of the 6 -story
Hyatt House Hotel.

The two (2) signs consist of individually mounted, i ndi r ealdolillyminated channel
letters at the parapet level of the south and west facades of the building fronting onto SW
River Parkway and SW River Drive, respect ively. In considering parapet le vel signage on
this site, a mid -rise building in the Central City , the proportionality of proposed signage

desi

gn,
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to the field of cladding to which they are attached , alignment with facade elements,
relationship to a building entry , area of illumination/ indirect illumination, and detailing

are critical to addressing the applicable approval criteria. Staff worked with the applicant
to reduce the overall area of the proposed signs so that they are proportional to the field
of claddin g that they are attached to  with specific attention to how proposed the sign s fit
within the width of the field of cladding at the parapet level . Also, the original proposal
included the use of face -lit individually mounted channel letters. Staff encourage d the
applicant to explore indirect illumination as a strategy for responding to the surrounding

context and to limit the impact of the proposed signage on the variety of uses in the area,
specifically to limit the impact on adjacent residential uses.

The sign area for each signis  approximately 56.4 square feet. However, the area of
illumination for each sign is limited to approximately 33.3 square feet. With this
limitation on the allowed illuminated area of the signs (being no more than 33.3 square
feet), the alignment of the proposed signs with facade elements, appropriately placed to

identify entries, and the proposed use of indirect

are appropriately placed on the building, well -integrated, and will therefore no  t
overwhelm the elevation, distract freeway motorists , or dominate the skyline. In addition,
the signs are composed of individually mounted aluminum channels letters with all

electrical conduit  concealed behind the individual letters. To ensure that the pr oposal
has the least impact on building, is responsive to context, and architectural integrity is
preserved, Staff has added three (3) conditions of approval that  the allowed illuminated
area per sign is limited to 33.3 square feet, all anchors use to atta ch the proposed signs
to the building shall occur at mortar joints , and that all electrical conduit associated

with the proposed signs  shall be routed to the rear face of the parapet.

It is typical to limit the number of parapet mounted signs to avoid clu tter at adjoining

facades. However, given the specific design of this building and that the two (2) proposed

signs are far apart , flanking a large architectural volume  that wraps the south  -west

corner , and are placed to highlight this primary entry volume, in this specific condition,

two (2) signs are supportable.  To support this notion and further limit the potential for

additional negative impact on the building elevations, freeway, neighborhood and views a

condition of approval will limit signage as foll OWS: 0OAddi ti onal per manent
Design Review per 33.420.041 and above the sill line of the 2nd floor windows on all

elevations are not allowed.

DEVELOPMENT STANDARDS

Unless specifically required in the approval criteria listed above, this proposal does not have to

meet the development standards in order to be approv ed during this review process. The plans
submitted for a building or zoning permit must demonstrate that all development standards of

Title 33 can be met, or have received an Adjustment or Modification via a land use review prior

to the approval of a buil  ding or zoning permit.

CONCLUSIONS

The two (2) proposed signs are approximately 56.4 square feet each , with the illuminated area
limited to approximately 33.3 square feet per sign and consists of individual pin mounted metal
l etters with illumihatione cWith this lamitatian on the allowed illuminated area of
the signs (being no more than 33.3 square feet), the alignment and placement to identify

S

entries, the use of indirect ohalod6 il l uminatiwen, and

architectural integrity and limit clutter at the top levels of the building, the proposed signs are

well -integrated, and will therefore not overwhelm the elevation, distract freeway motorists, or
dominate the skyline.  With Conditions of Approvalt his pr oposal meets the applicable  Design
Review criteria and therefore warrants approval.

Procedural Information. The application for this land use review was s ubmitted on  June 7,
2017 , and was determined to be complete on September 11, 2017 and was requested by the
applicant to be on hold following the end of the comment period until November 21, 2017 .

Zoning Code Section 33.700.080 states that Land Use Review  applications are reviewed under
the regulations in effect at the time the application was submitted, provided that the

application is complete at the time of submittal, or complete within 180 days. Therefore this
application was reviewed against the Zonin g Code in effect on June 7, 2017 .

ORS 227.178 states the City must issue a final decision on Land Use Review applications

within 120 -days of the application being deemed complete. The 120 -day review period may be
waived or extended at the request of the applicant. In this case, the applicant requested that

the 120 -day review period be extended by 30 days (See Exhibit A -7). Unless further extended
by the applicant, the 120 days will expire on: March 1,2018 .

Some of the information contained in this rep ort was provided by the applicant.

As required by Section 33.800.060 of the Portland Zoning Code, the burden of proof is on the
applicant to show that the approval criteria are met. The Bureau of Development Services has
independently reviewed the informa  tion submitted by the applicant and has included this
information only where the Bureau of Development Services has determined the information
satisfactorily demonstrates compliance with the applicable approval criteria. This report is the
decision of the Bureau of Development Services with input from other City and public agencies.
