Proposal:

The Columbia Boulevard Self -Storage Project will consist of constructing a variety of storage
facilities, including covered, open, and enclosed storage amenities for recreational vehicles (RVS)

and mot orized boats; and several mini -storage buildings. The mini  -storage buildings will be
constructed along the western edge of the property and facilities for RV and boat storage will be
located within the northern portion of the site. The existing buildings o nsite will remain.

The project will result in impacts to the Environmental Conservation overlay zone. The majority of
permanent impacts, 2,048 square feet,  will be located within the 25 -foot transition a rea, and a
small amount of impact , 643 square feet , will be located beyond t he transition area, within the
resource a rea. These impacts are a result of proposed vegetated stormwater basins and associated
stormw ater outfall pipes . Stormwater will flow through the vegetated basin before entering the
outfall p ipes and discharging to Whitaker Ponds in the northern portion of the site.

As mitigation for permanent impacts in the Environmental Zone, th e applicant proposes to plant
60 native trees, 466 native shrubs, and 185 native groundcovers in addition to apply ing native
seed to all temporary disturbance areas . In all areas proposed for mitigation plantings, invasive
species will be removed prior to planting.

A portion of the pr oj ect is |l ocated within the Ciavegldysgson&Envi ronm
Certain standards must be met to allow the work to occur by right. If the standards are not met, an
Environmental Review is required. In this case, the proposed stormwater outfalls exceed the

standard for size and quantity . Standard 33.430.180.H is not met by the proposal; therefore, the
work must be approved through an Environmental Review.

Relevant Approval Criteria:
In order to be approved, this proposal must comply with the approval criteria of Title 33. The
relevant approval criteria are:

< Section 33.430.250(A) 0 Outfalls.

Zoning Code Section 33.700.080 states that Land Use Review applications are reviewed under the
regulations in effect at the time the application was submitted, provided that the application is
complete at the time of submittal, or complete within 180 days. This application was submitted on

October 9, 2017 , and determined to be complete on February 1, 2018

ANALYSIS

Site and Vicinity: The 10.6 -acre site is located in NE Port  land along NE Columbia Boulevard and
in between NE 47 t Avenue and NE 59 t Place. The majority of the site is disturbed with
development located along the western boundary and southern portion of the site. The site is
surrounded by industrial development t o the east and west, NE Columbia Boulevard to the south,
and Whitaker Ponds /wetland to the north. Except for Whitaker Ponds in the northern portion of
the site, which extends off  -site to the north and west, there are no other jurisdictional wetlands or

wat ers of the State/U .S. present within the subject site. A letter of concurrence from the Oregon
Department of State Lands  (DSL) has been obtained to verify the location of the wetland boundary
onsite (Exhibit A.6). The area, onsite, landward of the pond is currently heavily vegetated with
blackberry thickets and provides limited resource s and functional value s to the protected resource,
Whitaker Pond .

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Zoning: The zoning designation on the project site includes the General Industrial 2 (IG2) base

zone with Aircraft Landing (h), Environmental Conservation (c), and Airport Noise Impact (x)
overlay zones and Portland International Airport Plan District/Middle Columbia Slough Subdistrict

(see zoning on Exhibit B).

The General Industrial 2 (IG2)  base zone is one of the three zones that implement the Industrial
Sanctuary map designation of the Comprehensive Plan. The zone provides areas where most
industrial uses may locate, while other uses are restricted to prevent potential conflicts and to

preserve land for ind ustry. G2 areas generally have larger lots and an irregular or large block
pattern. The area is less developed, with sites having medium and low building coverages and
buildings which are usually set back from the street . The provisio ns of this zone allow  this use and
are not specifically addressed through this Environmental Review.

The Aircraft landing (h) overlay  zone limits the height of structures and vegetation in the vicinity of

the Portland International Airport; a height contour map is available f or review in the Development
Services Center. The provisions of this overlay zone are not specifically addressed in this review ,
but will be addressed at the time of building permit review

Environmental overlay zones _ protect environmental resources and functional values that have been
identified by the City as providing benefits to the public. The environmental regulations encourage
flexibility and innovation in site planning and provide for development that is carefully designed to

be sensitive tothes i t eds pr ot e c t Ehey pnotecstbeunmost enpartant environmental
features and resources while allowing environmentally sensitive urban development where
resources are less sensitive. The purpose of this land use review is to ensure complian ce with the
regulations of the Environmental Z ones.

The Portland International Airport Noise Impact (x) overlay zone reduces the impact of aircraft
noise on development within the noise impact area surrounding the Portland International Airport.

