Procedure: Type lll, with a public hearing before the Design Commission. The decision

of the Design Commission can be  appealed to City Council.
Proposal:
The applicant seeks Type Ill Design Review approval for exterior alterations to the Wells Fargo
Center, a site that occupiesa 2  -block area bounded by SW 3rd & 5th Avenues, Jefferson &
Columbia Streets, in downtown Por  tland. The site is occupied by two buildings built in 197 2,a
forty -story tower connected by skybridge to a four -story building known as the Data Processing
(DP) building. The site has special significance in both the City and the State, featuring the tall est
tower in Oregon as well as the work of a significant architect, Charles Luckman, who designed
both buildings and is also known for designing buildings such as Madison Square Garden in New
York City, the Prudential Tower in Boston, and the Aon Center in Los Angeles. The project
features significant  alterations to the DP Building which is the eastern block of the site. The
proposal includes the addition of a glass building enclosure around the existing covered terrace,
and removal of an existing drive  -thr ough on SW 4 t Ave, to be replaced with extended interior

ground floor space and a terraced street frontage. Another proposed alteration to the DP Building
is the addition of a roof terrace to include a covered (but not enclosed) area. Changes to the Tower
Building, the western block, include alterations to the builhdAvengd s

and to the sunken plaza along this same frontage.

Design review is required because the proposal is for exterior alterations in the design overlay
zone of t he Central City Plan District.

Relevant Approval Criteria:
In order to be approved, this proposal must comply with the approval criteria of Title 33, Portland
Zoning Code. The applicable approval criteria are:

Zoning Code Section 33.700.080 states that Land Use Review applications are reviewed under the
regulations in effect at the time the application was submitted, provided that the application is
complete at the time of submittal, or complete within 180 d ays. This application was submitted
on February 7, 2018 and determined to be complete on March 23, 2018

DECISION MAKING PROCESS

The Bureau of Development Services will be making a recommendation on this proposal; our

report and recommendation will be av ailable 10 days before the hearing. The Staff report will be
posted on the Bureau of Development Services website.

Design Commission will make a decision about this propo sal at the hearing or will grant a
continuance.

The applicant and proponents have the burden of proof to show that each and every element of

the approval criteria are satisfied. In order to prevail, the opponents must persuade the Design
Commission to find that the applicant has not carried the burden of proof with regard to one or

more of the approval criteria. The opponents may also explain to the Design Commission how or

why the facts asserted by the applicant are not supported by evidence in the re cord. Opponents
may wish to recommend conditions of approval which will make the proposal more acceptable, if
approved.

Prior to the conclusion of the hearing before the Design Commission, any participant may request
an opportunity to present additional evidence or testimony regarding the application. If such a
request is made, the record will be held open for seven days to receive the new evidence and the
record shall be held open for at least an additional seven days to provide the other parties an

opp ortunity to respond to that new evidence.

ORS 227.178 states the City must issue a final decision on Land Use Review applications within
120 -days of the application being deemed complete. The 120 -day review period may be extended
at the request of the a  pplicant.

APPEAL PROCESS

You can appeal the decision of the Design Commission to the City Council. If appealed, City
Council will hold an evidentiary hearing. New evidence can be submitted to the City Council in
the event of an appeal of an evidentiary hearing

A fee is charged for appeals. Recognized neighborhood associations may qualify for an appeal fee

wai ver . The City Council s decision may be appealed to
(LUBA).
Failure to raise an issue in person or in writi ng by the close of the record at or following the final

evidentiary hearing on this case may preclude an appeal to LUBA on that issue. Also, if you do
not provide enough detailed information to the Design Commission, they may not be able to
respond to the issue you are trying to raise. In such a situation an appeal to LUBA based on that
issue may not be allowed.

HEARING CANCELLATION

This public hearing will be cancelled if Portland Public Schools close due to inclement weather or
other similar emergency. Check local television and radio reports for school closures. The
hearing will be rescheduled for the earliest possible date. A renatification notice will not be sent.
