Proposal:  
The applican t seeks Historic Resource Review approval for alterations t o a 1910 ònon -
contributing ó primary resource , and  non -contributing garage , both located  in  the  Irvington 
Historic District. The pr imary structure, thought to be in the Colonial Revival Style, is noted as 
being ònon -contributing ó due to a later second flo or addition to the building. The 6600 square 
foot lot  is located in the north west  quad rant o f the Historic District, in the center of the block.  
 
Proposed alterations include:  
 
South  Elevation (Street Facing ): 

¶ New covered porch along the ent ire first floor of the elevation, wrapping around to the 
east  elevation.   

¶ Removal of the existing bump -out  at the first floor on this elevation.  

¶ New main entry  matching curr ent main entry on the east elevation: door wit h sideli ghts 
and transom . 

¶ Three n ew wood double -hung windows  at  the ground floor.  

¶ Two new small wood double -hung windows at the se cond floor.  

¶ New 6ó reveal horizontal wood sidin g to replace existing wood shakes and first floor 
stucco . 

 
East  Elevation:  

¶ New covered porch along the southern portion of the first floor of th is elevation , 
wrapping around to the south  elevation.  This will resul t in the removal of the existing 
main entrance portico  and detailing . Existing entrance to remain  with s teps to be 
reoriented to the nor th.  

¶ New 6ó reveal horizontal wood sidin g to replace existing wood shakes and first floor 
stucco . 
 

North Elevation:  

¶ Removal of 3 e xisting windows at the  third floor, to be replaced with new wood double -
hung windows in the same location.  

¶ New small porch with  mortared basalt ve neer and  wrought iron railing.  

¶ New railing to existing second floor  balcony .  

¶ New 6ó reveal horizontal wood si din g to replace existing wood shakes and first floor 
stucco . 

 
West Elevation:  

¶ New 6ó reveal horizontal wood sidin g to replace existing wood shakes and first floor 
stucco . 
 

Garage Alterations : 

¶ Removal of existing non -contributing garage  to be replaced by a new, approximately  450 
square foo t  garage in the same location on the site . The garage is to have the same 6ó 
reveal horizontal wood sidin g as the primary resource. Windows to be wood double -
hung  with trim matching the house . 

 
Historic Resource Review is r equired because the proposal is for non -exempt alterations within 
the Irvington Historic District.  
 
Relevant Approval Criteria:  
In order to be approved, this proposal must comply with the approval criteria of Title 33 .  The 
relevant criteria are:  
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¶ 33.846.0 60 Other Approval Criteria  
 

Zoning Code Section 33.700.080  states that Land Use Review applications are reviewed under 

the regula tions in effect at the time the application was submitted, provided that the 
application is complete at the time of submittal, or complete within 180 days.  This application 
was submitted on September 18, 2019  and determined to be compl ete on October 02, 2019 . 
 
DECISION MAKING PROCESS  
The Bureau of Development Services will make a decision on this proposal.  
After we consider your comments we will do one of the following:  
 
< Approve the proposal;  
< Approve the proposal with conditions; or  
< Deny the propos al.  
 
The neighborhood association listed on the first page of this notice may take a position on this 
application.  They may also sched ule an open meeting prior to making their recommendation to 
the Bureau of Development Services.  Please contact the perso n listed as the neighborhood 
contact to determine the time and date of this meeting.  
 

ORS 227.178  states the City must issue a final de cision on Land Use Review applications 

within 120 -days of the application being deemed complete.  The 120 -day review peri od may be 
extended at the request of the applicant.

APPEAL PROCESS  
If you disagree with the Bureau of Development Services administr ative decision, you can 
appeal the decision to the Landmarks Commission .  This review body will hold a public hearing 
for the appeal.  When the decision is mailed, the criteria used to make the decision and 
information on how to file an appeal will be included.  If you do not send any comments, you 
can still appeal the decision.  There is a 14 -day deadline to file an appeal beginning on t he day 
the decision is mailed.  The reason for the appeal must be specifically defined in order for the 
review body to respond t o the appeal.  If an appeal is filed, you will be notified of the time and 
location of the appeal hearing.  
 
There is a fee charg ed for appeals.  Recognized neighborhood associations may qualify for an 
appeal fee waiver.  
  
APPEAL OF THE FINAL CITY DECISION  
After an appeal hearing, the review body decision may be appealed to the Oregon Land Use 
Board of Appeals (LUBA) at 775 Summer S t NE , Suite 330, Salem, Oregon  97301 -1283 .  The 
phone n umber for LUBA is 1 -503 -373 -1265.  Issues that may provide the basis for an appeal to 
LUBA must be raised prior to the comment deadline or prior to the conclusion of the hearing if 
a local appeal is re quested.  If you do not raise an issue with enough spec ificity to give the
