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Proposal:

The applicant seeks Design Review approval for the addition of welded metal mesh panels and
a simple roof structure above an existing trash and electrical transformer enclosure. The
proposed panels will effectively increase the height of the existing trash and utility enclosure
from six-feet to eight-feet 10-inches and a new metal roof will provide a cover over the top of
the existing area to prevent stormwater from entering the trash receptacles. The additional
security panels and roof on this detached accessory structure are desired to mitigate public
access to the enclosure and resulting security issues.

The plans included in the Public Notice did not include the cover over the trash receptacle.
That cover has been added per Bureau of Environmental Services stormwater mitigation
requirements.

Design Review is required for non-exempt exterior alterations in Central City.

Relevant Approval Criteria:
In order to be approved, this proposal must comply with the approval criteria of Title 33,
Portland’s Zoning Code. The relevant approval criteria are:

ANALYSIS

Site and Vicinity: The subject site fronts SW 13t Avenue, in an open area between the Helen
Gordon Childcare Center and a PSU-owned parking structure. The location is currently a
fenced area, used for trash and utilities, and fully screened by mature evergreen plantings. The
[-405 highway runs parallel to SW 13th Avenue on the other side of the street.

Zoning: The Central Commercial (CX) zone is intended to provide for commercial development
within Portland's most urban and intense areas. A broad range of uses is allowed to reflect
Portland's role as a commercial, cultural and governmental center. Development is intended to
be very intense with high building coverage, large buildings, and buildings placed close
together. Development is intended to be pedestrian-oriented with a strong emphasis on a safe
and attractive streetscape.

The “d” overlay promotes the conservation and enhancement of areas of the City with special
historic, architectural or cultural value. New development and exterior modifications to existing
development are subject to design review. This is achieved through the creation of design
districts and applying the Design Overlay Zone as part of community planning projects,
development of design guidelines for each district, and by requiring design review. In addition,
design review ensures that certain types of infill development will be compatible with the
neighborhood and enhance the area.

The Central City Plan District implements the Central City 2035 Plan. The regulations address
the unique role the Central City plays as the region’s premier center for jobs, health and
human services, tourism, entertainment and urban living. The regulations encourage a high-
density urban area with a broad mix of commercial, residential, industrial and institutional
uses, and foster transit-supportive development, pedestrian and bicycle-friendly streets, a
vibrant public realm and a healthy urban river. The site is within the University District/
South Downtown Subdistrict of this plan district.

Land Use History: City records indicate that prior land use reviews include the following:
e LU 21-123126 DZ - Design Review approval for new pedestrian egress doors and welded
metal security panels at an existing parking garage.
e LU 02-138631 DZ - Design Review approval for changes to a previously approved
Design Review for a parking garage.
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e LU 02-156536 HDZ - Historic Design Review approval for the expansion and renovation
of the Helen Gordon Childcare facility, located in a Landmark building.

Agency Review: A “Notice of Proposal in Your Neighborhood” was mailed September 15,
2021. The following Bureaus have responded with no issues or concerns:

* Portland Bureau of Transportation (exhibit E.2)
* Fire Bureau (exhibit E.3)
* Life Safety (exhibit E.4)

The Bureau of Environmental Services responded with the following comment: With the
addition of a roof to cover the trash enclosure, and the approval of a Source Control Special
Circumstances Request, the Bureau of Environmental Services does not object to the proposal.
Please see Exhibits E.1 and E.S for additional details.

Neighborhood Review: A Notice of Proposal in Your Neighborhood was mailed on September
15, 2021. No written responses have been received from either the Neighborhood Association
or notified property owners in response to the proposal.

ZONING CODE APPROVAL CRITERIA

Chapter 33.825 Design Review

Section 33.825.010 Purpose of Design Review

Design review implements the Design overlay zone, strengthening these areas as places
designed for people. Design review supports development that builds on context, contributes to
the public realm, and provides high quality and resilient buildings and public spaces.

Section 33.825.055 Design Review Approval Criteria
A design review application will be approved if the review body finds the applicant to have
shown that the proposal complies with the design guidelines for the area.

Findings: The site is designated with design overlay zoning (d), therefore the proposal
requires Design Review approval. Because of the site’s location, the applicable design
guidelines are the Central City Fundamental Design Guidelines.

Central City Fundamental Design Guidelines
These guidelines provide the constitutional framework for all design review areas in the Central
City.

The Central City Fundamental Design Guidelines focus on four general categories. (A) Portland
Personality, addresses design issues and elements that reinforce and enhance Portland’s
character. (B) Pedestrian Emphasis, addresses design issues and elements that contribute to
a successful pedestrian environment. (C) Project Design, addresses specific building
characteristics and their relationships to the public environment. (D) Special Areas, provides
design guidelines for the four special areas of the Central City.

Central City Plan Design Goals

This set of goals are those developed to guide development throughout the Central City. They
apply within all of the Central City policy areas. The nine goals for design review within the
Central City are as follows:

Encourage urban design excellence in the Central City;

Integrate urban design and preservation of our heritage into the development process;
Enhance the character of the Central City’s districts;

Promote the development of diversity and areas of special character within the Central City;
Establish an urban design relationship between the Central City’s districts and the Central
City as a whole;

Provide for a pleasant, rich and diverse pedestrian experience for pedestrians;

Provide for the humanization of the Central City through promotion of the arts;

ahobE
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8. Assist in creating a 24-hour Central City which is safe, humane and prosperous;
9. Ensure that new development is at a human scale and that it relates to the scale and
desired character of its setting and the Central City as a whole.

