Expand Employment Opportunities
Increase the density of employment in the district by 9,000 jobs by the year 

2035 through protecting established industrial sectors, expanding the diversity 

of industrial uses allowed in the Central Eastside, and maximizing the potential 

of mixed-use corridors and emerging station areas.

Protect Industrial Businesses from Incompatible Uses
Manage conflicts between uses and impacts that could minimize the ability for 

district businesses to thrive. 

Foster Safe and Vibrant Station Areas
Support the creation of safe, attractive, and vibrant station areas with higher 

density development that includes new employment opportunities and uses 

that serve employees and visitors of the district.

Create a Regional Waterfront Destination
Focus on creating a vibrant riverfront destination that includes improved 

habitat as well as attractors for people such as park, beaches, retail, river 

transportation, and visitor-serving amenities.
