The fund will receive revenues from PGE’s solar incentive program and donations from the public. All costs associated with the fund will be paid from these revenues. The bureau will also receive grant funding to support the program administration costs and installation of the solar energy projects. The Bureau of Planning and Sustainability will manage the fund, and the City Budget Office and the Office of Management and Finance will provide administrative support related to the fund. 

The fund will be administered by the Solar Forward Program within the Policy, Research and Innovation division of the bureau. Personnel and materials costs associated with the Solar Forward Program will continue to be funded by ongoing General Fund Discretionary resources. The fund will not be charged internal bureau overhead, but the fund will incur City overhead. 
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
