	In November 2010, voters granted the City authority to issue $72.4 million of general obligation bonds for use in funding fire vehicles and emergency response infrastructure. To date, the City has issued bonds totaling $25.835 million. This ordinance authorizes a second issuance of bonds to fund up to $24.731 million in projects. Dedicated, increased property tax revenues, held in the Bonded Debt and Sinking Fund, will be used to cover the associated annual debt service payments of approximately $2.2 million over 15 years. A third bond issuance of the remaining amount is likely to occur in FY 2015-16.
