The expenses incurred from the City's $896,000 in new revenue will  be (1) $50,000 fee for transfer of parking agreement interest in Lot 7 and (2) the remaining $846,000 will fund the relocation of Right to Dream Too from property at 4th & Burnside; if funds remain after funding the alternative site, those funds will help to address homelessness.

Authorize commitment to fund operations and maintenance of the South Waterfront Greenway Central District improvements (Ordinance)

This ordinance identifies $488,831 of annual costs associated with both the Phase 1 and Phase 2 improvements. This figure supersedes any previous figures provided to Council, including $55,670 that was already added to CAL in the Fall Supplemental Budget and the earlier O&M estimate of $402,470 which was identified in May 2012, but Council had not yet directed it to be added to the bureau’s CAL target (Ordinance 185370). The net increase to CAL for this ordinance after accounting for the Fall Supplemental is $433,161. Upon passage of this ordinance, CBO will incorporate this amount into the revised forecast in April 2014. Because we balance the General Fund over five years, this action will reduce ongoing resources in FY 2014-15 by $433,161. Those resources will be available on a one-time basis until they are needed in FY 2015-16.
The $488,831 identified in the ordinance breaks down as follows:

· $163,560 annually for routine maintenance of trails, landscape beds, park amenities and other assets; this function is provided by the zone services staff. 
· $131,975 annually for Central Services maintenance

· $16,864 annually for turf and irrigation

· $26,833 annually to fund anticipated storm damage

· $11,820 annually for additional park ranger security

· $8,734 annually for urban forestry services

· $6,155 annually for periodic monitoring and reporting required by various permits and agreements

· $122,889 as a bureau overhead allocation to fund incremental organizational costs associated with the increase in service level
In addition to the ongoing costs added to CAL, the ordinance identifies $26,730 and a half year of ongoing costs as one-time costs that will be requested in the year of the in-service date; this request is being included in the FY 2014-15 budget process.
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
