	The total project cost is $289,092. $266,222 is being assessed by the LID (with $1,245 of that being Auditor’s costs), and the Portland Water Bureau is providing $22,870 in funding to upgrade its facilities to current standards.

Authorize the acquisition of 7.47 acres of real property at 15004 SE Division for Park purposes (Ordinance)

The agreed upon sales price is $2.2 million. This price and closing costs are funded with System Development Charges and Metro Bond funds. The ordinance also commits City Council to funding the ongoing O&M of the maintenance of the undeveloped site. The bureau estimates this O&M to be $17,097 beginning in FY 2014-15. These costs would be included in the FY 2014-15 budget as part of the bureau’s O&M decision package. Finally, the bureau will absorb minimal stabilization costs in its existing General Fund budget.
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
