	Total project cost identified by the bureau is $2.15 million, funded by SDCs. Ordinance would acknowledge the need to fund operations and maintenance in the FY 2014-15 budget. Most of this funding has already been requested as part of that budget. The amount identified in this ordinance is $107,500 per year, roughly $12,000 less than the requested budget estimate. The FY 2014-15 request is reduced on a one-time basis by $76,315 to account for the timing of the in service date.
