In FY 2013-14, the County agreed to a one-year increase of $200,000 to its annual payment, for a new total of $1.127 million. This ordinance extends this increase for five years and includes annual administration fee increases of 2.5% or Portland CPI-W, whichever is higher. Based on this financial arrangement the City General Fund subsidy to provide tax collection services to the County is estimated at $637,559 in FY 2014-15 and beyond.
