TIME CERTAIN: 2:00 PM – Revise residential solid waste and recycling collection rates and charges, effective July 1, 2014  (Ordinance introduced by Mayor Hales; amend Code Chapter 17.102)  2 hours requested for items 483-485


	The ordinance continues the 5% franchise fee for residential solid waste and recycling collection rates, which will result in $2.6 million in revenue. The monthly bill for the most common service level (the 35-gallon roll cart) will decrease by about 0.5%, or $0.15 per month, from $29.50 in the current year to about $29.35 in FY 2014-15.

Revise sewer and stormwater rates, charges and fees in accordance with the FY 2014-2015 Sewer User Rate Study  (Ordinance introduced by Commissioner Fish)


	The ordinance authorizes rates, charges, and fees that are estimated to result in $308.7 million in operating revenue. About $295.4 million of this estimate comprises user fees for sanitary, stormwater, and superfund service. The monthly bill for the average single family resident (SFR) will increase by about 4.0% from $62.74 in the current year to about $65.25 in FY 2014-15. This is a monthly increase of $2.51 for an SFR.

Authorize the rates and charges for water and water-related services during the FY beginning July 1, 2014 to June 30, 2015 and fix an effective date  (Ordinance introduced by Commissioner Fish)


	The ordinance authorizes charges that are estimated to result in $151.8 million in revenue. The monthly bill for the average single family residence (SFR) will increase by about 7.0% from $27.61 in the current year to $29.54 in FY 2014-15. This is a monthly increase of $1.93 for an SFR.

Grant revocable permits to the Portland Rose Festival Foundation to perform activities relating to Portland Rose Festival annual celebration from May 23 through June 8, 2014 (Ordinance) 10 minutes requested

This ordinance grants revocable permits to the 2014 Portland Rose Festival to conduct several activities, including the Grand Floral, Junior and Starlight Parades, use of Tom McCall Waterfront Park, and several street closures. Although City code allows for inflationary increases, the permit price remains the same as the year prior, with the Revenue Bureau collecting special event permit fees totaling $9,270. The allocation of the special event permit fees is as follows: $4,635 to the Portland Police Bureau, $2,781 to the Portland Bureau of Transportation (PBOT), and $1,854 to the Revenue Bureau. In addition to permit fees, the Portland Bureau of Fire and Rescue will collect $1,500 for inspections, $150 permit fee for the fireworks show and standby fees for PF&R to staff the concert and fireworks show.  Portland Parks and Recreation projects collections totaling $152,000 as reimbursement for the use and repair of Waterfront Park.  Total City revenue collections are estimated $161,270.

The purpose of these special event permit fees is to assist in covering expenses incurred by City bureaus.  However, with specific regards to PPB and PBOT, the current special event permit fees for parades are not sufficient to achieve full cost recovery. A breakout of 2014 projected City bureau Rose Festival special event expenses, which total $406,102, are as follows:

Historically City bureaus have absorbed these additional costs.  A Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) between the City and the Portland Rose Festival was passed by Council in December 2012 and includes language stating that the, “the City is not contemplating or proposing fee or permit increases over and above increases calculated on an annual basis per current City code and/or administrative rules and procedures.” 

A study commissioned by the Rose Festival Foundation estimated 2012 Rose Festival economic impacts at $75.5 million. 
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
