Accept Guaranteed Maximum Price of $1,998,187 from Stacy and Witbeck, Inc. for the construction of the Portland Streetcar Southwest Montgomery Street Track Relocation Project  (Procurement Report - RFP No. 116186)  15 minutes requested


	Original low confidence estimate for construction costs of this component of the Jasmine Block project was $2.5 million. The estimate for the total costs of the project is about $3.8 million, which is funded by $2.0 million in grant funds from ODOT, $1.6 million of urban renewal funds from PDC, and $230,000 from the General Fund.

Authorize a price agreement with Christenson Electric, Inc. for LED Streetlight Installation and Maintenance services for a 5-year contractual total not to exceed $6,500,000  (Procurement Report - RFP No. 116619)

	PBOT anticipates the initial costs for this price agreement to be approximately $5.0 million for the first two years, with extensions of $500,000 per year for the remaining three years. The $17.5 million LED streetlight replacement project is being funded by bond sale proceeds, and the bureau plans to pay for associated debt service obligations with anticipated energy and maintenance savings generated from the conversion.

	Total estimated cost of $1,057,847 consists of: $338,315 for hardware, $458,675 for hardware and software maintenance over five years, and $260,857 for software development. Funded by General Transportation Revenues and originally budgeted in PBOT’s FY 2013-14 budget but will be carried over in the FY 2014-15 Fall BMP.

TIME CERTAIN: 2:00 PM – Accept the Old Town/Chinatown Five-Year Action Plan and authorize modifications to the System Development Charge Exemption Program  (Ordinance introduced by Mayor Hales; amend Code Section 30.01.095)  45 minutes requested

	Up to $7.3m in SDC exemptions for 500 residential units (BES - $1.9m; Water - $1.6m; PBOT - $1.0m; Parks -$2.76m); estimation based on FY 2014-15 SDC fee schedule. After 10 years, the units transition from affordable (60-100% MFI) to market rate, creating a potential pressure on “no net loss” in affordable housing units in Central City (2001 Council Resolution 360021). Additionally, PDC has $30,000 of one-time General Fund included in FY 2014-15 Adopted Budget for a district manager; action plan also proposes an additional $60,000 in unidentified General Fund through FY 2015-19.
