*844 Authorize a contract with Environmental Systems Research Institute for an enterprise software license in an amount not to exceed $944,000 over a three-year term (Ordinance)
This ordinance authorizes a contract allowing for the continued use of GIS software under an enterprise licensing agreement. The contract includes a not-to-exceed value of $944,000 over a three year term. This is approximately a 10% increase from the prior contract. First year software licensing costs are included in the FY 2014-15 Bureau of Technology Services rates charged to ten City bureaus. Out year costs are included in the Technology Services Fund forecast and will be included in future year rates provided to City bureaus. It should be noted that purchasing an enterprise license agreement with the vendor allows the City to realize saving that would otherwise not be available if the licenses were purchased individually by bureau.
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
