1271 Create the Portland Street Fund and establish a non-residential transportation fee to fund Portland's street maintenance and transportation safety needs  

PBOT estimates that the non-residential fee will generate up to $20 million annually taking compliance into consideration. 

Costs to administer fee: Initial startup costs are estimated to be $350,000 in FY 2014-15 and an additional $350,000 in FY 2015-16, with an estimated annual operational cost of $2.0 million for billing-related expenses starting in FY 2015-16.

Costs to City Bureaus: PBOT estimates that the fee will cost City bureaus about $60,000 per year, not currently budgeted. Of this amount, the General Fund impact is approximately $48,000 per year. To the extent that Council wants to increase current appropriation level targets for General Fund bureaus, it would need to direct CBO to do that either in this ordinance or a future date prior to FY 2015-16 budget development.
Business Impact: The costs to businesses will be dependent on the type of business, number of employees, gross revenue, and square footage, ranging from a low of $3 per month to a high of $144 per month. This will be an additional cost of doing business in the city and may affect some business decisions. However, it should be noted that the funds generated by the fee will be used on infrastructure that will, at least in part, support economic activity.

All estimates are moderate confidence.

1272 Establish a residential transportation income tax to fund Portland's street maintenance and transportation safety needs through the Portland Street Fund. 

PBOT estimates that the residential income tax will generate up to $19 million annually, taking compliance into consideration. The tax shall be based on federal Adjusted Gross Income, with the monthly rate dependent on filing status (married filing jointly or single) and 11 tax brackets under each filing status. The monthly equivalent rate for a resident ranges from a low of $0 to a high of $75. 

Costs to administer tax: Initial startup costs are estimated to be $350,000 in FY 2014-15 and an additional $350,000 in FY 2015-16, with an estimated annual operational cost of $1.0 million for billing-related expenses starting in FY 2015-16. In addition, the City will be paying an estimated $300,000 of merchant services fees per year for residents paying the tax by credit card. 

All estimates are moderate confidence.
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
