The bureau will request funding for the remaining project costs in the FY 2015-16 and FY 2016-17 budgets, to be funded through water rates.   


Agenda Items 687 and 688 -   “Adopt the joint City of Portland and Multnomah County Climate Action Plan to reduce local greenhouse gas emissions by 80 percent from 1990 levels by 2050” and “Direct City bureaus to implement policies and programs to put Portland on a path to reduce local emissions of greenhouse gases 80 percent from 1990 levels by 2050.” (Resolutions introduced by Mayor Hales)
Resolution 687 adopts this action plan. While the adoption of the plan does not have any direct fiscal impacts, the plan itself contains many actions which are proposed to be completed by 2020. Resolution 688 directs bureaus to carry out the actions in the plan to be adopted in Item 687 as well as several other actions. Many of these actions have public and private costs which have not yet been assessed or allocated resources. In some cases these costs may be significant. Other actions may have fiscal or economic benefits. The costs and benefits of these action items will need to be addressed prior to their implementation. CBO recommends that staff in BPS and the other bureaus responsible for the development and implementation of the Climate Action Plan work together to develop a fiscal implementation plan that outlines, summarizes, and estimates the quantity of required sources – public and private – and uses for the overall plan and its components. This will aid in the prioritization of projects as funding will not be immediately available. CBO analysts are available to assist in this process.
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
