Item 814: Adopt the Southeast Quadrant Plan as direction for updating the Central City Plan.  
Adopts the Southeast Quadrant Plan as direction for updating the Central City Plan 2035. While the adoption of item 814 does not have any direct fiscal impacts, the plan contains many actions that have public and private costs and are proposed to be implemented with the adoption of the Central City Plan in 2016. Some of these items will be incorporated into the Comprehensive Plan and will be binding. According to BPS, bureaus that are assigned action items are responsible for developing cost and revenue implications of those items. CBO recommends that BPS and assigned bureaus work together to complete an initial fiscal analysis of near-term and binding action items before adoption of the Central City Plan. This will enable Council to make a comprehensive evaluation of the costs and benefits of adopting the various components of the Plan, as well as assist in the prioritization of projects as funding for all projects may not be immediately available. CBO analysts are available to assist in this process.

Item 814 also directs the Portland Bureau of Transportation (PBOT) and the Portland Development Commission (PDC) to initiate a District Parking Pilot Program in the Central Eastside. PDC has Tax Increment Funds in their FY 2015-16 budget that may cover any associated program costs.  

Item 806: Authorize a Partial Compliance Agreement between the City on behalf of Portland Parks & Recreation and Laborers’ Local 483, Laborers’ International Union of North America that partially implements Arbitrator David Stiteler’s Opinion and Award concerning the Bargaining Unit Work Grievance filed under the Recreation collective bargaining agreement (Ordinance)

As a result of this agreement, the City is committed to provide funding for the actual costs of converting the positions in FY 2015-16, which is estimated to be between $1.6 and $2.36 million. The actual cost will depend upon the specific hourly wages, benefit costs and enrollment rate of the positions. Council will need to appropriate budget to the Parks Bureau for the additional costs in the Fall or Spring Supplemental Budgets. Funding sources may include General Fund contingency, compensation set-aside, or reallocating resources from within the bureau or from other General Fund bureaus. Additionally, this ordinance does not address the ongoing costs of converting the positions beginning in FY 2016-17. 
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
