	ONI expects the proposed fee schedule will enable full cost recovery of the estimated $889,464 ongoing and $169,000 one-time program costs. The FY 2015-16 budget included $440,000 in one-time general fund support. 


953  Amend contract with Motivate International, Inc., formerly Alta Bicycle Share, Inc., to implement the Bike Share System, not to exceed $2,175,000.
Total project costs (high confidence) are $2,251,713, funded by $2,042,000 of federal grants dollars and a 10.27% local match of $209,713. $75,201 of the local match has already been spent through PBOT staff time on the project. The rest of the local match will be funded by a local sponsor if Motivate is able to find one. If not, the local match will be funded by Business Energy Tax Credits (BETC). The amendment increases the procurement authority to cover the total cost of the project minus the amount of the local match already spent on the project.  
Under the amended contract, Motivate is agreeing to a three-year operating term with obligations regarding levels of service, pricing, sponsorships, revenue sharing, and appropriate collection and accounting of system revenues. The cost of operating the system will be covered by system revenues. If revenues from users exceeds operational costs, Motivate would receive 60% of the profits while the City would get the remaining 40%. To the extent that system revenues are not adequate to cover the cost of operating the system to meet the performance standards of the amended contract, Motivate will use its private funds to meet any shortfall. The grant funds will be used for equipment purchase and launch costs only. With the exception of the local match, no City funds will be used to operate or otherwise fund the system during the three-year term. 

Under the terms of the federal grant agreement, the City is obligated to operate a system for five years. In the event that Motivate decides to not continue operating the system after its three-year term is over, the City’s intention is to search for another operator. If revenues are not able to cover expenses, PBOT may reduce service levels or modify business terms in order to engage a contractor to ensure that no City funds are directed to system operations. 
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
