The current estimated project cost is $195 million, exclusive of the relocation of the data center (which is a separate project but would need to be done should the reconstruction move forward; the data center relocation has an early estimated cost of about $10 million). The $195 million estimate includes interim relocation costs. The project will most likely be financed; details are yet to be developed. Debt service costs for the project are to be recovered through rents charged to bureaus. The impacts to bureaus depend on whether City Council chooses to equalize downtown rental rates (see items 1063) or not. An early estimate of the General Fund debt service impacts ($2.6 million) has been budgeted and included in the forecast. This figure was based on an earlier $175 million project cost and unequalized rent structure. It did include indirect impacts of increased rates charged by internal service providers to customer bureaus based on their increased rent costs.

[bookmark: _GoBack]While the direction to create an equalized rate structure does not have a fiscal impact, the execution of the equalization would have differential impacts on bureaus and funds depending on a number of factors including the timing of equalization, which properties are included, and the costs and timing of improvements of existing assets. Based on a number of specific assumptions, a preliminary analysis indicates that the equalization would have the following impact in 2020 (assuming Portland Building debt service) on Facilities charges to the following funds/bureaus: General Fund 3%, PBOT (29%), Development Services 83%, BES 6%, Water (18%), other funds (13%). The significant impact on BDS is related to losing the benefit of 1900 Building debt service rolling off and receiving an allocation of the Portland Building debt service.

This resolution does not approve a proposal and therefore does not have an immediate fiscal impact.
