	This Council action and code amendment will enable PBOT to collect a fee of $600 per linear foot of frontage. PBOT cannot at this time accurately assess the number of developments which will take advantage of this option rather than build transportation improvements The fee won’t be applicable until early May 2016 at the earliest; PBOT could make adjustments in the FY 2015-16 Over-Expenditure Ordinance to ensure this new revenue is accurately reflected in the current budget. The fee schedule for FY 2016-17 will accurately account for the fee moving forward into future fiscal years.

Amend contract with Eco Northwest for additional implementation work for the Local Transportation Infrastructure Charge project Phase III not to exceed $340,000  (Ordinance introduced by Commissioner Novick; amend Contract No. 30004500)

	The FY 2015-16 BPS budget will be increased by $2,000; revenues and corresponding programmatic expenditures will be budgeted in the amounts of $188,000 in FY 2016-17 and $10,000 in FY 2017-18. The grant requires a local match of $60,500 that will come from currently budgeted staff expenditures.

Authorize a three-year Intergovernmental Agreement with Portland State University in the amount of $162,171 to implement Portland Public Event Recycling Program 2016-19  (Ordinance)


	Total program costs are estimated at $162,171 over three years and will be supported by funds available in the Solid Waste Management Fund.

Authorize an Intergovernmental Agreement to provide the Multnomah County Department of Health Services $62,035 in FY 2015-16 for efforts related to the enforcement of specified animal regulations in the City  (Ordinance)

Authorize a contract with Architectural Resources Group, Inc. for City Hall Roof Replacement, Mechanical Units Replacement, Exterior Restoration, Surfaces Cleaning and Balustrade Repair Project for a total not-to-exceed amount of $404,168  (Ordinance; Contract No. 30005035)


	This contract authorizes up to $404,168 for architectural and engineering services associated with the City Hall Roof Replacement project. A/E services are typically 10-15% of the budgeted construction costs of a project. In this case, total project cost is estimated at $4.3 million. $2.9 million (budgeted in Facilities Services Operating Fund) of this covers the roof replacement, cooling tower, mechanical fans, and exterior cleaning and restoration. The remainder of the project cost, $1.4 million (currently unfunded), is for an eco-roof and additional balustrade reinforcement.

	The low confidence level estimated project cost is $3,345,990, paid for by the $3,002,357 grant from ODOT and a match requirement of $343,633 from General Transportation Revenues. The project is included in PBOT’s FY 2015-16 budget.

Accept a grant in the amount of $2,994,624 from the Oregon Department of Transportation and authorize an Intergovernmental Agreement for the Connected Cully Project  (Ordinance)


	The project is estimated to cost $3,337,372, and is paid for by the not-to-exceed $2,994,624 grant from ODOT and a match requirement of $342,748 from General Transportation Revenues. The project is included in PBOT’s FY 2015-16 budget.

Authorize a contract with the lowest responsible bidder for SW Bond Ave Phase 1 Surcharge  (Ordinance)


	The bureau's confidence level for its estimate of project costs is moderate. Citywide transportation system development charges (TSDCs) and North Macadam Overlay TSDCs will be used to fund the project. In addition, a forthcoming IGA with PDC will allow tax increment financing from the North Macadam Urban Renewal Area to be expended on the surcharge and subsequent construction. Funds will be expended in FY 2015-16 and FY 2016-17.

Amend the FY 2015-2016 appropriation schedule in the amount of $2,005,000 in order to retire the 2007 Series B Limited Tax Revenue Bond  (Ordinance)


	Council approval of this ordinance will result in $2,005,000 of additional bond expense in FY 2015-16, but PBOT would not have to make the payment in FY 2016-17. In addition, approximately $60,000 in interest savings can be achieved by making the payment this year.
