Restructuring the loan of $1.1 million will decrease payments over the next two years but substantially increase payments in the final four years of the loan. These revised terms are intended to minimize annual fund expenses until revenues are forecasted to increase in future years; however, there is financial risk. In FY 2016-17, the Golf Fund required an additional $800,000 of General Fund discretionary resources in order to avoid a negative fund balance. To the degree that revenues do not increase as forecasted, the Golf Fund may require additional General Fund resources in order to meet loan obligations. 
1340     Accept Amendment Four of Contract No. 30005394 which sets the Guaranteed Maximum Price of $147,350,000 from Howard S. Wright Construction Company for the Portland Building Design-Build-Relocate Project  (Procurement Report - RFP No. 00000260)  15 minutes requested
Council accepted the Initial Guaranteed Maximum Price (GMP) of $140 million from Howard S. Wright on July 28, 2016. At that time, the $140 million contract costs for the design-build-relocate had been verified internally and externally through various costing models, and was set to include the following: design professionals, temporary space preparation, physical relocation costs (excluding lease costs), construction, FF&E, contingency, building technology, and 1.5% for green technology. At that time, the reconstruction project team received direction to negotiate a final GMP, to be adopted via amendment at the close of criteria design, not to exceed the initial GMP. 

Amendment #4 to the reconstruction contract increases the Guarantee Maximum Price to $147,350,000 ($7.35 million higher than the initial GMP). This $7.35 million increase in the GMP is the net impact of design decisions and changes to the project scope. Design decisions that affected the GMP included decisions around the exterior envelope, HVAC systems, and the standardization of hard wall construction on bureau floors.
Changes to the project scope incorporate costs savings from work performed to date (i.e. relocation costs), as well as notable shifts of responsibility for several scopes of work from the City of Portland portion of project costs to the $147,350,0000 Contractor budget (and vice versa). 
The Contractor now has responsibility for the following scopes of work: technology infrastructure, make-ready work to prepare the Portland Building for reconstruction by relocating critical services, migration of fiber lines, installation of temporary riser to the Data Center, installation of the power connection from the PGE substation several blocks away to the building transformer vault, and the security system. Responsibility for moving costs for employees returning from temporary spaces back to the Portland building is now an Owner’s cost. 
Furniture, fixtures, and equipment (FF&E) was originally included as a line item in the initial GMP of $140 million. FF&E (i.e. furniture, workstations, chairs, conference room furniture, shelving, storage) is now excluded from the GMP scope of work, and the $11.7 million in costs for FF&E will now be funded outside of the $195 million project cost via the Space Optimization plan ($18.8 million, Resolution 37274). The space optimization project will also fund the build-out of 2.5 floors of the reconstructed building. 

Technology infrastructure is included as contract cost, but the cost for audio-visual hardware and other technology hardware typically seen in large office buildings has not yet been quantified or included in a project budget line item.

With the contract cost set at $147,350,000, and total project cost limited to $195 million, future decision points or unanticipated costs will be focused on trade-offs within the project scopes (both Owner and Contractor), or require additional resources.

Estimated current year costs are $3.86 million including $1.5 million of General Fund and $2.3 million of non-General Fund costs in Water, Transportation, Development Services, Environmental Services and the Revenue Bureau. The ongoing costs of the agreement are estimated to be $1.0 million for the General Fund and $2.2 million for non-General Fund bureaus. The City Budget Office to work with the Bureau of Human Resources and any relevant bureau to determine the amount of additional resources to be added to bureau FY 2018-19 current appropriation level targets in order to fund cost increases associated with this contract beginning. Current year costs will be funded within current bureau resources, compensation set-aside and General Fund contingency.
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
