A. Brainstorm of Online/Civic Engagement Project Ideas

The group was in a waiting status due to upcoming scheduled meetings with Mayor Adams and Commissioner Fritz so we did not focus on developing Budget Advisory Committee (BAC) budget process recommendations.  Instead we had a discussion about future topics related to digital/online civic engagement.  Rick Nixon, with the Bureau of Technology Services (BTS), led the discussion.

Topics discussed by Rich that BTS is working on:

· Council Connect: tracking and interactive tools for City Council agenda items on City website.

· Civic Apps: open source development of apps for sharing government data.

· PDX CitySync: Prototype being developed to personalize Portlandonline content and more to make City data more accessible to fit user needs.  Will be at pdxcitysync.org.

· PDX Reporter: App tools for reporting potholes and graffiti.  Can be more.

· Portlandonline refresh: Migrating City bureaus to new web design that is more accessible on mobile platforms.

· Open ID: Allowing people to log in to City sites with social media log-ins like Facebook.

· Portlandmaps.com

Other ideas discussed:

· Changing Office of Neighborhood Involvement (ONI) City code/standards to allow neighborhood associations to deliberate and vote on issues online.  Currently can only be public meetings in a physical location.

· Hand held units to utilize GIS for mapping neighborhood issues – infrastructure repairs needed, other community asset mapping projects.

· Online City contact management database to allow City staff to share public involvement contact info across bureaus for notification purposes.

· Accessing Bureau of Development Services (BDS) land use notices online, allowing BDS to email notices.
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
