ACI participants will travel to Washington D.C. from June 15th to June 22nd, 2019. ASAN pays for travel and rooms for all ACI students.
To apply for Autism Campus Inclusion (ACI), applicants must:
	Be on the autism spectrum, or have an Autism Spectrum Disorder (an Autistic Disorder, Asperger’s Syndrome, PDD-NOS, or another Autism Spectrum Disorder). Applicants do not have to have an official autism diagnosis to apply.

	Be a student at a college or university with at least one year left before graduating. Students in TPSID programs (Transition and Postsecondary Programs for Students with Intellectual Disabilities), two-year community colleges, four-year colleges, and graduate school are eligible to apply.

	Live in the United States, Puerto Rico or Canada (Please note: the policy sections of this program will focus on the United States).

ACI especially encourages students of color, LGBT students, low-income students, students with intellectual disabilities, AAC users, and students from other marginalized communities to apply.

DRO’s Bob Joondeph to speak on his 30 years working for disability rights at City Club forum
Bob Joondeph will speak on “30 Years in the Fight for Disability Rights” at the City Club of Portland’s February 22nd Friday Forum. The noontime event is being held at the Sentinel Hotel, 614 Southwest 11th Avenue. People may also join the event by watching a live feed with any device on the City Club website or on KGW’s live feed, listening on XRAY's stations (91.1 FM & 107.1 FM), or watching television on Open Signal's CityNet and Community Access Network channels.
Bob will reflect on the history and current state of disability rights in Oregon, and on disability rights as civil rights. His remarks will be followed by an exit interview-style conversation with Steve Novick. The audience will also have a chance to ask questions.
For more than 30 years, Bob Joondeph has served as the Executive Director of Disability Rights Oregon (DRO). He recently announced his pending retirement, which provides an opportunity to reflect on the history and current state of disability rights in Oregon, and on disability rights as civil rights.
DRO has also served as a watchdog for the treatment of people with disabilities in Oregon’s criminal justice system, and in 2018 it joined with the Mental Health Association of Portland and Cascadia Behavioral Health to successfully petition to become a “Friend of the Court” in the ongoing case challenging the use of force against people with psychiatric disabilities.

Survey is available about TriMet plan to close 4 MAX Red & Blue Line stops in downtown Portland
TriMet is considering the closure of four MAX Blue and Red Line stations in order to speed up travel though downtown Portland. The transit agency is seeking feedback on the proposed changes and has a survey to gather public input.
Each station is one or two blocks from another MAX station. Kings Hill and Skidmore Fountain are among the least-used MAX stations in downtown, and Kings Hill is currently closed during Timbers and Thorns soccer games due to station capacity. Removing these stations will cut MAX travel times by as much as 14 percent, or 2-1/2 minutes, in each direction.

PBOT & PSU partner to bring new, improved Transportation Lunch and Learn Series for Portlanders
Portland’s Bureau of Tranportation (PBOT) is partnering with Portland State University’s (PSU) Transportation Research and Education Center to provide a wide range of topics of interest to the general public, city staff, and others. This is due to the popularity of PBOT’s 12 years with its Bike Lunch and Learn series. The newly created Transportation Lunch and Learn Series began at the first of February this year.
“PedPDX: Addressing Equity through Citywide Pedestrian Planning” is the topic for the March 15th Lunch and Learn that starts at 11:30 a.m. in PSU’s Karl Miller Center, 615 Southwest Harrison Street, Room 465. Participants may feel free to bring their lunch and a cup. Coffee and donuts will be provided for continued conversation after the presentation, from 12:30 to 1 p.m.
Pedestrian safety and access is an equity issue. In Portland, inadequate pedestrian infrastructure and traffic safety concerns disproportionately impact low-income communities and people of color. The City is attempting to rectify these inequities through PedPDX, Portland’s new citywide pedestrian plan (anticipated for adoption in Spring 2019). PedPDX prioritizes sidewalk and crossing improvements and other investments, policies, strategies and tools to make walking safer and more comfortable across the city.
Come learn about the strategies PedPDX is using to address transportation equity in Portland, including establishing a data-based prioritization for citywide pedestrian investments, identifying roadway and behavioral characteristics most closely correlated with pedestrian crashes in order to prioritize needs before crashes happen, using pro-active outreach to engage disproportionately impacted residents, and applying innovative pedestrian design and policies to address pedestrian infrastructure needs.
The new Lunch and Learn series is modeled after PSU’s popular Traffic and Transportation Course, which has been sponsored by PBOT for the past 29 years. Each session dives deep into a specific transportation topic PBOT is currently working on and is presented by the bureau staff directly addressing the issue.
The new collaboration with PSU’s Transportation Research and Education Center (TREC) provides the series with a regular home in a beautiful, state-of-the-art meeting space in the Central City. Even better, TREC will offer online access to the sessions as a webinar to watch from anywhere. You can even pose questions online for the presenters to answer in real-time. Anyone who misses a presentation, will find the video and slides from the talk available at TREC’s online archive.
