This is to declare that a portion of the property listed above is no longer needed for the Portland
Water Bureau system and has been declared surplus. ODOT is in pursuit of this property for their
Outer Powell Transportation Safety Project as part of the safety concerns in this area. ODOT will
be adding curbs, sidewalks, bike lanes, planting boxes and drainage along this area. Internal studies
by engineering and operations have confirmed this decision. They have agreed that this portion of
the Portland Water Bureau property can be disposed of through the ODOT process and appraisal.

This parcel has a two-story building and a lease with Human Solutions that will expire at the end
of 2018. It also has a secured area where PWB stores grounds maintenance materials for the
southeast Portland area. The PWB acquired this site through the annexation of the Powell Valley
Water District in 1993. Once this is approved and no other bureaus are interested in this area,
ODOT will be paying the PWB $91,600 for the portion of the property that is needed.

I concur with the recommendation to declare this property surplus and dispose of it per the Surplus
Disposition and Notification Policy. Your approval of this recommendation is needed. Once you
approve, the Portland Water Bureau will notify the City Bureaus and Council offices that this
property is surplus and available for acquisition.
