· Cynthia Castro pauses bringing ordinance to council for more research and to engage more with stakeholders
· January 23rd council has been postponed

Discuss concerns re: agenda structure
· San Francisco Human Rights Commission applies public comment after different agenda items by having the Facilitator state if there are any public comments with regards to specific agenda item
· Do a trial period to see how much extra facilitating is required
· Streamline agenda and have less or take out Director and Program Report? Be more mindful and concise of what we talk about and not repeat
· Set ground rules during public comments
· Engaging the community what topics are important to talk about 

New business/Review of action items
· Talk about next policy analysis item which is houseless as a protected class
· Concern on death of children in detention camps and what HRC could do in collaboration with City Council to try condemning what lead to the children’s death
· Commissioner Fritz to file report to council from HRC, on particular issues and get a slot on council agenda
