Public Comment
Jennifer Anderson – gave statement on youths being target by the Duterte government

Olivia Katbi-Smith – stop US government funding to the Duterte government and allocate/use these funds to help the vulnerable residents in Portland and all over our country

Veronica Porter – in support of the resolution to suspend US Military aid to the Philippines

Eric Vega – resident of Portland, supports and stands behind the resolution and presented three items: 1. Way to help take down Duerte; 2. Educating the public and building new leadership to challenge empire; 3. Participating in the important task of building up a Human Rights movement in this country and all around the world. 

Russell Lum – staff of Oregon Fair Trade Campaign, a statewide political advocacy organization waging the fight for people in planet in the space of trade policy. Supports the resolution. Duterte administration use military force and drive poor residents off their lands to free it up for the taking of extractive industry. Largest imports from the Philippines to the US is vegetable oils and these comes from the lands of the indigenous people of the Philippines. Trump administration is in talks to expand the current trading relationship with the Philippines to be a full pledge bilateral free trade agreement which would be a disaster as it will cost more lives and will result in more militarism. States that both trade policies and military and diplomatic policy should have high standards and prioritize human rights.


Jack Herbert – in support of the resolution; states that “Duterte wouldn’t be there without our government.” Oppressive governments are held up with US military aid.

Joe Anybody – brought camera to shine light in what the HRC is doing and be supportive of the commissioners; shares recordings on different platforms such as YouTube.

Black women use their hair as expressing themselves with the many different styles, textures, curls, etc., and this shouldn’t be a problem.  Few situations that Lexie’s heard of are kids getting bullied or discriminated against for wearing box braids, 2 black girl ballerinas got in trouble and kicked out because their hair was in a braided bun and not in a sleek bun. 

Amber – owner of Conscious Coils, a natural hair salon. Started out of recognizing a need in the community especially for kids who are fostered and/or adopted and often placed in non-black homes. In Portland and around the country that black children and Native American children are over represented in the foster system. In Native communities there’s a lot of work around supporting children when they’re not in the home their culture; Amber wanted to provide that same support for black children. The importance of the culture; connecting hair to the culture. Empowering women. Addressing anti-blackness.
