Work Session:
Next steps on houseless as protected class policy item
· Possibly follow framework of FFRF (Freedom from Religion Foundation)?
· Discussion from prior meetings of potentially introducing Hairstyle and Houselessness as a package. Much research has been conducted on both items; HRC to map out steps, move forward and share with council.
· TE spoke with Claire Adamsick – it was advised not to bundle, rather, meet with different Commissioners’ offices and share what HRC plans on doing and see which office would want to sponsor. Schedule time with each office. Claire also mentioned for TE to reach out to Sarafi and Zack, whom have been working on houselessness issues (working closely with Home for Everyone and wants stakeholders to lead the process). TE sent email but have not heard back yet.  
· Michele suggest assembling all the work HRC have done and prepare to present with council.
· Coi expresses some confusion in the process, as she feels there are other voices that HRC have not reached out to. Other than the Director of Joint Office and the City Attorney, there have been no other expert resource to speak on this item. She feels there are several organizations that HRC can reach out to and become allies re: houselessness as protected class. Daniel agrees as well.
· Reach out to Kimberly with ACLU to HRC meeting?
· Circle back to the definition of homelessness and houselessness, as there are different definitions from organizations to organizations, government entity, school districts, etc. Work on having this defined.
· Rhodes: language, stakeholder engagement and engaging council – suggest having a future HRC meeting to lay out all the work that have been done and truly analyze, compile and dissect the work. What is this work? Who is this for? Communities to reach out to – just some questions to answer to move forward?
· Attend a Home Forward meeting?

· Crystallee to send resolution for review
· Return to this item on the next HRC meeting

Next steps on policy re: discrimination based on hairstyle
· Markisha’s update on the Legislative side: Bill is currently being amended – there was a hearing on the bill on Monday (2/10/20) and ready for a House vote on Wednesday (2/12/20). HRC to send a letter as form of support and use the House Bill 4107.