The zone achieves this by limiting residential densities and by requiring noise insulation, noise
disclosure statements, and noise easement. The regulations of this zone are not applicable to the
proposed development project . The regulations of this zone  apply to residenti al construction and
are not applicable to the proposed development project

The Portland International Airport Plan District regulations address the social, economic, and
environmental aspects of growth and development at Portland International Airport (P DX), with
regulations that address wildlife hazards and impacts to transportation and natural resources. The

plan district provides flexibility to the Port of Portland fi owner of PDX f to address a constantly
changing aviation industry, while addressing the br oader community impacts of operating an
airport in an urban context. The environmental regulations in the Portland International Airport

plan district work in conjunction with the standards of Chapter 33.430 to protect significant

identified environmental  resources consistent with the requirements of airport operations, while
maintaining or enhancing the capacity of public and private infrastructure within and serving the

district. In this case the regulations of this Plan District are superseded by Chapt er 33.430, and
are therefore not addressed by this Environmental Review.

Environmental Resources: The application of the environmental overlay zones is based on
detailed studies that have been carried out within separate areas throughout the City.
Enviro nmental resources and functional values present in environmental zones are described in
environmental inventory reports for these respective study areas.

The project site is mapped within the Middle Columbia Corridor/Airport Natural Resources Inventory:
Riparian Corridors and Wildlife Habitat as Inventory Site CS4: This site includes most of the main
channel of the Middle Columbia Slough and Whitaker Slough, Whitaker Ponds and Johnson Lake. The

site also contains a few wetlands and secondary drainageways, primarily found in and around the
Colwood Golf Course. Narrow riparian gallery forest habitat, dominated by black cottonwood and
Pacific willow, surrounds the open water features. The understory contains red osier dogwood and

alder but is dominated by Him  alayan blackberry and other invasive species. Much of the riparian
areas have been revegetated by the Bureau of Environmental Services. The natural resources are
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generally degraded by extensive industrial development, Cornfoot Road and multiple culvert
crossings.

Significant resources and functional values on the project site include open water; vegetated flood
area; stream flow moderation and water storage; bank function; sediment, pollution and nutrient

control; organic inputs; food web and nutrient cycl ing; wildlife habitat; and habitat
connectivity/movement corridor . Currently, the resources and functional values onsite are low -
functioning having been heavily impacted by pastdevelopmentand invasi ve species encroachment.
However, the adjacent Whitaker =~ Ponds supports more high -functioning resources such as black
cottonwood forest, wildflower meadow, wetlands, and habitat for a variety of wildlife.

Impact Analysis and Revegetation and Monitoring Plan: The following discusses development
alternatives and associated impacts that were considered by the applicant. The following
additionally describes the proposed construction management plan, and mitigation and monitoring
proposal.

Development Alternatives:

Alternative #1
Alternative Site Plan 1 consisted of maximizing the buildable area on the site by developing the
entire property . Stormwater treatment for this design would have required the construction of two

treatment basins, one in the northeast corner and one in the northwest corner of the site. Bui Iding
out the entire site, as this plan had proposed, would have required locating both treatment basins
further to the north, which in turn would have resulted in approximately twice as muc h impact

(approximately 6,102 square feet ) tothe Environmental Zo ne thanthe P referred Alternative, which
proposes 3,051 square feet of impactstothe Environmental Zone. Therefore, due tolarge impacts
to the Environmental Conservation overlay zone, including significant disturbance in the Resource
Area, Alternative Si te Plan 1 was not chosen.

Alternative #2

Alternative Site Plan 2  sought to develop all but the central portion of the site, similar to the
Preferred Alternative , but extending further to the north. Stormwater treatment required for
Alternative Site Plan 2  would also require the construction of two treatment basins, one in the
northeast corner and one in the northwest corner of the site, also situated further to the north. The

treatment basins for Alternative Site Plan 2 would also result in greater impacts to the
Environmental Zone, approximately 4,576 square feet , Whichis approximately ~ one and ahalf times
that of the Preferred Alternative . Therefore, Alternative Site Plan 2 also was not chosen.

Alternative #3

Alternative Site Plan 3 would have avoided ¢ onstructing treatment basins all together; instead, it
would have required pumping stormwater to NE Columbia Bouleva rd at the south end of the site.
This alternative kept all disturbance completely outside of the Environmental Zone; however, with
an approx imately 30 -foot elevation increase from the north end of the site to the south end,
pumping stormwater runoff back uphill towards NE Columbia Boulevard was not practicable, and

therefore, this alternative was not chosen.