Staff has considered all guidelines and has addressed only those guidelines considered
applicable to this project.

A4. Use Unifying Elements. Integrate unifying elements and/or develop new features that
help unify and connect individual buildings and different areas.

A6. Reuse/Rehabilitate/Restore Buildings. Where practical, reuse, rehabilitate, and restore
buildings and/or building elements.

A7. Establish and Maintain a Sense of Urban Enclosure. Define public rights-of-way by
creating and maintaining a sense of urban enclosure.

Findings for A4, A6 & A7: The proposal is to extend existing black metal fencing with an
additional 1-foot 9-inch black metal panel to add height, and to add a limited area of new
metal roofing to prevent stormwater from getting into the exterior trash receptacles. The
new metal mesh screen panels are a minor addition to an existing fence and will not
extend much higher than the existing mature landscape screening already installed
within the fence. The added panels provide height that enhances the security of the
existing trash and transformer space, and mitigates safety hazards adjacent to the
childcare facility’s play yard. The proposal does not expand the footprint of the existing
fenced area, nor change its impact on the pedestrian realm.

Therefore, these guidelines are met.

C2. Promote Quality and Permanence in Development. Use design principles and building
materials that promote quality and permanence.

C5. Design for Coherency. Integrate the different building and design elements including,
but not limited to, construction materials, roofs, entrances, as well as window, door, sign, and
lighting systems, to achieve a coherent composition.

Findings for C2 & C5: The purpose of the proposal is to enhance the security of an
existing trash and transformer enclosure. The materials proposed are simple, utilitarian,
and match the construction, style, and finish of the existing black metal fence. The
existing fence has demonstrated durability in a high-impact location abutting the
sidewalk and a playground. Located above the existing fence, the new metal mesh panels
and simple roof structure will be above the pedestrian realm and therefore less exposed to
potential scratches or damage than the existing fence. Should damage occur, this location
— at street-level and abutting the sidewalk — allows for easy access for repair and
replacement.

Therefore, these guidelines are met.
DEVELOPMENT STANDARDS

Unless specifically required in the approval criteria listed above, this proposal does not have to
meet the development standards in order to be approved during this review process. The plans
submitted for a building or zoning permit must demonstrate that all development standards of
Title 33 can be met, or have received an Adjustment or Modification via a land use review prior
to the approval of a building or zoning permit. The height and setback requirements for the
roofed structure are reviewed as those for a detached accessory structure.

CONCLUSIONS

The design review process implements the Design overlay zone, strengthening these areas as
places designed for people. Design review supports development that builds on context,
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contributes to the public realm, and provides high quality and resilient buildings and public
spaces. The proposal meets the applicable design guidelines and therefore warrants approval.

ADMINISTRATIVE DECISION

Approval of a roof and metal mesh panels around an existing trash enclosure, per the approved
site plans, Exhibit C-1, signed and dated July 6, 2022, subject to the following conditions:

A. As part of the building permit application submittal, the following development-related
conditions (B through C) must be noted on each of the 4 required site plans or included as
a sheet in the numbered set of plans. The sheet on which this information appears must
be labeled "ZONING COMPLIANCE PAGE - Case File LU 21-082722 DZ." All requirements
must be graphically represented on the site plan, landscape, or other required plan and
must be labeled "REQUIRED."

B. At the time of building permit submittal, a signed Certificate of Compliance form
(https:/ /www.portlandoregon.gov/bds/article/623658) must be submitted to ensure the
permit plans comply with the Design/Historic Resource Review decision and approved
exhibits.

Procedural Information. The application for this land use review was submitted on
September 1, 2021, and was determined to be complete on September 13, 2021.

Zoning Code Section 33.700.080 states that Land Use Review applications are reviewed under
the regulations in effect at the time the application was submitted, provided that the
application is complete at the time of submittal, or complete within 180 days. Therefore, this
application was reviewed against the Zoning Code in effect on September 1, 2021.

ORS 227.178 states the City must issue a final decision on Land Use Review applications
within 120-days of the application being deemed complete. The 120-day review period may be
waived or extended at the request of the applicant. In this case the applicant waived the 120-
day review period, as stated with Exhibit (Exhibit A.2, A.3 & A.4) Unless further extended by
the applicant, the 120 days will expire on: September 13, 2022.

Some of the information contained in this report was provided by the applicant.

As required by Section 33.800.060 of the Portland Zoning Code, the burden of proof is on the
applicant to show that the approval criteria are met. The Bureau of Development Services has
independently reviewed the information submitted by the applicant and has included this
information only where the Bureau of Development Services has determined the information
satisfactorily demonstrates compliance with the applicable approval criteria. This report is the
decision of the Bureau of Development Services with input from other City and public agencies.

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Conditions of Approval. If approved, this project may be subject to a number of specific
conditions, listed above.

An appeal fee of $250 will be
charged. Once the completed appeal application form is received, Bureau of Development
Services staff will contact you regarding paying the appeal fee. The appeal fee will be refunded
if the appellant prevails. There is no fee for Office of Community and Civic Life recognized
organizations for the appeal of Type II and IIx decisions on property within the organization’s
boundaries. The vote to appeal must be in accordance with the organization’s bylaws. Please
contact the planner listed on the front page of this decision for assistance in filing the appeal
and information on fee waivers.

Also, if you do not raise an issue with enough specificity to give the Design
Commission an opportunity to respond to it, that also may preclude an appeal to LUBA on that
issue.

Recording the final decision.

The applicant, builder, or a representative does not need to record the final decision with the
Multnomah County Recorder.