Preferred Alternative

Alternative Site Plan4isthe Preferred Alternative , as shown on Exhibit C.3 Proposed Development
Plan . It consists of developing all but the central portion of the site. This alternative also requires

the construction of two treatment basins; however, because the de velopment has been reduced in
the central portion of the site, the treatment basins can be located further to the south than would

have been possible with Alternative Site Plans 1 and 2, and as such, this site plan results in
reduced impacts to the Environ mental Conservation overlay zone . Compared to the Preferred
Alternative , both Alternatives1and2 would have resulted in increasing the area of Environmental
Zone impact and decreasing the area currently proposed for mitigation and resource enhancement.
Therefore, the Preferred Alternative  was chosen as the least impactful, having the greatest
opportunity for resource mitigation and enhancement, and the most practicable design for the
proposed development.
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Construction Management Plan: The Construction Ma nagement Plan for the proposed
development is shown on Exhibits C.9 and C.10 . The following components of the Construction
Management Plan will protect against erosion and prevent the transport of sediments into
Whitaker Pond, ensure that disturbance is localized, prevent impacts to the portions of the
Environmental Zone and pond that are to remain undisturbed, and protect any trees that are not
proposed for removal.

1 Prior to the start of any earth  -moving activities, silt fence will be installed at the
limi ts of the work area. No activities will be permitted to occur beyond this
construction barrier. This construction barrier will also act as tree protection fencing
and will prevent impacts to existing trees in the undisturbed portion of the site.

1 All base erosion and sediment prevention control measures (including inlet
protection, perimeter sediment control, gravel construction entrances, etc.) will be in
place, functional, and approved in an initial inspection prior to the start of any
construction activit ies.

1 Construction entrances  (ingress/egress) will be installed prior to construction and
maintained for the duration of the project.

1 Active inlets to stormwater systems will be protected with approved inlet protection
and will be regularly inspected and ma  intained as necessary. These inlet protection
measures will prevent runoff from reaching discharge points.

1 Exposed cut and fill areas will be stabilized using temporary seeding and mulching or
other appropriate measures.

91 Slopesreceiving temporary or perm  anent seeding will have the surface roughened to
improve seed bedding and reduce run  -off velocities.

1 No soils will be stockpiled on  site. If soils are removed from the site, the soils will be
taken off the premises immediately.

Unavoidable Impacts: Two vegetated flow -through treatment basins will be located in the
northeastern and northwestern corners of the site ; grading associated with these basins will
encroach into the outer edge ofthe 25 -foot transitiona rea of the Environmental Zone . This grading
will resultin 2,408 square feet  of impact to the transitiona  rea. The two basins will also require the
installation of two outfall pipes that will extend to the north and outfall at rip -rap energy dissipater
pads along the south edge of Whitaker Pond outsid e of the wetland boundary . Installation of the
two outfall pipes will require the excavation and backfill of two, 2 -foot wide trenches. Temporary
impacts to the resource a rea, beyond the 25 -foot Tr ansition Area, will total 488 square feet. The
two outfall padswillresultina  total permanentimpact  of 155 square feet within the resource a rea.

Mitigation & Monitoring Plan: To compensate for permanent and temporary impacts to the
Environmental Conservatio  n overlay zone both within the transition area and re source a rea, the
applicant proposes to revegetate 6,089 square feet of the remaining Environmental Conservation
overlay zone within the riparian corridor adjacent to Whitaker Pond, with native trees, shrubs,
groundcover s, and seed . In addition to the mitig  ation areas, the two temporary impact areas
resulting from the installation of the two outfall pipes (488 square feet , beyond the 25 -foot
transition a rea) will be restored with native shrubs and groundcover, per Section 33.430.180.F for
restoring temporary  disturbance areas for stormwater outfalls.

Intotal, 60 trees, 466 shrubs , and 185 groundcovers, consisting of seven differen t species will be
planted within  the mitigation and restoration areas adjacent to Whitaker Pond and within the
Environmental Zone . Species to be installed were chosen for: 1) their suitability to the soils and
hydrology of the site, 2)  their natural occurrence in the area, 3) their wildlife habitat enhancement

value, and 4) their local availability. The species and densities of th e plants to be installed will be in
accordance with the planting requirements of Zoning Code Section 33.248.090 Mitigation and
Restoration Plantings , and Section 33.430.180  Standards for Stormwater Outfalls . In addition, the
following will apply to the pro  posed plantings:
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All plant materials are native species listed on the Portland Plant List ;
All plantings will be installed in early spring (February -March);

Trees and shrubs will not be planted in a linear fashion;

=A =4 =4 =

Prior to installing the required plantin gs, any non -native invasive plants will be removed
from all areas within ten feet of the plantings;

1 If necessary, all plantings will be watered during the drier summer months to ensure
survival.

The applicant proposes to monitor the mitigation area annual ly in the summer for two years to
assess the survival of the plantings;t  he success of the mitigation site will require a minimum of 80%
native species cover to be present during the 2-year plant -establishment period. If any mortality is
noted on the site, the factor likely to have caused the mortality of plantings will be determined and
corrected. Replacement plantings will be utilized if plant survival is low, and replacement will occur

within one planting season. Continued removal of invasive species will be important in the
establishmen t of the mitigation plantings; ¢ ontrol of invasive species during maintenance v isits,
especially in spring, will  include hoeing and/or cutting, followed by hand grubbing of seedlings to

prevent annual seed propagation. All native species encountered during removal and control of
invasive vegetation will be preserved to the extent possible. With all invasive plant removal, the

cutting, grubbin g, pulling, and clearing cycle will be repeated each year for the duration of the p lan t-
establishment period with the goal to ensure mitigation plant survival.

The Bureau of Environmental Services responded with the following comment s (abridged and
bulleted for clarity ), including multiple permit review requirement s. Please see Exhibit E.
complete response.

A A DEQ required sediment cleanup in East Whitaker Pond is currently in remedial design to
address contamination from the adjacent Metro Metals Northwest property. A portion of the
cleanup will occur o n the Moody property (R317408). DEQ Cleanup staff (Sarah Miller or Heidi
Nelson) should be consulted regarding: 1) proposed outfall locations; 2) potential stormwater
source control (e.g., stormwater treatment) requirements to prevent potential recontamina tion of
East Whitaker Pond sediments; and 3) coordination of site redevelopment and sediment cleanup
construction schedules to prevent hindering or delaying the cleanup project and/or the site

construction.

A A potential drainageway may exist at this site. According to DEQ&6s ECSI Dat ab:
4581, a ditch runs along the northern border of 5327 NE Columbia Blvd under heavy blackberries
and may extend to 5413 NE Columbia Blvd . This area was unable to be verified at the time of a

BES inspection due to heavy blackberry and brush. BES recommends that invasive removal in the
area described in DEQG6s ECSI Database be conducted by
area evaluated for a potential drainageway/ditch.
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A Pursuant to the Environmental Zones chapte  r of PCC (33.430.250), the applicant must show that
the proposed development will have the least possible detrimental impact on resources and/or
functional valwues. Portlandds Zoning Code (33.248) in
and restoratio n plantings, including that the plant materials must be native and selected from the
Portland Plant List . Where mitigation and/or restoration plantings are not required, BES sti I
recommends the use of native plants to help stabilize soils and minimize erosion. BES
recommends the following native grass seed mix for mitigation and restoration plantings within
the Columbia Slough:

A BES recommends revising the applicantds proposed mi

following ways:
A Updating the native grass seed mixtoth e recommended seed mix detailed in the table above;

A Extending the monitoring period proposed by the applicant by a minimum of one year to a
total of 3 years to help ensure success of planted trees; and

A Replanting the entire conservation zone  with the tree s and shrubs to increase the shading
within the riparian corridor. To keep costs down, shrub density could be increased from every
4 feet on center to every 6 feet on center.
A The applicant should consider partneringDavant h BESS®S

Santnerat (503)823 -5669) and/ or the Columbia Sl ough Water she
Program (Contact Matthew Lee at (503) 281 -1132) to discuss opportunities outside the land
use review process to further improve the riparian area of the proposed p roject site.

Planner Response:  As discusse d in findings for criterion A.1 .c, on Pages 11 -13 of this report,
the applicant will be required to use only handheld equipment while removing invasive species
from the DEQ -identified ditch and surrounding area  once it has been identified .

Whil e BDS recognizes BES®6 request to increase the nun
Environmental Zone and/or Portland Special Habita tArea,st af f has concluded the a
mitigation plan me ets approval criterion  A.l.c by fully compensating for proposed impacts

(Pages 11-13). However, considering the sensitive nature of the surrounding Whitaker Ponds,

BDS encourages the applicant to either plant out the remainder of the Environmental Zone
outside of the mitigaton ar eas or wor k with BES®6 Revegetation Proj
the riparian area of the project site.

monitoring plan to ensure both the survival of mitigation plantings and the control of harmful

If a single domestic and/or fire service is to be used to serve two or more buildings, the property

The Site Development Section of BDS  responded with the following comment: The northern end of
the site is within the 100 -year floodplain as shown on the FEMA Flood Insurance Rate Map 410183
0105F revised on November 26, 2010, Zone AH. The base flood elevation (BFE) for the site is 18.0 feet
NAVD 1988. Based on the revised development plan, the proposed cons truction and associated
earthwork will  not be located withinthe 100 -year floodplain with the exception of the two stormwater
outfalls. The plans show a balanced cut and fill for the outfall construction which meet Chapter 24.50
requirements. Please see Exhibit E. 5 for additional details.

The U.S. Army Corps of Engineers  responded with the following comment: | am writing to comment
on the proposal for case file number LU 17  -253085 EN. The proposal notice does not note if there are
wetlands or waters on the  site. If there are wetlands or waters on the site, the applicant will need to
submit an application to the US Army Corps of Engineers. Also, if any of those outfalls are impacting
or being placed in wetlands we will need to see it. Please see Exhibit E.9 for additional details.

Applicant Response:  The applicant has resolved the issue of wetland impact by relocating the
stormwater outfall and energy dissipater pads to an upland area, and thereby, completely

avoiding any impacts to wetlands, as such, no Cor ps permit will be needed.
The Oregon Department of Environmental Quality responded with the following co  ncerns ( edited
for brevity). Full comments can be found in Exhibit E.10 . In their comments, DEQ noted the
proposed development will be taking place on properties currently listed in DI

DEQ also stated there is remedial action work taking place, starting in 2019, at East Whitaker

Ponds to mitigate for elevated levels of metals and PCB concentrations, and as such it may be

prudent to coor dinate any development activities. Further, DEQ encouraged the proposed
stormwater design to comply with the City of Portland?®s
standards.

Applicant Response: It is unlikely that the future East Whitaker Pond Cleanup w  ork will
impact the mitigation area, proposed outfall location , and project construction; however, as an
added measure to avoid any potential impacts to these areas, the applicant will coordinate
pertinent development activities, such as the stormwater out fall construction schedule and
mitigation/restoration area planting schedule, with DEQ.
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The proposed storm drainage system for the subject sites consists of a lined vegetated flow
through treatment basin for each parcel. These basins are designed in confo rmance with the
2016 City of Portland Stormwater Management Manual (SWMM).

Neighborhood Review: A Notice of Proposal in Your Neighborhood was mailed on February 5,
2018 . Five written responses have been received from notified property owners and interest ed
parties in response to the proposal. Their comments are summarized below; however, full
comments for each response can be found in Exhibit F.

1. Eli Spevak , Orange Spot LLC, February 12, 2018: In their comments, Eli Spevak noted
Portland Parks & Recrea tion (PP&R) recently completed upgrades to facilities abutting Whitaker
Ponds and they wanted to know whether PP&R had weighed in on the balance of impacts
versus the proposed mitigation. EIl i Spevakds comment s, in their enti
Exhibit F. 4.

Planner Response:  Other than the Urban Forestry division, PP&R will not be weighing in as a
regulatory agency for this land use review. However, they may prov ide comment as a notified
party, which they have done  and w hich can be found in Exhibit F.3

2. Bruce Nelson, Cully Tree Team , February 21, 2018 : In their comments, Bruce Nelson
expressed c oncerns about tree replacement and tree protection. Specifically, Bruce was
concerned the project would result in a net loss of trees and tree canopy for the n eighborhood
and heavily polluted Columbia Boulevard corridor. Bruce also inquired about tree protection
around a specific conifer on the site. Further, Bruce stated concern about the possible impact
of oil leaks from heavy equipment on the adjacent waterb odies as a result of this proposal.
Bruce Nelsonds comments, in their entirety, can be f

Applicant Response:  The total number of trees to be planted will increase the overall number
of trees on the site beyond what it currently present , and therefore, the development will not
impose a net loss of canopy for the Cully neighborhood and the Columbia Boulevard corridor..

It will not be necessary to place a tree protection fence around the tree because of the following
reasons: the tree is located approximately 40 to 45 feet from the edge of the proposed
development, it sits upwards of approximately 5 to 6 feet higher in elevation than the areato be
developed, and because erosion / sediment control fencing will be installed at the limits of
disturbance along the edge of the proposed development, and no construction or equipment
will be located beyond this fencing.

During construction, Best Management Practices (BMPs) will be implemented in order to
prevent oil leaks onto the ground; BMPs in clude but are not limited to, the use of properly
maintained vehicles, and use of absorbent tarps or trays if necessary.

There are no streams located within the subject site. An added benefit of development of the

site includes the removal of stored veh icles, and the treatment of stormwater runoff from the

site. Currently, any stormwater runoff flowing off the site and into Whitaker P ond is untreated.
With the proposed development, all stormwater from the site will be treated within vegetated

flow -throug h treatment basins and outfall into rip -rap energy dissipaters prior to being
discharged to the pond. This will likely improve the functions and values of the resource by
filtering out nutrients, pollutants and sediment prior to discharging into the pond.

3. Emily Roth, Portland Parks & Recreation, February 26, 2018 : Intheir comments,  Emily Roth
expressed concerns the wetland boundary shown on the site plans may not be correct and that
the proposed stormwater management was being proposed within the Po rtland Special Habitat
Area. Further, Emily stated the applicant will be required to remove invasive species from the
Environmental Zone and requested a five -year monitoring period for mitigation. Emily Rot hds
comments, in their entirety, can be found in E xhibit F.7
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Planner Response:  The wetland boundary shown on the site plans is the same boundary
approved by the Department of State Lands as stated in a concurrence letter dated October

2016 (Exhibit A.6). Although the development may be encroaching into t he Portland Special
Habitat Area, all impacts will be mitigated for as detailed in the Mitigation and Monitoring

section on Page 5 and 6 of this report. Further, the applicant is proposing to remove all
invasive species from the Environmental Zone and a fi ve-year monitoring period will be
conditioned to ensure plant survival and invasive species control.

ZONING CODE APPROVAL CRITERIA

33.430.250 Approval Criteria for Environmental Review

An environmental review application will be approved if the review body finds that the applicant
has shown that all the applicable approval criteria are met. When Environmental R eview is
required because a proposal does not meet one or more of the development standards of Section
33.430.140 through .190, then the approva | criteria will only be applied to the aspect of the
proposal that does not meet the development standard or standards.

Findings:  The approval criteria which apply to the proposed stormwater outfalls  are found in
Section 33.430.250 .A. The applicant has p rovided findings for these approval criteria and BDS
Land Use Services staff have revised these findings or added conditions, where necessary to meet

the approval criteria.

33.430.250.A . Public safety facilities, rights -of -way, driveways, walkways, outfal Is, utilities,

land divisions, Property Line Adjustments, Planned Developments, and Planned Unit

Devel opments. Wi thin the resource areas of environment
evaluation must demonstrate that all of the general criteria in Paragrap h Al and the

applicable specific criteria of Paragraphs A.2, 3, or 4, below, have been met (emphasis added

to sections applicable to this review)

1. General criteria for public safety facilities, rights -of -way, driveways, walkways, outfalls
utilities, lan  ddivisions, Property Line Adjustments, Planned Developments, and Planned
Unit Developments

a. Proposed development locations, designs, and construction methods have the least
significant detrimental impact to identified resources and functional values of ot her
practicable and significantly different alternatives including alternatives outside the
resource area of the environmental zone;

Findings: This criterion require s the applicant to demonstrate alternatives were considered
during the design process, and  that there are no practicable alternatives that would be less
detrimental to the identified resources and functional values located onsite. According to
the Middle Columbia Corridor/Airport Natural Resources Inventory: Riparian Corridors and
Wildlife Habi tat, this site is mapped as Inventory Site CS4 and includes resources and
functional values such as,  open water; vegetated flood area; stream flow moderation and
water storage; bank function; sediment, pollution and nutrient control; organic inputs; food

web and nutrient cycling; wildlife habitat; and habitat connectivity/movement corridor . The
applicant provided an alternatives analysis that can be found in the application case file in

Exhibit A.2 , and is summarized on Page 4 of this report.

Ofthe four alternatives explored by the applicant, only three were practicable as Alternative

3, although eliminating disturbance within the Environmental Zone, required pumping

stormwater back to NE Columbia Boulevard through a 30 -foot grade increase . Of the three
practicable alternatives, t lkemative thas | sigrifieantty desver Pr e f er r e (
impacts to identified resources. The Preferred Alternative  reduces the amount of

development in the central portion of the site, allowing for the majority of Environmenta I

Zone impact to be kept w ithin the 25 -foot transition a rea, resulting in significantly less

disturbance to both the resource area and transition a rea than either Alternative 1 or 2.
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Further, not only does the Preferred Alternative keep the majority of di sturbance outside of
the Environmental Zone, it also allows for the mitigation and restoration of the remainder

of Environmental Zone outside of development. As shown on Exhibits C.10 and C.13 , any
area within the Environmental Zone not impacted by develop ment will be restored either by
removing invasive species and/or planting native vegetation, as such, the Preferred
Alternative not only has the least significant detrimental impact to identified resources, it

enhances the currently low -functioning resourc es onsite.

For the reasons stated above, the selected alternative has the least significant detrimental
impact to identified resources and functional values. Therefore, this criterion is  met.

b. There will be no significant detrimental impact on resources an d functional values in
areas designated to be left undisturbed;

Findings : This approval criterion  require s the protection of resources outside of proposed
disturbance area s from impacts related to the proposal, such as damage to vegetation
beyond the appr oved limits of disturbance, erosion of soils off the site, and downstream
impacts to water quality and  wildlife habitat from increased stormwater runoff and erosion

off the site. The applican t provided a description of their Construction Management Plan in
the application case file (Exhibit A.2 ), in addition to a graphic ~ Construction Management
Plan (Exhibits C.9and C.10). Additionally,t he Construction Management Plan is described

on Pages 4-5 of this report.

Implementation of the propose  d Construction Ma nagement Plan for this project will employ
BMPs which will prevent significant detrimental impact s on resources and functional
values in areas designated to be left undisturbed. The following includes some of the BMPs

and resulting protection measures they provide in protecting the resources and functional
values in areas designated to be left undisturbed:

9 Installation of silt fencing at the limits of the work area will provide a visual and
physical barrier to areas that are to remain undisturbed. The const ruction fencing
will also act as tree protection fencing and will prevent impacts to existing trees
located in the undisturbed portions of the site;

1 Erosion and sediment control measures (including inlet protection, perimeter
sediment control, gravel const ruction entrances, etc.) will be in place and will
prevent the erosion and the transport of sediment into areas to remain
undisturbed;

9 Stabilizing exposed cut and fill areas, and areas that have been cleared and/or
graded, by using an appropriate native se ed mix and mulching will help prevent the
transport of sediment into areas to remain undisturbed;

fEstablishing a ORoot Protection Zoned6 around tr
undisturbed, as well as tree protection fencing and signage designating the
prot ection zo ne will also help protect trees.

These BMPs will be implemented prior to the start of any construction activity, including
clearing or grubbing, and will remain in place for the duration of the project.

For the reasons stated above and with a cond ition that construction occur in substantial
conformance with Exhibits C.9 and C.10 , this criterion can be met .

c. The mitigation plan demonstrates that all significant detrimental impacts on
resources and functional values will be ¢ ompensated for;

Findings : This criterion requires the applicant to assess unavoidable impacts and propose
mitigation that is proportional to the impacts, as well as sufficient in character and
guantity to replace lost resource functions and values. The proposed mitigation plan is
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described on Pages5and 6 ofthisreport .Itwill offset 2,408 square feet of both temporary
and permanent disturbance  within the transition a  rea and 643 square feet of temporary

and permanent disturbance within the resource a rea of the Environmental Con  servation
overlay zone. No trees are proposed for removal inside the Environmental Zone.

Although this proposal will not have significant detrimental impacts on resources and
functional values, t he mitigation plan will compensate for impacts at the site f or the
following reasons:

< The mitigation and restoration areas (approximately 6,577 square feet) is morethant wo
and a half times the area of disturbance.

< Alldisturbance areas willbe  planted with native vegetation in addition to 30, 501 square
feet of i nvasive species removal within the Environmental Zone.

< The interface between the development and protected resource areas will be buffered
with the mitigation plantings.

< The mitigation plantings will increase species diversity to improve wildlife habitat i n
areas that currently have minimal native vegetation and low -functioning resources

< The plantings will provide assistance with pollution and nutrient retention and removal,
sedime nt trapping and erosion control in addition to providing wildlife habitat al ong the
Columbia Slough corridor.

The applicant provided a planting otypicaldé to in
mitigation trees , shrubs, and groundcovers  that would be provided in each mitigation and

restoration area shown on Exhibit C.14 . The plant ing typical provides a general idea of

what a planting area might look like. To confirm appropriate placement and adequate

coverage of mitigation plantings, a Zoning Permit will be required for on  site inspection of

the mitigation planting  s. Atthetime of the permit, the applicant must indicate whether the

mitigation plantings will be tagged for inspection or if the applicant will accompany the

BDS Zoning Permit inspector to the site to indicate where mitigation planting has occurred.

As part of the mitiga tion plan, the applicant is proposing to remove 30,501 square feet of

invasive species from within the Environmental Zone and surrounding area. As detailed in

BESO response (Exhibit E.1), DEQ identified a possi
portion of the site. Due to the infestation of dense blackberries, the location of the ditch

could not be confirmed. Thus, to prevent any detrimental impact to the ditch during the

mitigation process, the applicant shall use only hand -held equipment within and aro und

the ditch area, once it can be identified, to remove invasive species or install native plants.

Additionally, a s detailed on Page 3 of thisreport, the project site isimmediately adjacentto

Whitaker Ponds, a relatively high  -functioning ecosystemt hat has been enhanced over the

past 15 years including the removal of invasive species and the installation of thousands of

native plants. Although the applicant has proposed a two -year monitoring period |, staffh as

concerns about long -term invasive species control and the subsequent success of

mitigation plantings . Therefore, t o confirm maintenance of the required plantings for the

initial establishme nt period and to ensure the continued regulation of h armful invasive

species in and around Whitaker Ponds , the applicant will be required to have the plantings

inspected five years after plantings are installed.

Further, as detailed in BES® r eBaggesh-F)eanatoeseede Land |
mix, recommended for restoration within the Columbia Slough has been recommended in

l'ieu of the applicantds proposed seed miXx. Conside
Ponds and BES® continued restor at iefons,nandamumdl i at i on,
that area , the applicant shall be required to replace  their pr oposed seed mix with
recommended seed mix. This will ensure consistency in restoration throughout the area

and as such, help with the control of invasive species and provide consistent food, cover,

and habitat for wildlife.
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A total of nine trees, 140 inches diameter breast height, will be cut as a result of this
proposal. Although no trees are proposed to be removed from the Environmental Zone, to
help enhance the mitigation area and provide habitat for wildlife, the applicant shall place

all cut trees with trunks greater than 12 inches in diameter within the mitigation area

onsite.
With conditions to ensure that at least the minimum number of mitigation trees, shrubs,
and groundcovers are planted on the site, that all cut trees with trunks great er than 12

inches in di ameter are retained on site,  that plantings required for this Environmental
Review are maintained and inspected  for a minimum of five years , and thatonly hand -held
equipment is used in and around the DEQ -identified ditch, this crite rion can be met .

d. Mitigation will occur within the same watershed as the proposed use or development
and within the Portland city limits except when the purpose of the mitigation could
be better provided elsewhere; and

e. The applicant owns the mitigation si te; possesses a legal instrument that is approved
by the City (such as an easement or deed restriction) sufficient to carry out and
ensure the success of the mitigation program; or can demonstrate legal authority to
acquire property through eminent domain.

Findings : Mitigation for significant detrimental impacts will be conducted on the same
site as the proposed use or development, and the applicant owns the proposed on  site
mitigation area. These criteria are met .

3. General criteria for public safety facilit ies, rights -of -way, driveways, walkways, outfalls
utilities, land divisions, Property Line Adjustments, Planned Developments, and Planned
Unit Developments

a. The location, design, and construction method of any outfall or utility proposed
withintheresour  ce area of an environmental protection zone has the least significant
detrimental impact to the identified resources and functional values of other
practicable alternatives outside the resource area of the environmental protection
zone;

Findings : There is no Environmental Protection zoning on the subject site or adjacent to
the subject site , only Environmental Conservation zoning ; this criterion is not applicable

b. There will be no significant detrimental impact on water bodies for the migration,
rearing, f eeding, or spawning of fish; and

Findings : Prior to discharging into Whitaker Pond at the north end of the site, all
stormwater will be treated through vegetated flow -through treatment basins, which will
remove pollutants and sediments prior to discharge . Further, rip -rap energy dissipater
outfall pads will be installed to  slow down the flow and prevent erosion at the outfall
location. In addition, the proposed mitigation and restoration plan  will help to restore and
enhance areas of temp orary and permanent disturbance andt he implementation of the
Construction  Management Plan will also protect and enhance the areas of the
Envir onmental Z one that are to remain undisturbed.

Further, as noted in correspondence with DSL  (Exhibit F.1), the pond is not designate das
Essential Salmonid Habitat (ESH) , and since the impacts are less than 50 cubic yards and
the stormwater is being treated prior to discharge, DSL will not take regulatory jurisdiction

over the discharge of treated stormwater into the pond. The Multhoma h County Drainage
District (MCDD) , which has jurisdiction over the Columbia Slough, has also approved the
stormwater discharge  (Exhibit F.2).

Therefore, the proposed outfalls and construction of the outfalls, will have no significant
detrimental impacton  water bodies for the migration, rearin g, feeding, or spawning of fish,
and this criterion is met.
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c. Water bodies are crossed only when there are no practicable alternatives with fewer
significant detrimental impacts.

Findings : No waterbodies will be crossed this criterion is not

applicable.

DEVELOPMENT STANDARDS

Unless specifically required in the approval criteria listed above, this proposal does not have to

meet the development standards in order to be approved during this revie w process. The plans
submitted for a building or zoning permit must demonstrate that all development standards of Title

33 can be met, or have received an Adjustment or Modification via a land use review prior to the

approval of a building or zoning permit

OTHER TECHNICAL REQUIREMENTS

Technical decisions have been made as part of this review process, based on other City Titles, as
administered by other City service agencies. These related technical decisions are not considered
land use actions. If futu re technical decisions result in changes that bring the project out of
conformance with this land use decision, a new land use review may be required. The following is
a summary of technical requirements applicable to this proposal. This list is not fina |, and is
subject to change when final permit plans are provided for City review.

As required by Section 33.800.060 of the Portland Zoning Code, the burden of proof is on the
applicant to show that the approval criteria are met. The Bureau of Development Services has
independently reviewed the information submitted by the applicant and has included this
information only where the Bureau of Development Services has determined the information
satisfactorily demonstrates compliance with the applicable approval criteria. This report is the
decision of the Bure au of Development Services with input from other City and public agencies.
