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The 2017 session of the 79th Oregon Legislative Assembly convened on February 1st and adjourned sine 
die on July 7th, three days short of the constitutional deadline. A total of 2,829 bills were introduced this 
session. Of those, the City tracked 2,091 and ultimately 811 bills were enrolled; Governor Brown vetoed 
two policy bills and two line-items of the budget reconciliation bill.  
 
The City of Portland enjoyed a successful 2017 legislative session. Most City priorities advanced this 
session, with the notable exception of stronger tenant protections, and four of five City initiatives were 
signed into law. The City of Portland advocated on a wide variety of measures and issues this session, 
including providing testimony at over 70 public hearings.

As amended in the Senate, the bill 
would have established a just-cause eviction standard, required relocation assistance in cases 
of eviction for landlord-based reasons, and limited rent increases to once per year.

The legislative session began with 13 new members of the House of Representatives and four new 
members of the Senate. Eight new members of the House represented districts in the Portland 
metropolitan area: Richard Vial (HD-26, Scholls), Sheri Malstrom (HD-27, Beaverton), Janeen Sollman (HD-
30, Hillsboro), Mark Meek (HD-40, Oregon City), Karin Power (HD-41, Milwaukie), Tawna Sanchez (HD-43, 
Portland), Diego Hernandez (HD-47, Portland), and Janelle Bynum (HD-51, Happy Valley). At the end of 
January, Representative Vic Gilliam (HD-18, Silverton) announced his resignation from the Legislature. On 
February 23rd, Rick Lewis, who had served as Mayor of Silverton, was sworn in to represent House 
District 18. 
 
New members of the Senate representing Portland included Lew Frederick (SD-22) and Kathleen Taylor 
(SD-21), who each served in the House of Representatives in the previous session. Also, Alan DeBoer (SD-
3, Ashland) was elected to fill the seat of the late Doctor Alan Bates and James Manning, Jr. (SD-7, 
Eugene) was appointed on December 12, 2016 to fill the Senate seat previously held by Chris Edwards.  
 
The Democrats held strong majorities in both chambers: 35-25 in the House and 17-13 in the Senate.

threshold for revenue raising measures. This necessitated bipartisan support for measures that raised, or 
created new, taxes including the transportation funding package (2017) and the health care provider tax 
package (HB 2361).  
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The projected state budget gap of approximately $1.8 billion loomed large at the start of session. Factors 
contributing to the shortfall included increased Medicaid costs, increased costs of health care and 
retirement benefits for state agency personnel, and passage of ballot measures 96, 98, and 99, which set 
spending requirements for certain budget items. To address the shortfall, legislators undertook extensive 
efforts to examine tax reform as well as cost-containment measures to curb future growth in the state 
budget. Much of the revenue reform and cost containment discussion focused on proposals to adopt a 
commercial activity tax and reforms to contain cost increases in the Public Employees Retirement System 
(PERS).  
 
Hearings on PERS reform were held over multiple weeks in the Senate Workforce Committee during the 
first half of the session. In April, the Senate President and House Speaker appointed the Joint Tax Reform 
Committee, which met weekly throughout May and June to consider revenue reform, but did not come 
to an agreement or move a bill out of committee. In late June, the Governor, Senate President and House 
Speaker announced that structural revenue reform was no longer being considered and will be deferred 
to the 2019 legislative session. The announcement also meant that PERS reform would be off the table 
for the remainder of the 2017 session.  
 
Legislators ultimately produced a budget balanced by positive revenue forecasts, passage of a health care 
provider tax package, passage of cost-containment measures directed at the administration of state 
government, and adoption of agency budgets below current service level calculations. The 2017-19 
Legislatively Approved Budget was 10.3 percent above the 2015-17 budget, but 3.6 percent below the 
amount that was projected to maintain current service levels for state agencies. Governor Brown also 
created a PERS task force and signed two executive orders within the context of state government cost-
containment addressing state employee compensation bargaining and collection of outstanding debt 
owed to the state. 
 
Another major policy theme this session was renter protections and affordable housing. Establishing a 
just-cause eviction standard, lifting the preemption on local rent stabilization policies, and increasing 
funding for affordable housing and homeless ǎŜǊǾƛŎŜǎ ǿŜǊŜ ƭŜŀŘ ǇǊƛƻǊƛǘƛŜǎ ƻƴ ǘƘŜ /ƛǘȅΩǎ ƭŜƎƛǎƭŀǘƛǾŜ ŀƎŜƴŘŀΦ 
The City worked as part of a coalition of affordable housing advocates backing a major tenant protections 
bill (HB 2004). Mayor Wheeler testified in support of the bill, describing the negative consequences of 
tenant displacement and the need to ensure Oregonians have access to stable housing, and Portland City 
Council provided testimony in support of the bill. The bill moved through the House and out of Senate

session adjourned. However, the City and other advocates did successfully secure $40 million (HB 5006, 
HB 5012) for the Emergency Housing Account (EHA) and State Homeless Assistance Program (SHAP). This 
equates to $20 million a year in the 2017-19 biennium, up $5 million from funding level in the prior fiscal 
year and double the total amount invested in the 2015-17 biennium.

legislative agenda. After unsuccessful negotiations in 2015 and over two years of tours, town halls, work 
groups, and many committee meetings, legislators finally passed a comprehensive transportation 
package. In May, the Joint Transportation Preservation and Modernization Committee proposed the first 
framework to be vetted, followed by the first draft of a bill at the end of the month. Both Commissioner 
Dan Saltzman and Portland Bureau of Transportation Director Leah Treat testified in favor of a funding 
package. The bill was amended in early July and passed the day before sine die. In its final form, HB 2017 
raises $5.3 billion and supports all modes of transportation, reduces congestion, improves safety and 
maintenance, invests in transit and electric vehicles, and advances tolling policies.  
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Also in the final week of the session, two bills related to the CƛǘȅΩǎ ƭŜƎƛǎƭŀǘƛǾŜ ǇǊƛƻǊƛǘȅ ŦƻǊ ƛƳǇǊƻǾƛƴƎ ŀƛǊ 
quality passed. Though scaled-back significantly, legislation passed to reduce diesel emissions by directing 
the use of Volkswagen Environmental Mitigation Trust Agreement funds to retrofit diesel school bus 
engines (SB 1008). Legislation also passed to clarify authority for city programs to address asbestos and 
lead-based paint dust in demolitions of residential buildings (SB 871). In addition, the budget for the 
Department of Environmental Quality included $13 million for air quality monitoring.  
 
Other notable legislation that passed this session included: pay equity (HB 2005), the Oregon Fair Work 
Week Act (SB 828), Cover All Kids (SB 558), Tobacco 21 (SB 754), recreational immunity (SB 327), public 
records reform (SB 106, SB 481, HB 2101), affordable housing preservation (HB 2002), $8 million to jump 
start cleanup of the Portland Harbor Superfund site (SB 5530, HB 5006), and $10 million for levee repair 
and accreditation projects (SB 5530).

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SB 983 | Elimination of Plumbing and Electrical Licensing Requirements for Recreational Vehicles 
 
SB 983 eliminates the license requirement for making electrical installations or repairs on recreational 
vehicles as defined in Electrical and Elevator Board rules. The bill also eliminates the license requirement 
for making plumbing installations and repairs on recreational vehicles as defined in State Plumbing Board 
rules. The bill passed the Senate unanimously and passed the House 54-2. 
 
Effective: January 1, 2018 | Chapter 364 
 

HB 2153 | Voluntary Certification System for Commercial Interior Designers 
 
HB 2153 would have required the Department of Consumer and Business Services (DCBS) to establish a 
voluntary certification system for commercial interior designers. The bill was referred by the House 
Economic Development and Trade Committee to the Joint Ways and Means Committee, but remained in 
committee upon adjournment. 
 

HB 2164 | Electronic Permitting System Requirement for Municipal Building Inspection Programs 
 
HB 2164 would have required municipalities that administer and enforce building inspection programs to 
either use the Oregon Building Codes Division (BCD) electronic permitting system or provide access to an 
equivalent system approved by BCD by January 1, 2020. The bill also would have directed BCD to adopt 
rules for e-permitting systems by January 1, 2019. The Bureau of Development Services provided 
testimony stating support for electronic permitting efforts and detailing concerns about the bill. HB 2164 
had a public hearing in the House Business and Labor Committee, but did not advance. 
 

HB 2165 | Inspection of Tiny Homes  
 
HB 2165 ǿƻǳƭŘ ƘŀǾŜ ǊŜǉǳƛǊŜŘ ōǳƛƭŘƛƴƎ ƻŦŦƛŎƛŀƭǎ ǘƻ ƛƴǎǇŜŎǘ ŀ άǎƳŀƭƭ ƘƻƳŜΣέ ŘŜŦƛƴŜŘ ŀǎ ŀ ǎƛƴƎƭŜ-family 
dwelling with a floor area not exceeding 400 square feet, for compliance under the recreational vehicle 
code unless the small home is permanently installed. The bill would have required building officials to 
inspect those small homes that are permanently installed. These are defined as homes sitting on a 
foundation without wheels attached and having a fixed connection to utilities, for compliance with the 
low-rise residential code. The bill had two public hearings in the House Business and Labor Committee, 
but did not advance. 
 

HB 2168 | Equipment for Building Code Inspections 
 
HB 2168 would have required a municipality that administers specialty code inspections to provide 
inspectors with all necessary equipment to conduct an inspection (which could include ladders, 
scaffolding, and specialized equipment). The bill would also have required that if a building inspector uses 
equipment owned by a contractor or property owner, the inspector may not bring legal action against the 
contractor or property owner for injury resulting from use of the equipment. The Bureau of Development 
Services provided testimony opposing to the bill. The bill had a public hearing in the House Business and 
Labor Committee, but did not advance.

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HB 2183 | Inspection Authority for Health Care Facilities 
 
HB 2183 would have transferred authority for plan review and inspections of health care facilities from 
the State Fire Marshal to the Building Codes Division. The bill would have also mandated that local 
jurisdictions cease all fire and life safety plan review for these health care facilities. The bill had a public 
hearing in the House Business and Labor Committee. The Bureau of Development Services and Portland 
Fire & Rescue provided testimony raising concerns that the bill would circumvent recommendations from 
ŀ ǿƻǊƪ ƎǊƻǳǇ ŎƻƴǾŜƴŜŘ ōȅ ǘƘŜ DƻǾŜǊƴƻǊΩǎ hŦŦƛŎŜ ǘƻ ƛƳǇǊƻǾŜ ŎƻƻǊŘƛƴŀǘƛƻƴ ƻŦ ōǳƛƭŘƛƴƎ ŎƻŘŜ and fire code 
implementation, and could jeopardize the safety of health care workers, patients, and firefighters. The bill 
did not advance from committee. 
 

HB 2195 | Verification of Construction Contractor Credentials by Building Code Inspectors 
 
HB 2195 would have required a building code inspector to acquire the name, license type, and number of 
each contractor or subcontractor having responsibility for the work being inspected and for one or more 
individuals who performed the work if the work being inspected requires that the individuals have a 
license or certificate. The bill would have also required the inspector to include information on the form 
documenting the inspection of the work and allowed the inspector to delay approving the work if they 
are unable to ascertain the name, license, or certificate type and number of contractor, subcontractor or 
one or more individuals who performed the work. The bill did not have a public hearing. 
 

HB 2710 | Reviewing Provisions of the Reach Code Related to Newly Constructed Buildings 
 
HB 2710 would have required that the Director of the Department of Consumer and Business Services 
(DCBS) to review and update the Reach Code at least every three years, and review whether standards 
from the Reach Code or energy conservation standards should be added to the state building code 
requirements for newly constructed buildings. The bill had a public hearing in the House Energy and 
Environment Committee, but did not advance. 
 

HB 2737 | Tiny Homes Construction Standards  
 
HB 2737 directs the state Building Codes Division (BCD) to update its specialty codes to establish 
construction standards for houses with a floor area not exceeding 600 square feet. The legislation also 
requires BCD to report back to the Legislature on the implementation and use of the code provisions for 
tiny homes. The bill as introduced would have directed BCD to establish construction standards for 
houses with a floor area not exceeding 250 square feet. The House Business and Labor Committee 
amended the bill to address houses with a floor area not exceeding 400 square feet and altered some of 
the specific code requirements to be adopted. The Senate Business and Transportation Committee 
adopted additional amendments to the bill, which passed both chambers with wide margins and 
bipartisan support.

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HB 2907 | Third Party Specialized Inspectors  
 
Current Oregon Administrative Rules require specialized building inspectors to work directly for a 
municipality. HB 2907 would have allowed the use of third-party specialized inspectors by large cities, 
such as Portland, to fill temporary resource gaps or by small jurisdictions whose total volume of work 
does not justify having such inspectors on staff. The Bureau of Development Services provided testimony 
in support of the bill. The bill had a public hearing in the House Business and Labor Committee, but did 
not advance. 
 

HB 3189 | State Department of Building Codes  
 
HB 3189 would have transferred duties, functions and powers from the Building Codes Division (BCD) of 
the Department of Consumer and Business Services (DCBS) to a new Department of Building Codes. The 
bill was referred by the House Business and Labor Committee to the Joint Ways and Means Committee, 
where it remained upon adjournment.

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SB 301 | Prohibiting Employment Condition for Use of Lawful Substance

SB 302 | Controlled Substance Laws Relating to Cannabis 
 
SB 302 will move criminal penalties and related provisions from the Uniform Controlled Substances Act to 
the Control and Regulation of Marijuana Act. The measure adjusts criminal penalties related to cannabis 
and further clarifies which statutes referencing controlled substances are applicable to cannabis and 
cannabis-derived products. The bill passed the Senate 21-8 and passed the House 34-21. 
 
Effective: April 21, 2017 | Chapter 021 
 

SB 303 | Cannabis and Alcohol Prohibitions and Penalties for Minors 
 
SB 303 makes the penalty for any minor in possession of either alcoholic beverages or cannabis items a 
Class B violation. The bill further stipulates that it is a Class A violation for any minor found in possession 
of either alcoholic beverages or cannabis items while operating a motor vehicle. Amendments to the bill 
resolve conflicts between the measure and SB 302 (see above) related to youth offenders. The bill passed 
the Senate 25-4, passed the House unanimously, and repassed the Senate 23-6 with House amendments. 
 
Effective: April 21, 2017 | Chapter 020 
 

SB 307 | Creation of License Types for Social Consumption of Cannabis 
 
SB 307 would have allowed local jurisdictions to opt in to licensing social consumption of cannabis in 
coordination with the Oregon Liquor Control Commission (OLCC), creating two license types: cannabis 
lounges and temporary events. The bill had three public hearings in the Joint Marijuana Regulation 
Committee. The purpose of the later hearings was to consider proposed amendments to the bill that 
would have allowed local jurisdictions to opt in to licensing outdoor venues for consuming cannabis in 
coordination with the Oregon Liquor Control Commission (OLCC). Mayor Wheeler and Commissioner 
Eudaly provided testimony in support of the bill and proposed amendments. The bill remained in 
committee upon adjournment. 
 

SB 308 | Task Force on Social Consumption of Cannabis 
 
SB 308 would have established a Task Force on Social Consumption of Cannabis to issue a report 
identifying legal barriers and opportunities for social consumption of cannabis in Oregon. The bill had a 
public hearing in the Joint Marijuana Regulation Committee and City of Portland staff testified in support. 
The bill remained in committee upon adjournment.

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SB 319 | Cannabis Dispensary and Retailer Distance from Schools 
 
SB 319 requires ordinances passed by local jurisdictions to stipulate that cannabis dispensaries and 
retailers must be between 500 and 1000 feet away from a school when there is a major physical or 
geographic barrier, otherwise the minimum distance is 1000 feet. The bill passed the Senate unanimously 
and passed the House 54-4. 
 
Effective: March 20, 2017 | Chapter 007 
 

SB 788 | Regulated Social Consumption of Cannabis 
 
SB 788 would have allowed the Oregon Liquor Control Commission to regulate the sale and social 
consumption of cannabis items at temporary events, including licensure of the premises on which 
temporary events are held. The bill would have also created a local option for certain cities and counties 
and set other regulatory requirements and exceptions. The bill did not have a public hearing.  
 

SB 845 | Marijuana Tax Revenue Distribution 
 
SB 845 as introduced would have changed the distributions from marijuana tax revenue that were 
specified in Measure 91 (2014) to 50 percent of revenues going to cities and 50 percent going to 
counties. The bill was amended in the Senate Finance and Revenue Committee to maintain the 
distribution of revenues to cities and counties at 10 percent each and to adjust the allocation of the 
remaining revenues. Measure 91 specified a 40 percent distribution to schools out of the tax revenue. 
The amended version of SB 845 also would have dedicated 30 percent of marijuana tax revenues to the 
State School Fund, 10 percent to community colleges, 15 percent to state police, 10 percent to mental 
health, and 5 percent to the health authority. The bill passed the Senate unanimously and was referred to 
the House Revenue Committee, where it had two public hearings, but remained upon adjournment. 
 

SB 863 | Prohibition on Cannabis Retailer Retention of Consumer Information 
 
SB 863 prohibits a cannabis retailer from retaining information that may be used to identify a consumer, 
provides an exception for consumers that voluntarily offer their name and contact information for 
marketing purposes, and prohibits a retailer from transferring information that may be used to identify a 
consumer. The bill also requires the retailer to destroy any information that may be used to identify 
consumers within 30 days of the effective date of the bill. The original version of the bill, prior to being 
amended in the Joint Marijuana Regulation Committee, would have prohibited keeping consumer 
information for more than 48 hours and prohibited a dispensary owner or retailer from transferring this 
information without express authorization. The bill passed the Senate 21-6 and passed the House 53-5. 
 
Effective: April 17, 2017 | Chapter 018 
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SB 1015 | Industrial Hemp 
 
SB 1015 allows industrial hemp growers to deliver industrial hemp to Oregon Liquor Control Commission 
(OLCC)-licensed cannabis processors and allows industrial hemp handlers to deliver industrial hemp 
concentrates and extracts to such processors. The processor is allowed to develop the industrial hemp, 
the industrial concentrates and the industrial hemp extracts and use them to supplement the processing 
of any marijuana item. Additionally, industrial hemp commodities or products cannot be sold in Oregon 
unless the process used to create them meets the same or substantially the same Oregon-based 
requirements, but OLCC-licensed cannabis retailers are exempted from this prohibition. The bill passed 
the Senate 26-3 and passed the House unanimously. 
 
Effective: October 6, 2017 | Chapter 531 
 

SB 1042 | Interstate Agreements for Cannabis-Related Business Enforcement 
 
SB 1042 would have authorized the Governor or her designee to enter into an agreement with another 
state for the purpose of cross-jurisdictional coordination and enforcement of cannabis-related 
businesses. The bill also proposed requirements for entering such an agreement and several modes of 
transportation that must be prohibited in the agreement. The bill passed the Senate Judiciary Committee 
and was referred by the Senate President to the Senate Rules Committee, where it remained upon 
adjournment. 
 

SB 1057 | OLCC Cannabis Enforcement and Marijuana Labeling Authority 
 
SB 1057 makes several changes to cannabis statutes. Provisions of the bill: (1) add two commissioners to 
the board of the Oregon Liquor Control Commission (OLCC), (2) allow the State Department of Agriculture 
to possess, test, and dispose of cannabis, and (3) permit OLCC licensees to transport cannabis items to, 
and exhibit at, trade shows and the Oregon State Fair. The bill moves the Marijuana Labeling Authority 
from the Oregon Health Authority to the OLCC and requires the OLCC tracking system for cannabis 
transferred within the Oregon Medical Marijuana Program (OMMP). The bill also allows up to 12

Effective: May 30, 2017 | Chapter 183 
 

HB 2203 & HB 2204 | Taxation of Cannabis 
 
HB 2203 would have changed the distribution of funds collected in the state tax on cannabis retail sales. 
HB 2204 would have allowed a local government to impose a local tax, up to 8 percent, on the retail sale 
of cannabis. The two bills had public hearings in the House Revenue Committee, but remained in the 
committee upon adjournment.

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SB 131 | Remote Location Testimony 
 
A court may permit telephonic or other remote testimony for good cause but prohibits it under several 
bright line rules. SB 131 allows the court to consider multiple factors in deciding whether good cause 
exists to allow remote testimony and whether that good cause outweighs any prejudice to a party. In jury 
trials, the bill retains the additional obligation to demonstrate a compelling need before telephonic 
testimony is allowed. The bill passed both chambers unanimously.  
 
Effective: June 6, 2017 | Chapter 240 
 

SB 327 | Recreational Immunity

provision was not included in the bill. HB 2792, identical to SB 327, was also introduced, but did not 
advance because SB 327 became the viable vehicle for the policy. Similar bills, SB 504, HB 2483 and HB 
2854, were also introduced this session. Portland Parks & Recreation provided testimony in support of SB 
327 to the Senate and House Judiciary committees. The bill passed the Senate unanimously and passed 
the House 54-4.  
 
Effective: June 22, 2017 | Chapter 449 
 

SB 487 | Increased Cap for Wrongful Death Damage Awards 
 
SB 487 would have increased the cap for a wrongful death damage award from $500,000 to $1,000,000 
and removed the statutory cap on other causes of action. The bill would have set an annual adjustment to 
the cap based on changes to the Consumer Price Index. The bill had a public hearing in the Senate 
Judiciary Committee, but did not advance. 
 

SB 826 | Privilege for Tribal Advocate Programs 
 
In 2015, the Legislature adopted a privilege protecting communications and records related to victim 
services. When services are administered by certain entities that receive government funding, the 
privilege applies to safety planning, counseling, support and advocacy services provided to victims of 
domestic violence, sexual assault or stalking. SB 826 includes within the scope of the privilege programs 
that are administered by a tribal government that offers these same services. The bill passed both 
chambers unanimously. 
 
Effective: January 1, 2018 | Chapter 256 
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HB 2357 | Contempt of Court Liability for Corporations 
 
HB 2357 expands the power of Oregon courts to impose remedial or punitive contempt sanctions on 
corporations to other business entities, including limited liability corporations. The measure incorporates 
the definition of "high managerial agent" found in the corporate criminal liability statutes and specifies 
additional definitions. HB 2357 also subjects partners and limited liability company members and 
managers to contempt as individuals in the same way as corporate boards of directors and managers. The 
bill passed the House unanimously, passed the Senate 27-3, and repassed the House unanimously with 
Senate amendments. 
 
Effective: January 1, 2018 | Chapter 153 
 

HB 2673 | Name and Gender Marker Change on a Birth Certificate 
 
HB 2673 creates a centralized process to change a name and gender marker on a birth certificate and 
eliminates public posting requirements. The bill allows the State Registrar of the Center for Health 
Statistics to amend or correct a vital record upon the receipt of a certified court order or upon request 
from an applicant that includes sufficient documentation and a signed statement from the applicant that 
the purpose of the request is to affirm the applicant's gender identity. An applicant may only use this 
latter process once. The bill passed the House 37-23 and passed the Senate 23-6.  
 
Effective: October 6, 2017 | Chapter 100 
 

HB 2790 | Fiscal Impact of Legal Services Agreements between Public Bodies and Private Counsel 
 
HB 2790 would have required public bodies to estimate the fiscal impact of a legal services agreement 
before entering into or amending a legal services agreement with private counsel that includes a 
proposed contingency fee arrangement. The bill did not have a public hearing.  
 

HB 2813 | Internet Privacy Practices 
 
HB 2813 would have established online privacy protection for customers of broadband internet access 
service providers (BIASPs) by prohibiting disclosure, sale ofΣ ƻǊ ŀŎŎŜǎǎ ǘƻ ŎǳǎǘƻƳŜǊǎΩ ǇŜǊǎƻƴŀƭ ƛƴŦƻǊƳŀǘƛƻƴ 
without their express consent. In addition, the bill would have prohibited a BIASP from disclosing 
information about customers' internet use, including browsing histories, device identifiers associated with 
the customer, web addresses to or from which information is sent or received, customers' precise 
locations and the content of customers' internet communications. The bill was referred by the House 
Judiciary Committee without recommendation to the House Rules Committee, which then referred the 
bill to the Joint Ways and Means Committee, where it remained upon adjournment. 
 

HB 2855 | Non-Judicial Process to Obtain a Deed of Conveyance 
 
HB 2855 establishes a non-judicial process by which the purchaser of real property can obtain the deed of 
conveyance after terms of the contract have been fulfilled. The bill passed both chambers unanimously. 
 
Effective: January 1, 2018 | Chapter 164

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SB 169 & HB 2073 | Electronic Commerce Tax Credit Extension 
 
The electronic commerce tax credit is administered through an overlay designation to certain enterprise 
zones, including the Portland Enterprise Zone and East Portland Enterprise Zone. SB 169 and HB 2073 
each would have extended the sunset of the tax credit from January 1, 2018 until January 1, 2024. HB 
2073 had a public hearing in the House Revenue Committee. SB 169 had a public hearing in the Senate 
Finance and Revenue Committee and was referred without recommendation to the Joint Tax Credits 
Committee. Both bills remained in committee upon adjournment. Extension of the tax credit was not 
included in the omnibus tax credit bill approved by lawmakers (see HB 2066 on page 95). 
 

SB 174 | Research and Development Tax Credit 
 
Corporate taxpayers are allowed a credit of up to $1 million per year for qualified research expenses in 
Oregon that exceed 10 percent of Oregon sales as calculated by the sales factor determined in ORS 
314.665. SB 174 would have extended the sunset date for the Research and Development Tax Credit from 
January 1, 2018 to January 1, 2024. The bill had a public hearing in the Senate Finance and Revenue 
Committee, but remained in committee upon adjournment. The tax credit also was not included in the 
omnibus tax credits bill approved by lawmakers (see HB 2066 on page 95).  
 

SB 333 | Industrial Site Readiness Program  
 
The Industrial Site Readiness Program provides an incentive for local governments to build infrastructure 
for traded-sector industries. The program works by providing half of state income tax revenue, 
attributable to the businesses that locate onsite, back to local government sponsors. Current statute 
provides that income tax revenues are redistributed to the local government sponsor after five years of 
industry operation. SB 333 changes this waiting period to one year and creates certain requirements for 
Business Oregon. The bill passed both chamber unanimously. 
 
Effective: October 6, 2017| Chapter 561 
 

HB 2152 | Small Business Development Funds for Outreach and Marketing 
 
HB 2152 permits small business development centers (SBDCs) to use grant funds for outreach and 
marketing. The measure also directs SBDCs to work with other specified organizations to refer small 
businesses that could benefit from the services they provide and to provide business support services to 
small businesses in Oregon. The bill passed both chambers unanimously. 
 
Effective: January 1, 2018 | Chapter 201 
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HB 2243 | Electronic Commerce Tax Credit Extension and Expansion 
 
HB 2243 would have extended the sunset on the tax credit for electronic commerce in enterprise zones 
until January 1, 2024 and expanded the total number of allowable electronic commerce zones from 15 to 
21. The bill had a public hearing in the House Economic Development and Trade Committee and City of 
Portland and Portland Development Commission (now Prosper Portland) staff testified at the public 
hearing in support of the bill. The bill was referred to the House Revenue Committee where it had 
another public hearing, but remained in committee upon adjournment. 
 

HB 2244 | Greenlight Oregon Labor Rebate Reauthorization  
 
HB 2244 extends the sunset on the Greenlight Oregon Labor Rebate Fund to 2024 and allows the Oregon 
Film and Video Office to deduct from labor rebate amounts spent on workforce development and 
educational efforts for qualifying film productions. The City provided testimony in support of the bill to 
both the House Revenue Committee and the Senate Finance and Revenue Committee. The bill passed the 
House 54-3 and the Senate 22-8.  
 
Effective: January 1, 2018 | Chapter 038 
 

HB 2752 | Grants for Construction of All-Wood High-Rise Buildings 
 
HB 2752 would have directed the Business Oregon to develop and administer a program to issue grants 
to projects for the construction of all-wood high-rise buildings in the state. The bill also specified 
prioritized grant application attributes and would have allocated $2 million to Business Oregon to be 
distributed to eligible projects. The bill was referred by the House Economic Development and Trade 
Committee to the Joint Ways and Means Committee, but remained in committee upon adjournment. 
 

HB 2833 | Enterprise Zones Statute Clarification 
 
Real and personal property owned or leased and newly placed in service by a qualified business may 
qualify for a property tax exemption for three to five years in a designated enterprise zone or for seven to 
fifteen years in a long term rural enterprise zone. HB 2833 makes technical corrections and clarifications 
in statutes governing enterprise zones and clarifies that for business firms to continue qualifying for a 
long term rural enterprise zone the average compensation at the qualified facility, after initially meeting 
the compensation threshold, must equal or exceed 150 percent of the average wage in the county for the 
year in which the requirement was initially met. The bill passed the House 48-7 and the Senate 29-1.

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HB 5025 | Business Oregon Budget 
 
HB 5025 is the budget bill for the Oregon Business Development Department (Business Oregon). The 
Department administers programs that aid business and community development. This budget also 
includes the Arts Commission and funding for the Oregon Film and Video Office. The adopted budget 
totals $641.4 million. Of this total, $165.6 million is supported by General Fund or Lottery Funds. The bill 
includes $5.1 million in General Fund and Lottery Funds reductions from current service level, to help 
balance the state budget and redirect funding to other programs. Funding for the Oregon Manufacturing 
Innovation Center, Small Business Development Centers, Oregon RAIN, and a new Rural Opportunities 
Initiative program are enhanced by $4.8 million. The budget also added funds to support continued 
operation of the new Solar Incentivization Program, and the duties of the Certification Office of Business 
Inclusion and Diversity. The bill passed the House 35-19 and passed the Senate 23-7. 
 
Effective: July 19, 2017 | Chapter 580

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SB 194 | Petitioner Challenge to a Signature Rejection by the Secretary of State 
 
SB 194 would have established that if the text of a ballot measure is fewer than 100 words, no ballot title 
may be provided and the text shall be used in lieu of a ballot title. The bill also would have allowed a chief 
petitioner to challenge in court a determination by the Secretary of State or elections official to reject a 
voter's signature on an initiative or referendum petition during the signature verification process. The bill 
did not receive a public hearing. 
 

SB 229 | Technical Changes to Election Procedures and Special Election Dates for Tax Measures 
 
SB 229 makes technical changes to elections and campaign finance requirements, and establishes 
election dates for two tax bills if either is referred to the ballot via referendum petition: January 23, 2018 
for HB 2391 (Health Care Provider Tax) and the May 15, 2018 primary election for HB 2017 
(Transportation Funding Package). The bill also provides for a joint legislative committee, comprised of 
three Senators and three Representatives, to prepare a ballot title and explanatory statement of the 
measure to be included in voters pamphlets and provides for judicial review by Oregon Supreme Court of 
the ballot title and explanatory statement.  
 
Effective: August 18, 2017 | Chapter 749 
 

SB 802 | Voter Pre-Registration at 16 Year of Age 
 
SB 802 allows a person who is at least 16 years of age to register to vote. The bill provides for

HB 2948, an identical bill, was also introduced in the House at the beginning of 
the session. The bill passed the Senate 19-10 and passed the House 37-12. 
 
Effective: January 1, 2018 | Chapter 468 
 

HB 2211 | Open Primaries 
 
HB 2211 would have referred to the ballot the question of establishing open primaries. The bill proposed 
to require all candidates for partisan office, regardless of political party affiliation or nonaffiliation, to 
appear on the same unified primary election ballot, with the two candidates receiving most votes 
advancing to general election ballot. The bill also would have allowed voters in a nonpartisan primary to 
vote for as many candidates for a position as they choose. The bill had a public hearing in the House Rules 
Committee, but did not advance. 
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HB 2584 | Reporting Threshold for Independent Campaign Expenditures 
 
Currently, a person must file a statement of independent expenditures in ORESTAR (Oregon Elections 
System for Tracking and Reporting) for communications in support of or opposition to a clearly identified 
candidate or measure, if the person makes expenditures totaling $750 or more in a calendar year. HB 
2584 would have decreased the reporting threshold from $750 to $250 in a calendar year and required 
filing to be made within seven days of reaching the threshold. Additionally, the bill would have increased 
penalties for failing to report qualifying contributions or expenditures. The bill passed the House 55-1 and 
had a public hearing in the Senate Rules Committee, but remained in committee upon adjournment.  
 

HB 2702 | Campaign Ads Authorized by Candidates 
 
HB 2702 would have required that campaign communications in support or opposition of a clearly 
identified candidate or ballot measure must identify whether the communication has been authorized by 
any candidate, petition committee, or political committee. The bill had a public hearing in the House 
Rules Committee, but remained in committee upon adjournment. 
 

HB 2873 | Municipal Corporation Ballot Measure Filing Requirements 
 
HB 2873 requires a county election official to file notice of a ballot measure involving a local option tax or 
a general obligation bond with Secretary of State on behalf of the governing body of a municipal 
corporation and requires the information filed by a county election official to be published by the 
Secretary of State on ORESTAR (Oregon Elections System for Tracking and Reporting). The bill passed the 
House 52-6 and passed the Senate unanimously. 
 
Effective: January 1, 2018 | Chapter 552

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SB 109 | Task Force on Earthquake Insurance for Residential Properties 
 
SB 109 would have established a Task Force on Statewide Earthquake Insurance for Residential Properties 
to evaluate the feasibility of a state-run, self-funding insurer or a hybrid public-private insurance authority 
for providing residential earthquake insurance, and to investigate alternatives. The bill had a public 
hearing in the Senate Business and Transportation Committee, but did not advance. 
 

SB 311 | Authorization for Seismic Retrofit Limited Tax Exemption Programs 
 
A City of Portland legislative initiative, SB 311 authorizes cities and counties to adopt and implement 
limited tax exemption programs for property owners that seismically retrofit vulnerable multifamily, 
commercial and industrial buildings. The bill authorizes local governments to provide a property tax 
exemption on the value of a building for up to 15 years, or the total amount of eligible engineering, 
architectural, and structural retrofit costs, whichever comes first. The seismic retrofit must meet 
standards published by the American Society of Civil Engineers or otherwise specified by the city or 
county. Additionally, the bill requires that local taxing jurisdictions representing at least 75 percent of the 
combined rate of property taxation agree to establish a tax exemption program and specify a cap on the 
total amount of tax exemptions that may be approved as part of the program. An identical bill was also 
introduced in the House (HB 2932). 
 
The Portland Bureau of Emergency Management (PBEM) and Bureau of Development Services (BDS) 
provided testimony in support of SB 311, as did the Association of Oregon Counties, City Club of Portland, 
Masonry Building Owners of Oregon, Restore Oregon, and the American Council of Engineering 
Companies. The bill passed both chambers unanimously. 
 
Effective: October 6, 2017 | Chapter 537 
 

SB 364 | Tax Credit for Emergency Supply Containers 
 
SB 364 would have created an income tax credit for donation of shipping containers to public entities to 
store emergency supplies within 1,000 feet of public buildings. The amount of the tax credit would have 
been equal to ten percent of the retail value of the container. The bill was referred by the Senate 
Veterans and Emergency Preparedness Committee to the Joint Tax Credits Committee, but remained in 
the committee upon adjournment. The proposed tax credit also was not incorporated in the omnibus tax 
credits bill approved by lawmakers (see HB 2066 on page 95).  
 

SB 661 | Emergency Communications Account Sweeps 
 
SB 661 would have required that moneys in the Emergency Communications Account only be used for 
prescribed statutory purposes except in case of a fiscal emergency. The Bureau of Emergency 
Communications (BOEC) provided testimony in support. The bill was referred by the Senate Veterans and 
Emergency Preparedness Committee to the Joint Ways and Means Committee, but remained in the 
committee upon adjournment.  
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SB 850 | Volunteer Committee to Assist the Oregon Seismic Safety Policy Advisory Commission 
 
SB 850 creates a volunteer committee to assist with the work of the Oregon Seismic Safety Policy 
Advisory Commission (OSSPAC), primarily to investigate issues related to residential earthquake insurance 
and mass care and displacement. The measure also directs state agencies to offer supplemental staff 
support and requires a report to the State Resilience Officer. The bill passed both chambers unanimously. 
 
Effective: June 14, 2017 | Chapter 355 
 

SB 958 | Removal-Fill Permit for the Transport of Crude Oil 
 
SB 958 would have authorized the Department of State Lands (DSL) director to issue a removal-fill permit 
for a project that facilitates the transport of crude oil only if the project is for public use, satisfies a public 
need that outweighs harm to navigation, fisheries, and recreation, and meets all other statutory 
requirements. The bill had a public hearing in the Senate Environment and Natural Resources Committee, 
but did not advance.  
 

HB 2131 | Oil Spill Prevention and Emergency Response 
 
HB 2131 would have established planning and safety requirements for railroads that ship oil and 
hazardous materials. The bill would have: (1) expanded training and exercise authority given to the 
Oregon State Fire Marshal (OSFM), (2) required railroads to demonstrate their ability to cover the costs 
associated with a worst-case spill, (3) included rail with other transporters of oil who are required to 
submit environmental contingency plans to the Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ), (4) ensured

The bill was amended in the Joint Ways and 
Means Committee to change privacy requirements of contingency plans complying with federal laws and 
to appropriate funds to support the development of contingency plans. Due to concern over insufficient 
transparency in safety plans after the amendments, HB 2131 was referred from the House floor back to 
the Joint Ways and Means Committee, where it remained upon adjournment.  
 

HB 2140 | Seismic Risk Disclosure 
 
A City of Portland legislative initiative, HB 2140 ŀŘŘǎ ǘǿƻ ǉǳŜǎǘƛƻƴǎ ŀōƻǳǘ ǎŜƛǎƳƛŎ Ǌƛǎƪ ǘƻ ǘƘŜ ǎŜƭƭŜǊǎΩ 
disclosure statement for residential real estate transactions: "Was the house constructed before 1974?" 
(the year the first statewide building code ensured new homes throughout Oregon were bolted to their 
foundation) and "If yes, has the house been bolted to the foundation?" The Portland Bureau of 
Emergency Management provided testimony in support of the bill. The bill passed the House 58-1 and 
the Senate 24-5. An identical bill to was also introduced in the Senate (SB 312).

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HB 2687 | Purchase of Emergency Preparedness Equipment Grant Program  
 
HB 2687 creates the Resiliency Grant Fund, to be capitalized with Article XI-Q bonds and administered by 
the Office of Emergency Management (OEM)Φ ¢ƘŜ CǳƴŘΩǎ ǇǳǊǇƻǎŜ ƛǎ to enable the purchase and 
distribution of emergency preparedness equipment throughout the state by local governments, special 
government bodies, and private organizations that qualify for federal tax-exempt status. The bill passed 
both chambers unanimously. SB 5505 approved $5 million in Article XI-Q bonds to finance the fund.  
 
Effective: August 8, 2017 | Chapter 657 
 

HB 2888 | Oregon Public Utility Homeland Security Commission 
 
HB 2888 would have established a grant program to provide financial assistance for emergency 
preparedness and response projects undertaken by publicly-owned utilities. The bill would have 
established the Oregon Public Utility Homeland Security Commission within the Office of Emergency 
Management (OEM) to review grant applications. The bill had a public hearing in the House Veterans and 
Emergency Preparedness Committee, but did not advance.  
 

HB 2889 | Task Force on Secure Pipelines and Associated Storage Units and Terminals 
 
HB 2889 would have created a 17-member Task Force on Secure Pipelines and Associated Storage Units 
and Terminals that would have included seven state agencies, cities, counties or tribes, and energy 
industry representatives. The task force would have been directed to study and report on: (1) safety 
standards for pipelines, associated storage units, and terminals; (2) technologies and processes to provide 
for safe transportation and storage of flammable substances through pipelines and in associated facilities; 
(3) the degree to which safety technologies and processes will mitigate dangers posed by seismic activity 
and natural disasters; and (4) the costs associated with use of safety technologies and processes. The 
Regional Disaster Preparedness Organization (of which the City of Portland is a member) provided a letter 
of support for the bill. HB 2889 was referred by the House Energy and Environment Committee to the 
Joint Ways and Means Committee, where it remained upon adjournment.  
 

HB 3241 | PACE Financing for Single-Family Dwellings

HB 3427 | Emergency Action Plan for High Hazard Dams 
 
HB 3427 requires owners or operators of high hazard dams to develop emergency action plans and 
directs the Oregon Water Resources Department (OWRD) to determine the frequency for conducting 
emergency response exercises at high hazard dams and to inspect high hazard dams annually unless 
OWRD determines a different schedule is appropriate. The bill defines high hazard dams as those where 
loss of human life is expected, should the dam fail, and does not apply to federally regulated dams. The 
bill passed the House unanimously and passed the Senate 28-1.

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SB 5505 & HB 5006 | State Budget Reconciliation: Seismic Rehabilitation Grants 
 
The capital construction (SB 5505) and budget reconciliation (HB 5006) bills approved by the Legislature 
include $100 million for seismic rehabilitation to school facilities and $20 million for seismic rehabilitation 
grants to emergency services facilities.

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SB 175 | Renewable Energy Development Tax Credit 
 
SB 175 would have extended the sunset on the authorization to auction tax credits to fund the 
Renewable Energy Development grant program from January 1, 2018 to January 1, 2024. The bill had a 
public hearing in the Senate Energy and Environment Committee, but did not advance. An extension of 
the Renewable Energy Development tax credit was not in the omnibus tax credits bill approved by 
lawmakers (see HB 2066 on page 95). 
 

SB 990 | Small Modular Nuclear Reactors  
 
SB 990 would have exempted small modular nuclear fission reactors under 300 megawatts from certain 
siting restrictions that apply to nuclear-fueled thermal power plants. The bill would have required small 
modular reactors to be sited in a city or county where the electors have approved the location of the 
reactors. The bill passed the Senate 25-4 and was referred to the House Energy and Environment 
Committee, but did not advance.  
 

SB 952 | Oregon Energy Commission  
 
SB 952 would have established an Oregon Energy Commission to serve as the policymaking and 
rulemaking body for the Oregon Department of Energy (ODOE) and would have required ODOE to 
develop a statewide strategic energy report. The bill would have reduced the maximum percentage of an

also proposed to transfer the small-scale energy loan program from the ODOE to Business Oregon and 
transfer the oil-heated dwellings energy account to Oregon Housing and Community Services (OHCS). In 
addition, the bill would have authorized government entities to sell outstanding tax credits back to 
Business Oregon. SB 952 was referred by the Senate Business and Transportation Committee to the 
Senate Rules Committee and then referred to the Joint Ways and Means Committee, where it remained 
upon adjournment.  
 

SB 1007 & HB 3343 | Climate Test for Review of Fossil Fuel Infrastructure Projects 
 
SB 1007 would have directed the Oregon Department of Energy in consultation with other agencies to 
develop a climate test for state permitting agencies to use when reviewing applications for proposed 
fossil fuel infrastructure projects. The bill had a public hearing in the Senate Environment and Natural 
Resources Committee, but did not advance. An identical bill, HB 3343, likewise received a public hearing 
in the House Energy and Environment Committee, but did not advance.  
 

HB 2020 | Oregon Department of Energy and Climate 
 
HB 2020 would have reorganized the Oregon Department of Energy (ODOE) as the Oregon Department of 
Energy and Climate and would have established the Oregon Energy and Climate Board to advise the 
Oregon Department of Energy and Climate, taking the place of the Global Warming Commission and the 
Energy Advisory Workgroup. The bill would have also established an Energy Industry Advisory Committee 
as well as an Interagency Climate Coordinating Committee. HB 2020 was approved by the House Energy 
and Environment Committee and House Rules Committee, but remained in the Joint Ways and Means 
Committee upon adjournment.

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HB 2111 | Solar Panel Prohibitions in Planned Community Bylaws 
 
HB 2111 voids planned community bylaw provisions that prevent a homeowner from installing and using 
solar panels and allows an owner who is subject to such provisions to petition for the removal of the 
provision. The bill specifies that homeowner associations may adopt and enforce provisions that impose 
reasonable size, placement, or aesthetic requirements for solar panel installation or use. The bill passed 
the House 56-3 and passed the Senate 19-9. 
 
Effective: January 1, 2018 | Chapter 282 
 

HB 2132 | PACE Financing for Energy Storage, Electric Vehicle Charging, and Water Conservation 
 
Oregon statute authorizes local governments to administer Property-Assessed Clean Energy (PACE) 
programs to assist in providing financing for the cost of energy efficiency, renewable energy 
improvements, and seismic retrofits to private commercial, industrial, and multifamily properties. 
Financing for PACE improvements is secured by the property and repaid as an addition to the property 
tax bill. HB 2132 expands the type of improvements that can be made through a PACE program to include 
energy storage, smart electric vehicle charging stations, and water efficiency. Prosper Portland provided 
testimony in support of the bill, which passed both chambers with broad bipartisan support.  
 
Effective: October 6, 2017 | Chapter 283 
 

HB 2133 | Biomass Facility 20 MW Cap for Community-Based Renewable Energy Requirement 
 
HB 2133 would have amended the Oregon Renewable Portfolio Standard eight percent community-based 
renewable energy requirement. Current statute specifies that electric utilities serving 25,000 or more 
retail electricity customers source eight percent of their aggregate electrical capacity from small-scale 
renewable energy facilities with a generating capacity of 20 megawatts or less, or from facilities that 
generate electricity using biomass that also generate thermal energy for a secondary purpose. HB 2133 
would have specified that regardless of a biomass facility's nameplate capacity, it may be used to comply 
with the requirement for up to 20 megawatts of capacity. The bill passed the House 36-19, but did not 
advance in the Senate.

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HB 2681 | Renewable Energy Tax Credit (RETC) 
 
HB 2681 would have extended the sunset for the Residential Energy Tax Credit (RETC) from January 1, 
2018 to January 1, 2024. The bill was amended in the House Energy and Environment Committee to 
require the Oregon Department of Energy (ODOE) to take steps to ensure that the RETC: addresses rising 
fossil fuel costs, the need for energy conservation and economic feasibility of alternative forms of energy; 
promotes energy savings and transformation; incentivizes taxpayer actions that would not otherwise 
occur; attracts applications from varying demographics; and coordinates with use of other available 
incentives. The Bureau of Planning and Sustainability provided testimony in support of HB 2681 and HB 
2760 (see below). HB 2681 was referred by the House Energy and Environment Committee to the Joint 
Tax Credits Committee and another public hearing was held, but the bill remained in committee upon 
adjournment. An extension of the RETC also was not in the omnibus tax credits bill approved by 
lawmakers (see HB 2066 on page 96).  
 

HB 2710 | Energy Efficiency Standards

HB 2711 | Hydraulic Fracturing Moratorium 
 
HB 2711 would have imposed a statewide moratorium on hydraulic fracturing until 2027. The bill would 
have excluded from definition of "hydraulic fracturing" any drilling required for natural gas storage wells, 
geothermal wells, or coal bed methane extraction wells already in existence. The bill passed the House 
32-26 and had a public hearing in the Senate Environment and Natural Resources Committee, but did not 
advance.  
 

HB 2755 | Value of Transferable Energy Tax Credits  
 
HB 2755 would have required the value of transferable energy tax credits to be determined during the 
calendar quarter in which the agreement is reached to transfer the credit. The bill did not receive a public 
hearing. 
 

HB 2759 | Transferability of Energy Tax Credits  
 
HB 2759 would have prohibited the transfer of energy-related tax credits held by tax-exempt or 
governmental entities, including cities. Instead, the bill would have provided for the purchase of the tax 
credits by the Oregon Department of Energy (ODOE). The bill did not have a public hearing.

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HB 2760 | Property Tax Exemption for Renewable Energy Systems  
 
HB 2760 extends the property tax exemption for alternative energy systems from July 1, 2017 to July 1, 
2023. The tax exemption applies to solar, geothermal, wind, water, fuel cell or methane gas energy 
systems for heating, cooling or generating electricity that primarily offset onsite electricity use or are part 
of a net metering facility. The Bureau of Planning and Sustainability provided testimony in support of both 
HB 2760 and HB 2681 (see above). The bill passed the House 56-1 and passed the Senate 22-8.  
 
Effective: October 6, 2017 | Chapter 542 
 

HB 3032 | Pre-Certification for Energy Tax Credits  
 
HB 3032 would have extended the availability of Energy Incentive Program and Transportation 
transferable tax credits for holders of preliminary certifications. The value of the transferable tax credit 
would have been the lower of the value determined at the time of application for preliminary certification 
or at the time of final certification. An amendment to limit the applicability of the bill to government and 
other tax-exempt entities was also considered. The Bureau of Planning and Sustainability provided 
testimony in support of HB 3032. The bill had a public hearing in the House Revenue Committee, but 
remained in committee upon adjournment. The policy proposed in HB 3032 was not included in the 
omnibus tax credits bill approved by lawmakers (see HB 2066 on page 95).  
 

HB 3241 | PACE Financing for Single-Family Dwellings 
 
HB 3241 would have expanded the authorization for local governments to establish Property Assessed 
Clean Energy (PACE) programs to include single-family dwellings, defined in the bill as residences of one 
to four units. Local governments would have been able to establish programs for seismic rehabilitation 
projects as well as energy and water efficiency investments. The bill was approved by the House Energy 
and Environment Committee and was then referred from the House floor to the House Rules Committee, 
where it remained upon adjournment. 
 

HB 3344 | Funding Prohibition for Bulk Coal or Oil Terminal Projects 
 
HB 3344 would have prohibited the Legislature from funding any new bulk coal or oil terminal project for 
the biennium beginning July 1, 2017. The bill would have established a formula for calculating cleanup 
cost of "worst case spills," and required applicable rail carriers to submit annual statements to the 
Department of Environmental Quality that (1) show adequate insurance to cover losses associated with a 
worst-case spill, (2) identify average and largest shipments of oil or hazardous materials along certain 
high hazard routes, and (3) show adequate finances to cover cleanup costs associated with a worst-case 
spill. The bill also would have required the Department of State Lands to issue or renew removal-fill 
permits or leases for projects that facilitate the transportation of crude oil only for a public use and when 
the risks of the project are outweighed by public need. The bill had a public hearing in the House Energy 
and Environment Committee, but did not advance.

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SB 3 | Suction Dredge Mining Moratorium 
 
SB 3 replaces a previous moratorium on suction dredge mining with a prohibition on motorized mining in 
areas designated as essential salmon habitat. The prohibition extends from the stream bed to the 
ordinary high water line. Additionally, in other areas, suction dredge operators must obtain a permit from 
Department of Environmental Quality. The bill passed the Senate 21-9 and passed the House 38-20. 
 
Effective: January 1, 2018 | Chapter 300 
 

SB 110 | Report on Regulation of Lead-Based Paint Activities 
 
SB 110 would have directed the Oregon Health Authority to prepare a report on the efficacy of laws 
regulating lead-based paint activities and potential improvements that may be made to regulation of 
lead-based paint activities. The bill did not have a public hearing. 
 

SB 198 | Oregon Independent Science Review Board  
 
SB 198 would have created the Oregon Independent Science Review Board and would establish an 
Independent Scientific Review Secretariat, both appointed by the Governor. The purpose was to convene 
scientific panels to address questions from state agencies, local governments and private persons for 
independent scientific review of complex, multidisciplinary natural resource issues that require the 
involvement of multiple agencies. The bill had a public hearing in the Senate Environment and Natural 
Resources Committee, but did not advance. 
 

SB 359 | Brownfield Tax Credit  
 
SB 359 would have created a $1,000 personal or corporate income tax credit for a taxpayer who creates 
25 or more jobs, or increases the number of jobs by 30 percent over a three-year period, during 
remediation of a brownfield site. The bill also proposed to require that the Oregon Department of 
Environmental Quality certify a taxpayer's eligibility to claim the credit. The bill had a public hearing in the 
Senate Environment and Natural Resources Committee, but did not advance. 
 

SB 426 | Low Carbon Fuel Standards Repeal

SB 557 | Carbon Pollution Market  
 
SB 557 would have directed the Environmental Quality Commission (EQC) to adopt rules for a carbon 
pollution market for sources that annually emit more than 25,000 metric tons of carbon dioxide or a 
carbon dioxide equivalent. The bill also would have directed the EQC to set a cap on the total allowed 
emissions from these sources that decreases annually until 2050 and created tradable allowances that 
the sources must remit to meet the compliance obligation. The Bureau of Planning and Sustainability and 
the Portland Bureau of Transportation provided a joint letter in support of both SB 557 and SB 748 (see 
below). The bill was referred without recommendation by the Senate Environment and Natural Resources 
Committee to the Senate Rules Committee. However, the Senate President instead ordered the bill be 
referred to a policy committee no longer permitted to schedule work sessions on bills.

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SB 748 | Carbon Pollution Permit Program 
 
SB 748 would have directed the Environmental Quality Commission (EQC) to create a carbon pollution 
permit program requiring sources that annually emit more than 25,000 units of a carbon dioxide 
equivalent to obtain a permit for their emissions. The bill would haǾŜ ŀŘƧǳǎǘŜŘ hǊŜƎƻƴΩǎ ƛƴŎǊŜƳŜƴǘŀƭ 
greenhouse reduction goals while maintaining an overall statewide goal of reducing emissions by 75 
percent from 1990 levels by the year 2050. A certain number of allowances would have been set aside for 
cost compliance assistance and electric and natural gas utility low-income rate relief. Revenues from the 
sale of allowances would have supported two newly-established funds, the Oregon Climate Investment 
Fund (under the State Highway Fund) and the Just Transition Fund, to be administered by Business 
Oregon. The programs would have supported various climate resilience and adaptation projects, 
including transportation projects, in addition to supporting disadvantaged communities through job 
creation, job training, and other employment and mental health services for those impacted by climate 
change or climate change policies. The Bureau of Planning and Sustainability and the Portland Bureau of 
Transportation provided a joint letter in support of both SB 557 (see above) and SB 748. The bill had a 
public hearing in in the Senate Environment and Natural Resources Committee, but did not advance.  
 

SB 871 | Air Quality in Residential Demolitions

a demolition to obtain a permit from the city and be certified to engage in lead-based paint activities by 
the Oregon Health Authority (OHA). The bill authorizes a city to require a person performing a demolition 
to provide the city with a copy of the asbestos survey and asbestos abatement plan that are mandated by 
the Oregon Department of Environmental Quality. A program must also require demolition practices to 
contain lead-based paint dust created on best practices developed by OHA in consultation with other 
agencies and stakeholders. The bill specifies that after OHA develops best practices for lead-based paint 
dust containment a city may not require best practices in addition to those developed and updated by 
OHA. However, SB 871 does not otherwise restrict cities from further regulating demolition of residential 
buildings. Commissioner Eudaly submitted testimony and the Bureau of Development Services provided 
testimony in support of the bill. SB 871 passed the Senate unanimously and passed the House 53-5.  
 
Effective: October 6, 2017 | Chapter 739 
 

SB 892 | Aerial Spraying of Pesticides to Forestland 
 
SB 892 would have directed the Oregon Forestry Department to maintain an electronic reporting and 
notification system for filing and sending notice of aerial application of pesticides to privately owned 
forestland. The bill had a public hearing in the Senate Environment and Natural Resources Committee, 
but did not advance.

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SB 929 | Neonicotinoids 
 
SB 929 proposed to require the Oregon Department of Agriculture to classify neonicotinoids as restricted 
use pesticides. The bill would have restricted the sale and use of pesticide products containing 
neonicotinoids, and required information concerning restrictions to be included in educational materials 
from Oregon State University Extension Services. The bill had a public hearing in the Senate Environment 
and Natural Resources Committee, but did not advance.  
 

SB 995 | Hazardous Materials 
 
SB 995 would have expanded requirements under the Oregon Community Right to Know and Protection 
Act to inform first responders on locations of hazardous substances in their jurisdiction. The bill proposed 
additional reporting requirements, including a requirement for employers to submit an annual materials 
balance report to the Oregon Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ) showing the weight in pounds 
of each facility's input and output of hazardous substances. The bill had a public hearing in the Senate 
Environment and Natural Resources Committee, but did not advance. 
 

SB 1008 | Diesel Emissions Reductions

implemented a variety of mandates for phasing out certain on-road and off-road diesel engines. The bill 
also proposed public contracting requirements for use of clean diesel equipment in certain public 
improvement work. However, SB 1008 was substantially amended to eliminate the mandate language, 
clarify definitions, and authorize the receipt and use of approximately $70 million from the Environmental 
Mitigation Trust Agreement (Volkswagen settlement funds). The bill adds qualifying replacements of 
motor vehicles and equipment costs as eligible under the Clean Diesel Engine Fund, which provides grants 
and loans to incentivize the phase out, including retrofits, repowers and now replacements, of certain 
diesel engines and equipment. The bill prioritizes funds for retrofit, repower and replacement of school 
buses engines and extends the deadline for all school buses to retrofit, replace or repower diesel engines 
from January 1, 2017 to January 1, 2025. The Bureau of Planning and Sustainability provided testimony in 
support of SB 1008. The bill passed the Senate unanimously and passed the House 55-4.  
 
Effective: August 15, 2017 | Chapter 742 
 

SB 1017 | Wildfire Buffer Zones 
 
SB 1017 would have required the State Forester to establish guidelines for wildfire buffer zones that 
produce defensible spaces around lands in the forestland-urban interface, including the removal of all 
trees at a minimum of 300 feet from a residential structure. The bill had a public hearing in the Senate 
Environment and Natural Resources Committee, but did not advance.

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SB 1037 | Local Authority to Regulate Genetically Engineered Seed and Seed Products 
 
SB 1037 would have modified the state preemption on local laws to inhibit or prevent the production or 
use of agricultural or other seed. The modification would have allowed local governments to enact and 
enforce laws to inhibit or prevent the production or use of genetically engineered seeds and seed 
products. The goal of the bill was to protect non-genetically engineered seeds and products from 
potential adverse impacts. The existing preemption does not apply to Jackson County, where voters had 
previously approved a ban on propagation of genetically modified organisms. The bill also would have 
exempted Josephine County from the preemption, where a voter-approved measure similar to the 
Jackson County ban was nullified by the state statute. SB 1037 had a public hearing in the Senate 
Environment and Natural Resources Committee, but did not advance. 
 

SB 1062 | Healthy and Safe Schools 
 
SB 1062 requires school districts, education service districts (ESDs) and public charter schools to develop 
and adopt a Healthy and Safe Schools Plan to address environmental conditions in facilities regularly used 
by students or staff. The bill directs districts and schools to provide a copy of the plan to the Oregon 
Department of Education, annually review and revise the plan, and make the results of tests conducted 
under the plan public within 10 business days of receiving results. The bill also transfers $2 million from 
the State School Funds (SSF) in 2019 to a new Healthy School Facilities Fund to provide grants to test and 
reduce potential environmental hazards in school facilities. The bill permits the Oregon Health Authority 
(OHA) to make recommendations on practices to reduce environmental conditions that may present 
health concerns and requires OHA to adopt mandatory guidelines for testing of water used for drinking 
and food preparation. The bill passed the Senate unanimously and passed the House 55-4. 
 
Effective: August 8, 2017 | Chapter 700 
 

SB 1070 | Carbon Pollution Market and Statewide Cap on Greenhouse Gas Emissions 
 
SB 1070 proposed to require that the Environmental Quality Commission adopt rules to set more 
ambitious statewide greenhouse gas emissions goals and establish a carbon pollution market. The bill 
specified that carbon pollution market rules would include a statewide cap on greenhouse gas emissions 
beginning in 2021 that decreases through 2050, established a corresponding budget of emissions 
allowances that decreases over time, and specified the distribution of emissions allowances. The bill 
would have required that proceeds from the auction of emissions allowances be reinvested into projects 
to reduce car pollution and create jobs in economically distressed communities. Co-sponsored by 33 
legislators, the bill was introduced the day before adjournment sine die to initiate discussion of potential 
similar legislation for the 2018 session.

City of Portland  2017 Legislative Report 

SB 5518 | Department of Environmental Quality Budget 
 
SB 5518 is the budget bill for the Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ). The total funds budget is 
nine percent higher than the 2015-17 legislatively approved budget and the general fund portion is 18 
percent higher than 2015-17 funding. The approved budget includes $2.5 million to improve capacity and 
purchase equipment for air quality monitoring, $1.3 million for low interest loans to repair or replace 
failing septic systems, and $250,000 for the wood smoke reduction program. The bill passed the Senate 
18-10 and passed the House 39-19. 
 
Effective July 19, 2017 | Chapter 591 
 

SB 5530 | Lottery Bonds: Portland Harbor Superfund Site Cleanup 
 
SB 5530 authorizes the issuance of lottery bonds for specified projects, including $3 million in lottery 
bonds for Portland Harbor Superfund Site cleanup (in addition to $5 million in general funds provided 
in HB 5006). The City of Portland, Port of Portland, and NW Natural provided testimony in support of 
allocating $10 million in lottery bonds to the Portland Harbor Cleanup Fund, which Governor Brown 
proposed in her recommended budget. 
 
Effective: August 15, 2017 | Chapter 748 
 

HB 2135 | Carbon Pollution Market 
 
HB 2135 ǿƻǳƭŘ ƘŀǾŜ ŀŘƧǳǎǘŜŘ hǊŜƎƻƴΩǎ ƎǊŜŜƴƘƻǳǎŜ Ǝŀǎ ǊŜŘǳŎǘƛƻƴ Ǝƻŀƭǎ ǿƘƛƭŜ ƳŀƛƴǘŀƛƴƛƴƎ ŀƴ ƻǾŜǊŀƭƭ 
statewide goal of reducing emissions by 75 percent from 1990 levels by the year 2050. The bill would 
have required the Environmental Quality Commission (EQC) to adopt a carbon pollution market that caps 
carbon dioxide emissions for certain entities that exceed 25,000 metric tons of emissions annually. The 
bill would have authorized the sale of allowances to entities emitting beyond the cap in addition to the 
sale of credits from in-state offset projects resulting in the reduction or removal of greenhouse gas 
emissions. Revenues from the sale of allowances would have funded climate resilience and adaptation 
projects, transportation projects, support for disadvantaged communities through job creation, job 
training, and other employment and health services for those impacted by climate change. The bill was 
amended and referred by the House Energy and Environment Committee to the House Rules Committee, 
but remained in committee upon adjournment.  
 

HB 2268 | Underground Storage Tanks Fees 
 
HB 2268 increases underground storage tank permit fees to maintain existing staff positions in the

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HB 2269 | Cleaner Air Permit Fees

existing Clean Diesel Fund to authorize additional fund uses, including the replacement of diesel engines, 
and to authorize the fund to accept moneys from the Environmental Mitigation Trust Agreement 
(Volkswagen Settlement). Finally, HB 2269 would have authorized the Oregon Department of 
Environmental Quality (DEQ) to assess civil penalties for violations of motor vehicle emission standards. 
The penalty authority would not apply to vehicle owners or lessees. The Clean Diesel Fund provisions 
were included in a separate bill approved by lawmakers this session (SB 1008). The bill was referred from 
the House Energy and Environment Committee to the Joint Ways and Means Committee. The 
Subcommittee on Natural Resources held two public hearings, but the bill did not advance. 

 
HB 2321 | Mandatory Inspections of Boats for Invasive Species 
 
HB 2321 would have authorized a law enforcement officer to stop a person transporting a boat who 
bypassed a mandatory invasive species inspection station and require they return to inspection station 
within five miles. The bill also would have required the person transporting a boat to remove or open all 
drain plugs, bailers, valves or other devices used to control water draining before transporting a boat 
within the state and exempted people operating nonmotorized boats under eight feet in length from the 
permit requirements. The bill passed the House 54-3 and was referred by the Senate Environment and 
Natural Resources Committee to the Joint Ways and Means Committee, but the bill remained in 
committee upon adjournment. 
 

HB 2327 | Oregon Watershed Enhancement Board Statutes 
 
HB 2327 was proposed by the Oregon Watershed Enhancement Board (OWEB) to update its authorizing 
statutes and related statutes. Provisions of the bill include requiring recipients of OWEB grants to 
maintain liability insurance in connection with the grant, as well as removal of the guidance statement 
and framework of the healthy streams partnership from the Oregon Plan. The bill passed both chambers 
unanimously. 
 
Effective: January 1, 2018 | Chapter 014 
 

HB 2459 | Brownfield Tax Credits Task Force 
 
HB 2459 would have created a Brownfield Tax Credits Task Force to study, evaluate, and make 
recommendations concerning brownfields tax credits. The bill did not have a public hearing.  
 

HB 2480 | Preemption on Local Regulation of Fossil Fuel Infrastructure Expansion 
 
HB 2480 would have preempted local governments from enacting any ordinance regulating expansion of 
infrastructure for the primary purpose of transporting or storing fossil fuels. The bill did not receive a 
public hearing.

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HB 2669 | Community Right to Know Regulatory Program Fee Increase 
 
Oregon statute authorizes local governments to establish community right to know regulatory programs 
that require employers to report information for public disclosure related to the use, storage, possession, 
and release of hazardous and toxic substances. HB 2669 would have increased allowed fees for 
community right to know programs, modified requirements for enactment of a program, and created 
employer reporting and data retention requirements. The bill had a public hearing in the House Energy 
and Environment Committee, but did not advance. 
 

HB 2704 | Low Emission and Electric Vehicle Rebates 
 
See the Transportation section on page 107. 
 

HB 2725 | Wood Smoke Program Changes 
 
HB 2725 would have allocated $1 million to the Residential Solid Fuel Heating Air Quality Improvement 
Fund, which helps reduce emissions from solid fuel burning devices such as woodstoves. The bill was 
referred by the House Energy and Environment Committee to the Joint Ways and Means Committee. The 
Subcommittee on Natural Resources held a public hearing, but the bill remained in the committee upon 
adjournment.  
 
The Legislature did provide $250,000 in general funds through the adoption of the budget for the Oregon 
Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ), SB 5518. 
 

HB 2785 | Removal-Fill Exemption for Agricultural Use 
 
HB 2785 creates an exemption from removal-fill permit requirements for the establishment, repair, 
restoration, resumption, or replacement of a dwelling or agricultural building that is located on land 
zoned as exclusive farm use, forest use, or mixed farm and forest use, if the use was established on or 
before January 1, 2017. The exemption applies to agricultural dwellings that were established subject to 
county approval or lawfully established on or before December 31, 1973 and agricultural buildings or 
activities that are associated with a dwelling or agricultural building that have received county land use 
approval and are located on the same lot or parcel as the associated dwelling or agricultural building. The 
bill passed both chambers unanimously.  
 
Effective: January 1, 2018 | Chapter 428 
 

HB 2786 | Removal-Fill Law Limitation to Properties on State Wetlands Inventory 
 
HB 2786 would have prohibited the Oregon Department of State Lands from applying removal-fill laws to 
a lot or parcel that is not designated as wetlands, or as including wetlands, in the State Wetlands 
Inventory. The Bureau of Environmental Services provided testimony in opposition to the bill, which had a 
public hearing in the House Agriculture and Natural Resources Committee, but did not advance.

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HB 2950 | Portland Harbor Cleanup and St. Helens Waterfront Development Project  
 
HB 2950 would have allocated $1.5 million to the City of St. Helens to evaluate the feasibility, initiate 
permitting, and conduct proof of concept analyses for its central waterfront development and Portland 
Harbor cleanup support project. The project would have received dredged sediments from Portland 
Harbor and added up to 40 acres of developable riverfront property to the City of St. Helens. The bill was 
referred by the House Economic Development and Trade Committee to the Joint Ways and Means 
Committee, where it remained upon adjournment. 

 
HB 2968 | Brownfield Cleanup Program Study 
 
HB 2968 directs the Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ) to study and propose recommendations 
on legislative, regulatory, and other actions to develop a coordinated voluntary cleanup program that 
ǿƻǳƭŘ ǊŜǎǳƭǘ ƛƴ ǇŀǊǘƛŎƛǇŀƴǘǎΩ ǊŜƭŜŀǎŜ ŦǊƻƳ ǎǘŀǘŜ ŀƴŘ ŦŜŘŜǊŀƭ Ŏleanup liability. DEQ must make its 
recommendations to the Legislature by September 15, 2018. The bill passed the House 53-3 and passed 
the Senate 29-1. A similar bill (HB 3022) that would have directed DEQ to study brownfields programs in 
other states did not advance. 
 
Effective May 25, 2017 | Chapter 168 
 

HB 3006 |  Oregon-based Wildfire Suppression Equipment Contractors 
 
HB 3006 would have required the Oregon Department of Forestry (ODF) to establish a list of Oregon-
based contractors qualified to supply ODF with wildfire suppression equipment in time for a fire season 
beginning on or after January 1, 2018. Prior to amendments adopted in the House Agriculture and 
Natural Resources Committee, the bill also would have required that Oregon-based contractors be 
prioritized to receive wildfire fighting contracts. The amended bill passed the House 56-2 and had a public 
hearing in the Senate Environment and Natural Resources Committee, but did not advance further.  
 

HB 3047 | Penalty for Weaponizing Drones/Unmanned Aircraft Systems

HB 3105 | Product Stewardship for Household Hazardous Waste 
 
HB 3105 proposed to establish a product stewardship program for the collection of household hazardous 
waste products. Covered products would have excluded batteries, mercury containing lamps, 
pharmaceuticals, paint, certain agricultural products, electronics, and personal care products. HB 3105 
would have banned the sale of covered products in Oregon unless the product is labeled for and included 
in a plan for an approved stewardship program. The House Energy and Environment Committee referred 
the bill to the Joint Ways and Means Committee, where it remained upon adjournment.

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HB 3137 | Addition of Brownfields to Definition of Blighted Areas

HB 3142 | Nongovernmental Entity Funds to Brownfield Redevelopment Loan Program 
 
HB 3142 would have required that ten percent of public purpose charge monies received by the Energy 
Trust of Oregon be used to provide loans to land bank authorities to acquire, rehabilitate, or redevelop 
brownfields. The bill had a public hearing in the House Economic Development and Trade Committee, but 
did not advance.  
 

HB 3228 | Expanded Wildlife Management Goals 
 
HB 3228 would have expanded state wildlife management goals to include protection, maintenance, and 
restoration of indigenous nongame wildlife resources for their intrinsic values, ecosystem functions, and 
long term benefits. The bill had a public hearing in the House Agriculture and Natural Resources 
Committee, but did not advance. 
 

HB 3232 | Wildlife Species Introduction Rules 
 
HB 3232 would have required authorization by the Oregon Fish and Wildlife Commission prior to 
introduction of any wildlife species into an area outside the range of the species at the time of 
introduction. The bill had a public hearing in the House Agriculture and Natural Resources Committee, 
but did not advance. 
 

HB 3312 | Baseline Federal Environmental Standards 
 
HB 3312 would have established baseline federal environmental standards as of January 19, 2017, and 
would have prevented the Environmental Quality Commission (EQC) from amending or revising state 
rules to be less stringent than the baseline standards. In addition, the bill would have required state 
agencies that have been delegated authority to administer federal environmental laws to report to the 
Legislature on: (1) the federal laws administered by the agency; (2) the proposed federal changes to 
those laws; (3) whether proposed changes would diminish environmental protections; and (4) 
recommendations for legislation or resources needed to maintain baseline federal standards. The bill was 
referred by the House Energy and Environment Committee to the Joint Ways and Means Committee, but 
remained in committee upon adjournment.

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HB 3349 | Empty Beverage Containers Return Capacity 
 
HB 3349 would have required the Oregon Liquor Control Commission (OLCC), prior to expanding the 
eligibility of beverage containers for redemption, to ensure an adequate number of dealers and 
redemption centers exist to provide convenient service to all persons in the state for the return of empty 
beverage containers. The bill had a public hearing in the House Energy and Environment Committee, but 
did not advance. 
 

HB 3350 | Office of Outdoor Recreation 
  
HB 3350 establishes the Office of Outdoor Recreation within the Oregon Parks and Recreation 
Department (OPRD). The bill directs the office to: (1) coordinate outdoor recreation policy; (2) assist in 
developing or updating the outdoor recreation management strategies of OPRD; (3) coordinate with the 
Oregon Tourism Commission and Travel Information Council; (4) serve as a clearinghouse and information 
center for outdoor recreation stakeholders; and (5) develop data on the social, economic, and resource 
impacts of outdoor recreation in Oregon. The bill passed the House unanimously and passed the Senate 
19-11.  
 
Effective: August 8, 2017 | Chapter 678 
 

HB 3386 | Low Carbon Fuel Standards (LCFS) Compliance 
 
HB 3386 would have required the Environmental Quality Commission (EQC) to adopt a program to 
facilitate compliance with the low carbon fuel standard that includes provisions for regulated parties to 
purchase compliance credits from compliance generators to demonstrate compliance with low carbon 
fuel standards. Funds from the transfer of credits would have been used for reducing transportation-
related greenhouse gas emissions. The bill stipulated that compliance credits (1) would not be banked or 
traded, (2) could only transfer to DEQ regulated parties, and (3) would only be transferred at a price of 
$75 per credit. The bill was referred by the House Energy and Environment Committee to the House 
Rules Committee, but remained in committee upon adjournment. 
 

HB 3443 | Recyclable Beverage Container Reporting Requirements 
 
HB 3443 would have required the Oregon Liquor Control Commission (OLCC) to calculate and post on its 
website the number of beverage containers that carry refund value sold in Oregon during the previous 
year for all distributors and importers in Oregon. The bill would have also removed the prohibition on 
disclosure by the OLCC of beverage container return data submitted to them by the distributor, importer, 
or distributor cooperative. The bill had a public hearing in the House Revenue Committee, but remained 
in committee upon adjournment. 
 

HB 5006 | State Budget Reconciliation: Portland Harbor Cleanup; Diesel Engines Inventory 
 
The budget reconciliation bill approved by legislators includes allocations of $5 million for Portland 
Harbor Superfund Site cleanup (an additional $3 million in lottery bonds is included in SB 5530) and 
$500,000 for inventory of non-road diesel engines. 
 
Effective: August 15, 2017 | Chapter 702

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SB 43 | Lobbyist Registration and Disclosure Requirements 
 
As introduced, SB 43 would have recast current exemptions regarding lobbyist registration and 
expenditure statement filing requirements. The bill would have also added that a person who holds a 
position with a public body or a private entity, and whose work responsibilities include lobbying, is not 
exempt from lobbyist filing requirements. The bill passed the Senate 25-4. The House Rules Committee 
amended lobbyist disclosure provisions from HB 2577 (see below) into SB 43 and the amended bill passed 
the House 56-3. However, the bill did not have a concurrence vote in the Senate prior to adjournment.   
 

HB 2577 | Lobbyist Disclosure 
 
HB 2577 would have required lobbyist statements filed with Oregon Government Ethics Commission 
(OGEC) to identify each bill the lobbyist lobbied, whether the lobbyist lobbied in favor of, in opposition to, 
or for purpose of seeking amendments to bill, a list of each legislative topic the lobbyist lobbied that is 
not part of a bill, and each person or entity that hired the lobbyist. The bill passed the House 52-3. The 
Senate Rules Committee approved the bill with amendments replacing the House provisions with 
expanded lobbyist registration and reporting requirement, but the bill did not have a vote in the full 
Senate prior to adjournment.

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HB 2190 | Poker Rooms 
 
HB 2190 would have limited the ability of cities and counties to authorize social games on premises 
operated and controlled by charitable, fraternal and religious organizations only, and no longer on the 
premises of for-profit, private businesses or clubs. The ability to play social games in private homes would 
have remained unchanged. The bill passed the House 39-16 and had a public hearing in the Senate 
General Government and Accountability Committee, but did not advance.  
 

HB 2971 | Video Lottery Terminals 
 
A person holding a race meet license from the Oregon Racing Commission is allowed, under contract with 
the Lottery Commission, to have up to ten video lottery game terminals. HB 2971 would have allowed a 
race meet licensee to have up to 50 video lottery game terminals. The bill had a public hearing in the 
House Business and Labor Committee, but did not advance.

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SB 144 | Archeological Objects Unintentionally Discovered on Public Lands 
 
Existing law had allowed individuals to remove and retain certain unintentionally discovered archeological 
objects from public lands or private property. SB 144 removes this exemption for archeological objects 
unintentionally discovered on public lands. In addition, the bill requires a district attorney to determine 
whether an Indian tribe claims the seized items and requires law enforcement to notify the Commission 
on Indian Services whenever contraband items are seized. The bill passed both chambers unanimously.  
 
Effective: January 1, 2018 | Chapter 242 
 

SB 535 | Just Compensation for Condemned Property 
 
SB 535 would have required that an offer of just compensation for a condemned property subject to 
taxation may not be less than the most recent real market value determined for the property by the 
county assessor or the Oregon Department of Revenue for taxation purposes. The bill provided that if the 
condemner seeks condemnation of a portion of the property, the offer of just compensation may not be 
less than the portion percentage, by area, of the real market value of the property for which the real 
market value was determined. The bill had a public hearing in the Senate Finance and Revenue 
Committee, but remained in the committee upon adjournment. 
 

SB 890 | Auditor Oversight 
 
A City of Portland legislative initiative, SB 890 specifies that disclosure of attorney-client privileged 
information and records or attorney work product by ŀ Ŏƛǘȅ ŜƳǇƭƻȅŜŜ ǘƻ ǘƘŜ Ŏƛǘȅ ŜƭŜŎǘŜŘ ŀǳŘƛǘƻǊΩǎ ƻŦŦƛŎŜ 
does not waive the privileged nature of the communication or information. The bill passed both 
chambers unanimously.  
 
Effective: June 29, 2017 | Chapter 528 
 

HB 2356 | Debt Buyers and Debt Collectors 
 
HB 2356 establishes the required content of an initial pleading provided by a debt buyer or debt collector 
bringing legal action to collect debt and establishes required content of an affidavit that must be provided 
when seeking default or a summary judgment. The bill prohibits a court from entering judgment if the 
requirements are not met. The bill also modifies what constitutes an unlawful collection practice, requires 
a debt buyer to be licensed by the Department of Consumer and Business Services (DCBS), and includes 
specific provisions for DCBS to implement and administer these requirements, including enforcement 
actions. The bill passed both chambers by wide, bipartisan margins.

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HB 2880 | Requirement for Public Buildings to Display the U.S., Oregon, and POW/MIA Flags 
 
HB 2880 requires that all county, municipal, school district, and special district buildings upon which it is 
customary and suitable to display the United States flag, shall include infrastructure to also 
simultaneously properly display the Oregon State flag and POW/MIA flag if the building is constructed on 
or after January 1, 2018. The bill passed both chambers unanimously.  
 
Effective: January 1, 2018 | Chapter 269 
 

HB 2899 | Port Intergovernmental Agreements 
 
HB 2899 allows ports to enter intergovernmental agreements permitted of local governments under ORS 
Chapter 190. The bill passed both chamber unanimously.  
 
Effective: January 1, 2018 | Chapter 084 
 

HB 2906 | Oregon Geographic Information Council  
 
HB 2906 establishes the Oregon Geographic Information Council within the office of the State Chief 
Information Officer and specifies the membership, purposes and powers of the council. The bill also 
requires public bodies to share certain geospatial data beginning in 2020.  
 
Effective: October 6, 2017 | Chapter 166 
 

SB 5505 | City Partnership with the PSU Graduate School of Education Facility  
 
SB 5505 includes $51 million in Article XI-Q, XI-G and XI-F (1) bonds for construction of a new Graduate 
School of Education facility located at 4th and Montgomery street in Portland. The facility will be a seven 
to ten story mixed-use building with approximately 205,000 GSF of space. The project involves 
partnership commitments from the City of Portland, Portland Community College, and Oregon Health and 
Science University. The university will use partnership contributions and other funds legally available to 
the university for the constitutionally required match for the Article XI-G bonds.

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SB 81 | State Agency Authorization to Assist Veterans with Obtaining Health Care  
 
SB 81 authorizes the Oregon Department of Veterans Affairs to assist veterans with obtaining health care, 
including mental health care, via federal, state, or local health care systems. The bill passed both 
chambers unanimously. 
 
Effective: January 1, 2018 | Chapter 478 
 

SB 242 | Family Preservation Project 
 
SB 242 would have allocated funds to the YWCA of Greater Portland for the Family Preservation Project, 
which provides family-centered services for inmates and children of inmates at the Coffee Creek 
Correctional Facility in Wilsonville. The bill was referred by the Senate Human Services Committee to the 
Joint Ways and Means Committee, but remained in committee upon adjournment.  
 

SB 270 | Opioid Prescribing Guidelines for Health Care Providers 
 
SB 270 would have created new Oregon-specific opioid prescribing guidelines for health care providers 
who work in outpatient settings. The bill had a public hearing in the Senate Health Care Committee, but 
did not advance.  
 

SB 558 | Cover All Kids 
 
SB 558 requires the Oregon Health Authority (OHA) to implement the Health Care for All Oregon Children 
program and permits all children who reside in Oregon and meet financial eligibility requirements to 
enroll in health insurance coverage. The bill allocates $36.1 million to OHA to implement the program. SB 
558 passed the Senate 21-8 and passed the House 37-23. An identical bill (HB 2726) was also referred to

SB 754 | Tobacco 21 
 
SB 754 raises the legal age to purchase tobacco, nicotine products, or inhalant delivery systems from 18 
to 21 years of age. The bill establishes fines ranging from $50-$1,000 for individuals or businesses that 
distribute or sell tobacco-related products or inhalant delivery systems to someone under 21 years old. 
The bill also modifies the definition of cigarettes to include inhalant devices. The City of Portland signed a 
Senate floor letter in support of the bill. The bill passed the Senate 19-8, passed the House 39-20 with 
amendments, and then repassed the Senate 19-11.

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SB 1041 | Tracking Alcohol and Drug Treatment Expenditures 
 
SB 1041 directs the Criminal Justice Commission (CJC) to study, track, and account for all public money 
spent on alcohol and drug treatment and to submit a report to the interim Judiciary Committees. The bill 
passed both chambers unanimously.  
 
Effective: August 8, 2017 | Chapter 698 
 

HB 2215 | Right to Rest Act 
 
HB 2215 would have established the Oregon Right to Rest Act, creating a new set of definitions in statute 
regarding people experiencing homelessness. The bill would have specified that people experiencing 
homelessness are permitted to use public spaces in the same manner as any other person, and specified 
rights: (1) to use and move freely in a public space without discrimination or time limits based on housing 
status, (2) to rest and seek protection from adverse weather conditions in a manner that does not 
obstruct human or vehicle traffic, (3) to eat, share, and accept food except in spaces where food is 
prohibited, (4) to worship or practice religion without discrimination based on housing status, and (5) to 
occupy a vehicle as long as it is legally parked. The bill specified these rights as an affirmative defense to a 
civil or criminal charge, and designated the Bureau of Labor and Industries (BOLI) as the entity responsible 
for complaints. The bill did not have a public hearing.  
 

HB 2391 | Health Care Provider Tax 
 
HB 2391 creates a new tax on health insurance premiums and increases taxes on hospitals. The health 
care provider tax will raise an estimated $548 million in new revenue, which will help close the shortfall in

HB 2402 | Birth Certificates for Individuals Experiencing Homelessness 
 
HB 2402 establishes a grant program for homeless individuals to obtain a free birth certificate. The bill 
aligns the definition of homeless individual with the federal definition of homeless individual. The bill also 
establishes and allocates $50,000 to the Free Birth Certificate for Homeless Persons Fund. The bill passed 
the House unanimously and passed the Senate 25-2. 
 
Chapter 540; Effective: October 6, 2017 
 

HB 2881 | Oregon Hunger Response Fund 
 
HB 2881 would have allocated $700,000 to the Department of Human Services (DHS) for the Oregon 
Hunger Response Fund, which provides money to food banks and emergency food programs statewide to 
acquire food and new food sources, build network capacities, and link emergency food clients to other 
services. The bill was referred by the House Human Services and Housing Committee to the Joint Ways 
and Means Committee, where it remained upon adjournment.

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HB 3345 | Oregon Indoor Clean Air Act 5ŜŦƛƴƛǘƛƻƴ ƻŦ άtǳōƭƛŎ tƭŀŎŜέ  
 
HB 3345 would have increased, from 10 to 25 feet, the distance from entrances, exits, windows, and 
vents of public places and places of employment where smoking, aerosolizing, or vaporizing can occur. 
The bill also would have expanded the Oregon Indoor Clean Air !Ŏǘ ŘŜŦƛƴƛǘƛƻƴ ƻŦ άǇǳōƭƛŎ ǇƭŀŎŜέ ǘƻ ƛƴŎƭǳŘŜ 
common areas of commercial residential buildings. The bill had a public hearing in the House Health Care 
Committee, but did not advance.  
 

HB 3440 | Remove Special Training Requirements for Naloxone 
 
HB 3440 removes special training requirements from statutes governing prescribing, dispensing, and 
distributing naloxone and requires the Oregon Health Authority to publish and report information related 
to opioids and opiates. The bill provides immunity from liability for individuals administering naloxone in 
good faith. HB 3440 also makes changes to the Prescription Monitoring Program and expands the pool of 
practitioners. The bill passed both chambers unanimously.

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HJR 15 | Municipal Bonding Authority for Affordable Housing Development 
 
As introduced, HJR 15 proposed an amendment to the Oregon Constitution to allow revenue-raising bills 
to pass with a simple majority in both chambers, rather than a three-fifths majority as currently required. 
Amendments were drafted, but not introduced, to HJR 15 that would have replaced the measure with a 
proposed constitutional amendment to modify municipal bonding authority related to affordable 
housing. The amendments to HJR 15 would have referred an amendment to the Oregon Constitution to 
voters that would have revised bonding authority for cities, towns, counties, and municipal corporations 
to use general obligation bond proceeds for capital costs of affordable housing not owned or operated by 
the local government. The Oregon Constitution currently limits use of such bond proceeds to affordable 
housing owned and controlled by the local government, which prevents a local government from pairing 
bond proceeds with certain other affordable housing finance tools such as the federal Low-Income 
Housing Tax Credit. Additionally, the proposed constitutional amendment would have required approval 
of the bonded indebtedness by local voters and limited the principal amount of the bonded indebtedness 
for affordable housing to not more than one-half of one percent of the real market value of all property in 
the jurisdiction. HJR 15 did not have a public hearing. 
 

SB 166, HB 2070, & HB 2852 | Oregon Affordable Housing Tax Credit (OAHTC) 
 
SB 166, HB 2070 and HB 2852 would have extended the sunset for the Oregon Affordable Housing Tax 
Credit (OAHTC) from 2020 to January 1, 2026. In addition, HB 2852 would have: (1) increased the cap on 
the total amount of the OAHTC allowed for taxpayers per fiscal year to $25 million, (2) required Oregon 
Housing and Community Services (OHCS) to determine the remaining balance of reserved tax credits, (3) 
required the Department of Revenue (DOR), in collaboration with OHCS, to conduct an auction of the 
reserved tax credits, and (4) required the DOR to deposit net receipts in the General Housing Account to 
provide housing for low-income individuals and families, with priority to manufactured dwellings and 
manufactured dwelling parks. 
 
HB 2070 had two public hearings in the House Human Services and Housing Committee, but did not 
advance. SB 166 and HB 2852 were referred by the Senate Finance and Revenue Committee and House 
Human Services and Housing Committee, respectively, to the Joint Tax Credits Committee, where the two 
bills were the subject of a joint public hearing, but did not advance.  
 
Ultimately, the OAHTC was extended through 2026 with an increased cap of $25 million in the omnibus 
tax credits bill approved by lawmakers (see HB 2066 on page 95).  
 

SB 259 | Applicant Screening Charge Limitations 
 
SB 259 would have limited a landlord to only charging one applicant screening charge for applicants 
applying to rent multiple units that are managed or owned by the landlord. The bill would have required a 
landlord to refund a screening charge if the applicant is screened and otherwise qualifies for the rental, 
but is not offered an opportunity to rent. Th bill also would have specified that an applicant cannot 
recover a ǎŎǊŜŜƴƛƴƎ ŎƘŀǊƎŜ ƛŦ ǘƘŜ ŀǇǇƭƛŎŀƴǘ ǊŜŦǳǎŜǎ ǘƘŜ ƭŀƴŘƭƻǊŘΩǎ ƻŦŦŜǊ ǘƻ ǊŜƴǘ ǘƘŜ ŘǿŜlling unit.

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SB 277 | Rental Termination Notice for Manufactured Dwellings and Floating Homes 
 
SB 277 establishes a 60-day notice period that landlords must give to tenants prior to the termination of a

period. The bill was amended to (1) clarify definitions, (2) permit a landlord to terminate a rental 
agreement for deteriorated dwellings creating imminent risk of serious harm after a 30-day notice, (3) 
require the landlord to provide notice of maintenance issues to a prospective purchaser of a 
manufactured dwelling and provide notice that the prospective purchaser may be liable for repairs, and 
(4) permit the landlord to require a new tenant to make specified repairs and terminate a new tenancy 
after six months if the repairs are not made. The bill passed both chambers unanimously. A similar bill, HB 
2990, had a public hearing in the House Human Services and Housing Committee, but did not advance. 
 
Effective: June 14, 2017 | Chapter 324 
 

SB 298 | BOLI Housing Discrimination Enforcement Discretion and Flexibility  
 
SB 298 extends the sunset from 2017 to 2021 on statutes granting the Commissioner of the Bureau of 
Labor and Industries (BOLI) discretion to seek civil penalties or appear in court on housing discrimination 
claims. The bill as introduced would have granted the Commissioner of BOLI discretion to prepare and 
pursue formal charges in certain housing discrimination situations. The bill was referred by the Senate 
Workforce Committee to the Senate Judiciary Committee, then approved with amendments before 
passing the Senate unanimously and passing the House 54-4. 
 
Effective: June 14, 2017 | Chapter 325 
 

SB 310 | Vertical Housing Development Zones 
 
SB 310 removes Oregon Housing and Community Services (OHCS) from the process for designation of 
vertical housing development zones by cities and counties and establishes requirements for a city or 
county to certify a vertical housing development project within the zone. The bill also requires a city and 
county to consider the potential displacement of households within a proposed vertical housing 
development zone before designating the zone. An identical bill, HB 2773, was also introduced and did

SB 381 | P.O. Box Delivery for Real Estate Loan Documents 
 
Many real estate loan documents are required to be mailed in hard copy to the designated recipients. 
Statute specifies that these documents are to be mailed to the address on file. However, in some cases, 
the recipient relies upon a post office box for mail delivery and some documents are not mailed in a 
method that allows delivery to a post office box. SB 381 specifies that the documents must be mailed to 
P.O. boxes if that is the address on file for the borrower. The bill passed both chambers unanimously.

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SB 689 | Task Force on Reentry, Employment and Housing  
 
SB 689 would have reestablished the Task Force on Reentry, Employment and Housing to sunset at the 
end of 2018. The bill charged the task force with studying and recommending actions related to reentry 
into the community for persons leaving incarceration, expanding employment opportunities for persons 
with criminal convictions, identifying housing opportunities for persons with criminal convictions and 
creating certifications for persons with criminal convictions. The bill passed both chambers unanimously, 
but the bill was vetoed by Governor Brown on August 15th. 
 

SB 794 | Oregon Renter Assistance Program  
 
SB 794 would have directed Oregon Housing and Community Services (OHCS) to develop the Oregon 
Renter Assistance Program to provide temporary rent subsidies to tenants in privately owned rental 
housing that have experienced rent increases caused by changes in the housing market. The bill required 
OHCS to contract with an approved nonprofit organization to administer the program, created a Trust for 
Oregon Renter Assistance Account in the State Treasury to fund the assistance program, and provided a 
tax credit for qualifying taxpayers that contribute to the account. The bill had a public hearing in the 
Senate Human Services Committee, but did not advance. 
 

SB 821 | Emergency Housing Account Grant Award Policy 
 
SB 821 directs the Oregon Housing Stability Council to develop policy in consultation with the Community 
Action Partnership of Oregon for awarding grants to organizations through the Emergency Housing 
Account, including developing policies that align with federal homelessness prevention strategies and 
resources. The bill passed both chambers unanimously. 
 
Effective: January 1, 2018 | Chapter 350 
 

SB 849 | Oregon First-Time Home Buyer Savings Account Act 
 
SB 849 would have permitted an individual to create a first-time home buyer savings account to pay or 
reimburse qualified, eligible costs for the first-time purchase of a single-family residence. The bill also 
would have allowed for a subtraction of the amount contributed to the account during each tax year from 
the account holder's federal taxable income and exempted the amount of interest and other income 
earned on the account from taxation. Additionally, the bill would have specified that withdrawals for 
purposes other than the approved purposes are taxable income to the account holder and established an 
amount and time limitations on the subtractions and exemptions from taxable income. The bill included a 
sunset scheduled for January 1, 2024. SB 849 was referred by the Senate Business and Labor Committee 
to the Senate Finance and Revenue Committee and had another public hearing, but remained in 
committee upon adjournment. Two similar bills, SB 343 and HB 2996, were also introduced and did not 
advance.

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SB 5505 | Bonding for the LIFT Program 
 
The Capital Construction bonding bill provides $80 million in bonds for the Local Innovation and Fast 
Track (LIFT) housing program. The program works to build new affordable housing for low-income 
households, especially families.

SB 5530 | Lottery Bonds: Preservation of Affordable Housing 
 
SB 5530 authorizes the issuance of lottery revenue bonds for specified projects. The list of projects 
includes $25 million for the preservation of affordable housing.

SB 1051 | Housing Development

HB 2001 | Moratorium on Rent Increases and Repeal of Preemption on Rent Stabilization  
 
HB 2001 would have repealed the statewide prohibition on city and county ordinances that regulate rent 
and would have permitted a city or county to adopt a rent stabilization program with certain restrictions. 
The bill also would have imposed a moratorium on rent increases greater than five percent for residential 
tenancies, with exceptions. The bill did not have a public hearing. 
 

HB 2002 | Affordable Housing Preservation

HB 2003 | Repeal of Preemption on Rent Control 
 
HB 2003 would have repealed the statewide prohibition on city and county ordinances that regulate rent 
and would have permitted a city or county to adopt a rent stabilization program with certain restrictions. 
The bill did not have a public hearing. 
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HB 2004 | Just-Cause Eviction Standard and Repeal of Preemption on Rent Stabilization  
 
A City legislative priority, HB 2004, as introduced at the beginning of the session, would have lifted the 
statewide preemption on local rent stabilization policies, established a just cause eviction standard, and 
required relocation assistance for displaced tenants. Mayor Wheeler testified in support of the bill, 
describing the negative consequences of tenant displacement and the need to ensure Oregonians have 
access to stable housing, and Portland City Council provided testimony in support of the bill. Though it

upon adjournment and never reached the Senate floor for a vote.  
 
The bill was amended in the House Human Services and Housing Committee to: (1) exempt landlords who 
own four or fewer units from the requirement to provide relocation assistance; (2) reduce the tenant 
relocation assistance in cases of eviction for landlord-ōŀǎŜŘ ǊŜŀǎƻƴǎ ǘƻ ŀƴ ŀƳƻǳƴǘ Ŝǉǳŀƭ ǘƻ ƻƴŜ ƳƻƴǘƘΩǎ 
rent; (3) authorize local rent stabilization programs within certain parameters; and (4) provide that the 
just cause eviction standard applies after six months of initial occupancy by the tenant. HB 2004-A passed 
the House 31-27.  
 
The Senate Human Services Committee amended the bill to revise the proposed just cause eviction 
standard, remove the provision lifting the preemption on local rent stabilization policies, and add a 
limitation on the frequency of rent increases to once per year. HB 2004-B passed the committee on a 3-1 
vote and was then referred by the Senate President to the Senate Rules Committee.  
 
The Senate Rules Committee adopted the -B21 amendments and passed the amended bill a vote of 3-2. 
The final amended version of the bill would have specified that after the first year of occupancy, an 
eviction may only occur from a month-to-month tenancy for tenant causes or specified landlord-based 
reasons, and a landlord must provide relocation assistance equal to oƴŜ ƳƻƴǘƘΩǎ ǊŜƴǘ ƛŦ ǘƘŜ ŜǾƛŎǘƛƻƴ ƛǎ ŦƻǊ 
a landlord-based reason. In the first year of a month-to-month tenancy, a landlord would not have been 
permitted to use a no-cause eviction within 60 days of a tenant requesting a repair. The bill stipulated 
that fixed-term leases must be at least six months long and a landlord must provide notice not less than 
90 days prior to the end of the lease about their intention to renew the lease or terminate the tenancy. 
The bill also limited rent increases to once per year. The bill would have become effective on the 91st day 
after passage, with the just-cause eviction standard provisions of the bill taking effect on the 121st day 
after passage. 
 

HB 2006 | Home Mortgage Interest Deduction Reform 
 
HB 2006 would have limited the Home Mortgage Interest Deduction and directed the savings toward the 
Oregon Housing Fund. The bill would have placed an income cap on the mortgage interest deduction up 
to $100,000 for an individual or $200,000 for a couple, put a cap of $15,000 on the interest any 
homeowner can deduct, and limited the subsidy to only one home. Additionally, the bill would have 
required the Department of Revenue to estimate the increase in personal income tax revenue and 
transfer the estimated amount to the Oregon Housing Fund for home ownership assistance, general 
housing, and emergency housing. The bill had a public hearing in the House Human Services and Housing 
Committee, but did not advance.

HB 2008 | Manufactured Dwelling Park Closure and Sale  
 
HB 2008 increases the fees a landlord of a manufactured dwelling park is required to pay a tenant when 
terminating rental agreements. The bill requires the landlord to notify the Office of Manufactured 
Dwelling Park Community Relations with (1) the number of vacant spaces and homes, (2) the final sale 
price, and (3) information about the new owner upon sale, transfer, or exchange of the manufactured 
dwelling park. The bill is intended to allow members of the manufactured dwelling park community the 
opportunity to buy the park upon sale by the owner. The bill passed the House 54-6 and passed the 
Senate unanimously. 
 
Effective: June 6, 2017 | Chapter 198 
 

HB 2010 | Task Force on Addressing Racial Disparities in Home Ownership 
 
HB 2010 would have established the Task Force on Addressing Racial Disparities in Home Ownership to 
compile data concerning levels of home ownership among people of color in Oregon. The task force 
would have been directed to identify barriers to home ownership and access to mortgage loans, 
investigate practices and procedures for approving mortgage loan applications, identify practices and 
procedures deliberately discriminating against people of color, and recommend solutions. The bill was 
referred by the House Human Services and Housing Committee to the Joint Ways and Means Committee, 
but remained in committee upon adjournment.  
 

HB 2011 | Task Force on Housing Authority Capacity 
 
HB 2011 would have established the Task Force on Housing Authority Capacity to assess housing 
authority capacity to provide services, determine methods to enhance the capacity for the housing 
authority and examine the feasibility of implementing a state-sponsored housing voucher program.  The 
bill would have also directed Oregon Housing and Community Services to administer a study assessing 
disparities between federal and local fair market rent calculations. The bill was referred by the House 
Human Services and Housing Committee to the Joint Ways and Means Committee, but remained in 
committee upon adjournment. 
 

HB 2209 | Task Force on Housing Supply 
 
HB 2209 would have established a task force on housing supply with a requirement to report back to the 
Legislature by September 15, 2018. The bill did not have a public hearing.

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HB 2210 | Retaining Affordable Rental Housing Program 
 
HB 2210 would have directed Oregon Housing and Community Services (OHCS) to develop and 
implement the Retaining Affordable Rental Housing Program to provide grants for rehabilitation and 
maintenance of multifamily rental housing at affordable rental rates. The bill would have also required 
OHCS to administer and monitor the program in areas without a housing authority or enter agreements 
with local housing authorities to administer and monitor the program. Additionally, the bill would have 
created the Retaining Affordable Rental Housing Program Fund and provided funding to OHCS for the 
program. The bill was referred by the House Human Services and Housing Committee to the Joint Ways 
and Means Committee, but remained in committee upon adjournment. 
 

HB 2240 | Just-Cause Eviction Standard 
 
HB 2240 would have prohibited a landlord from terminating a month-to-month tenancy without cause 
and allowed a landlord to terminate a month-to-month tenancy without cause under certain 
circumstances or if the landlord provides the tenant with relocation assistance equal to three months' 
rent. The bill also would have required the landlord to provide 90 days' written notice for the tenancy 
renewal or termination under certain circumstances and would have permitted the tenant to renew the 
rental agreement if the landlord did not invoke exception or terminate the tenancy for cause. The bill did 
not have a public hearing. 
 

HB 2315 | Accepting Tenant Vouchers when Claiming Oregon Affordable Housing Tax Credit  
 
The Oregon Affordable Housing Tax Credit (OAHTC) can be claimed by lending institutions with respect to 
loans for construction, acquisition, and rehabilitation of multi-family rental housing development 
projects. Occasionally, when housing owners or developers account for subsidies (vouchers) that some 
tenants receive to assist with rental payments, this can affect the lender's eligibility to claim the tax 
credit. HB 2315 permits lenders financing affordable housing to maintain eligibility for the OAHTC when 
the financed units are occupied by tenants who receive housing vouchers. The bill passed both chambers 
unanimously. 
 
Effective: October 6, 2017 | Chapter 284 
  

HB 2359 | Notice Requirement of Ineligibility for a Foreclosure Avoidance Measure 
 
HB 2359 ǊŜƳƻǾŜǎ ǘƘŜ ǊŜǉǳƛǊŜƳŜƴǘ ǘƘŀǘ ŀ ōŜƴŜŦƛŎƛŀǊȅ ǎŜƴŘ ǘƘŜ !ǘǘƻǊƴŜȅ DŜƴŜǊŀƭΩs office a copy of the 
notice sent to a homeowner informing them that they are not eligible for a foreclosure avoidance 
measure or that the homeowner has not complied with the terms of the foreclosure avoidance measure. 
The Department of Justice has indicated that the value of receiving the notice no longer warrants the 
resources required to process the high volume of notices. The bill passed both chambers unanimously.

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HB 2377 | Authorization for Multiunit Housing Tax Exemption Programs 
 
HB 2377 authorizes a city or county to adopt a program to grant property tax exemptions for up to ten 
consecutive years to newly rehabilitated or constructed multiunit rental housing. The bill specifies that 
the length of the exemption must correlate with the percentage of units rented to households with an 
annual income at or below 120 percent of the area median income (AMI) and requires that a minimum of 
51 percent of taxing jurisdictions must agree to the exemption. The bill also: limits eligibility to properties 
that are rehabilitated for the first time; requires the property to be rented to households with an annual 
income up to 120 percent of the AMI and at monthly rates that are affordable to such households; and 
requires the definition of AMI to be adjusted for household size. The bill passed both chambers 
unanimously. 
 
Effective: October 6, 2017 | Chapter 624 
 

HB 2433 | School and Low-Income Senior Housing Colocation Pilot Program 
 
HB 2433 would have directed Oregon Housing and Community Services (OHCS) and local school districts 
to develop and implement a school district and low-income senior housing colocation pilot program to 
increase affordable housing for low-income seniors and provide additional classroom assistance to 
participating school districts. The bill also would establish a Low-Income Senior Housing Colocation Fund. 
The bill was referred by the House Human Services and Housing Committee to the Joint Ways and Means 
Committee, but remained in committee upon adjournment. 
 

HB 2511 | Electric Vehicle Charging Stations: Residential Tenants

HB 2562 | Annual Mortgage Lender Notice to Borrowers 
 
HB 2562 requires all reverse mortgage lenders to provide annual notice to the borrower stating that the 
borrower remains responsible for paying property taxes, insurance, maintenance and related taxes. The 
annual notice must be made at least 60 days before property taxes are due. The bill passed both 
chambers unanimously.  
 
Effective: January 1, 2018 | Chapter 161 
 

HB 2570 | Affordable Homeownership Grant Program  
 
HB 2570 would have established the Affordable Homeownership Grant Program Fund in the State 
Treasury and allocated $25 million to the Affordable Homeownership Grant Program beginning July 1, 
2017. The program would have provided grants to eligible nonprofit organizations with affordable 
homeownership programs to provide opportunities for homeownership to persons in low income 
households. The bill was referred by the House Human Services and Housing Committee to the Joint 
Ways and Means Committee, where it remained upon adjournment.

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HB 2573 | Manufactured Housing Personal Property Tax Exemption 
 
HB 2573 increases the personal property tax exemption from $12,500 to $25,000 on manufactured 
housing in Multnomah and Washington counties. Due to annual indexing, this change increases the 
exemption from a current level of $16,500 to $33,000 in those counties. Clackamas and Lane counties will 
retain an exemption at the indexed level of $16,500. The remaining counties in Oregon have a non-
indexed exemption of up to $12,500. The bill passed both chambers unanimously. 
 
Effective: October 6, 2017 | Chapter 420 
 

HB 2689 | Task Force on Innovative Housing Strategies for Veterans 
 
HB 2689 would have established a task force to study innovative strategies to provide housing to veterans 
and veterans' families, develop viable implementation plans, and report to the Legislature on findings and 
plans for implementation. The bill had a public hearing in the House Veterans and Emergency 
Preparedness Committee, but did not advance. 
 

HB 2724 | Rent Guarantee Program 
 
HB 2724 directs Oregon Housing and Community Services (OHCS) to develop and implement the Rent 
Guarantee Program to provide incentives and financial assistance for unpaid rent and property damages 
to landlords renting or leasing to low-income households who have completed Rent Well certification. 
The bill passed both chambers unanimously.  
 
Effective: January 1, 2018 | Chapter 659 
 

HB 2859 | Sunset Dates for Tax Exemption Programs  
 
HB 2859 would have changed sunset dates for tax exemption programs. Amongst other provisions, the 
bill would have specified a statutory sunset date of 2020 for housing tax exemption programs. City of 
Portland housing tax exemption programs that would have been affected include the Multiple-Unit 
Limited Tax Exemption (MULTE), Homebuyer Opportunity Limited Tax Exemption (HOLTE), and Non-Profit 
Low Income Housing Limited Tax Exemption, which are currently scheduled to sunset in 2022, 2025 and 
2027, respectively. The City of Portland provided testimony raising concerns that accelerating the sunset 
dates for these housing tax exemption programs would adversely affect affordable housing development 
due to reduced certainty in the ongoing authorization of tax exemption programs and the inherent 
timelines involved in the land acquisition and development process. The bill had a public hearing in in the 
House Revenue Committee, but remained in committee upon adjournment. 

 
HB 2912 | Affordable Housing Land Acquisition Revolving Loan Program  
 
HB 2912 establishes a program within Oregon Housing and Community Services (OHCS) to make loans to 
eligible organizations to purchase land for affordable housing development and to provide supportive 
services to residents and low-income households. OHCS will repurpose $3 million to establish the loan 
program. The bill passed both chambers unanimously. 
 
Effective: January 1, 2018 | Chapter 666

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HB 2939 | Commercial Construction Excise Tax Preemption 
 
HB 2939 would have prevented a city or county from imposing a construction excise tax of more than 1 
percent of the value of commercial construction permits. The Portland Housing Bureau provided 
testimony in opposition to the bill, citing the importance of determining the construction excise tax 
locally and noting that Portland uses 100 percent of revenues from its current construction excise tax on 
commercial development to fund affordable housing production and preservation. The bill had a public 
hearing in the House Revenue Committee, but remained in committee upon adjournment.  
 

HB 2944 | Requirements for Housing Choice Landlord Guarantee Fund 
 
HB 2944 modifies the Housing Choice Landlord Guarantee Program to require landlords to prove the 
amount of damages eligible for financial assistance in a judicial proceeding. The measure also repeals the 
requirement that tenants repay the Program for assistance paid to landlords. The bill passed both 
chambers unanimously.  
 
Effective: June 8, 2017 | Chapter 271 
 

HB 2961 | Home Repair and Rehabilitation Program  
 
HB 2961 would have established and funded a Home Repair and Rehabilitation Program to help low-
income homeowners maintain and repair their homes. Manufactured homes, residential trailers, mobile 
homes, and condominium units were also eligible for assistance. The Portland Housing Bureau provided 
testimony in support of the bill. The bill was referred by the House Human Services and Housing 
Committee to the Joint Ways and Means Committee, but remained in committee upon adjournment.   
 

HB 2964 | Expanded Authorization for the Homebuyer Opportunity Limited Tax Exemption 
 
A City legislative initiative, HB 2964 authorizes city programs to provide a ten-year limited property tax 
exemption to low- and moderate-income households: (1) who purchase an existing affordable home, or 
(2) whose home receives publicly funded rehabilitation investments. Existing statute authorizes city 
programs to provide a similar tax exemption for purchase of newly constructed affordable homes. The 
authorization to approve exemptions sunsets on January 1, 2025. The Portland Housing Bureau provided 
testimony in support of the bill to the House Human Services and Housing Committee, House Revenue 
Committee, and the Senate Finance and Revenue Committee. HB 2964 passed the House 53-5, passed 
the Senate unanimously, and repassed the House 54-3 with Senate amendments. An identical bill (SB 
827) also had a public hearing in the Senate Finance and Revenue Committee, but did not advance. 
 
Effective: October 6, 2017 | Chapter 294 
 

HB 2990 | Manufactured Dwelling Park Tenants Committee 
 
HB 2990 would have increased the period, from 10 days to 60 days, during which tenants of a

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HB 3005 | Rental Payment Personal Income Tax Credit 
 
HB 3005 would have created a personal income tax credit that may be used for eligible rental payments, 
if an individual makes at least eight months of rental payments and has a household income not 
exceeding 300 percent of the federal poverty guidelines. The tax credit would have sunset in 2024. The 
bill had a public hearing in the House Human Service and Housing Committee, but did not advance. 
 

HB 3063 | Community-Based Housing and Crisis Intervention Services 
 
HB 3063 directs Oregon Housing and Community Services, in collaboration with the Oregon Health 
Authority (OHA), to allocate approximately $5 million in the Housing for Mental Health Fund for 
development of community-based housing for individuals with mental illness and individuals with 
substance use disorders, as well as for crisis intervention services and other housing-related services. The 
measure specifies the maximum percentages of certain project start-up and development costs that may 
be paid for by allocations from the fund. The bill also requires OHA to convene an advisory group to make 
recommendations regarding allocations between different types of housing, financing of housing, and 
provision of services. The bill passed both chambers unanimously. 
 
Effective: August 8, 2017 | Chapter 671 
 

HB 3155 | Task Force on Use of Surplus Public Lands for Housing 
 
HB 3155 would have established a Task Force on Use of Surplus Public Lands for Housing. The bill would 
have created the seven-member task force to study the sale and use of public lands to address housing 
shortages and permitted the task force to consult with experts, hear testimony from affected persons and 
collect data. The task force would have been required to submit a report by the end of 2017. The bill was 
referred by the House Human Services and Housing Committee to the Joint Ways and Means Committee, 
but remained in committee upon adjournment.

HB 3192 would have allocated $5 million to establish a grant program within Oregon Housing and 
Community Services for eligible nonprofit organizations, housing authorities and local governments to 
provide financial assistance to first-time homebuyers in low-income households. The bill was referred by 
the House Human Services and Housing Committee to the House Revenue Committee and then referred 
to the Joint Ways and Means Committee, but remained in committee upon adjournment.

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HB 3299 | Liability for Vacant Foreclosed Residential Property 
 
HB 3299 would have made owners of more than $10 million in real property liable to the local 
government where the owner has foreclosed on residential property and allowed the home to remain 
unsold or vacant for 270 days. The bill provided for an exception if the property is being renovated or 
remodeled. The local government would have been authorized to file a claim of lien, which would have 
priority to all other liens and encumbrances and money collected must be deposited into a fund to assist 
in providing affordable housing. The bill had a public hearing in the House Human Service and Housing 
Committee, but did not advance. 
 

HB 3330 | Authorization of Rent Control for Manufactured Home and Floating Home Spaces 
 
HB 3330 would have allowed a city or county to impose controls on rental rates and rental rate increases 
applicable to spaces in facilities for manufactured or floating homes. The bill had a public hearing in the 
House Human Service and Housing Committee, but did not advance. 
 

HB 3331 | Dispute Resolution for Proposed Rent Increases at Manufactured Dwelling Parks 
 
HB 3331 would have required the Office of Manufactured Dwelling Park Community Relations to develop 
and administer a dispute resolution program and specified when such a program could be used. The bill 
was referred by the House Human Services and Housing Committee to the House Rules Committee, and 
then referred without recommendation to the Joint Ways and Means Committee, but remained in 
committee upon adjournment. 
 

HB 3357 | Document Recording Fee Increase 
 
HB 3357 would have increased the real estate document recording fee from $20 to $40 to fund 
affordable housing. An amendment provided for an exemption from the fee for county tax collectors. The 
bill was referred by the House Human Services and Housing Committee to the House Revenue Committee 
and then referred to the Joint Ways and Means Committee, but remained in committee upon 
adjournment. 
 

HB 3370 | Housing with Services Projects Registration Requirements

services projects, which must include information on the names and addresses of housing with services

HB 3373 | Affordable Housing Coordination Staff at OHCS and DLCD 
 
HB 3373 would have funded one full-time staff person at Oregon Housing and Community Services 
(OHCS) and one full-time staff person at the Department of Land Conservation and Development (DLCD) 
to provide assistance and education to local governments, developers, and communities to increase the 
availability of affordable housing and to develop changes to state policy and technical resources related 
to housing. The bill was referred by the House Human Services and Housing Committee to the Joint Ways 
and Means Committee, where it remained upon adjournment. 
 

HB 3401 | Housing Development

HB 5006 | State Budget Reconciliation: EHA and SHAP 
 
The budget reconciliation bill provides $20 million for the Emergency Housing Assistance (EHA) and State 
Homeless Assistance (SHAP) programs (in addition to $20 million of funding provided in HB 5012). 
 
Effective: August 15, 2017 | Chapter 702 
 

HB 5012 | Oregon Housing and Community Services (OHCS) Budget 
 
HB 5012 is the budget bill for OHCS, including $1,115,946,590 total funds and 156 positions. Support for 
the Emergency Housing and State Homeless Assistance Programs (EHA and SHAP) is maintained at 
current service level, and an additional $8 million for EHA and $2 million for SHAP is included on a one-
time basis, for a total of $20 million (in addition to another $20 million of funding in HB 5006). The Home 
Ownership Stabilization Initiative program, funded with federal dollars, is continued with limited duration 
staffing. The recommended budget supports agency oversight responsibilities associated with $40 million 
in Article XI-Q bonds approved in 2015. Other General Fund-supported housing stabilization programs 
and Court Appointed Special Advocates are reduced by 6% from the current service level.

SB 398 | Earned Income Tax Credit Notification 
 
SB 398 directs the Bureau of Labor and Industries to adopt rules to require employers to provide notice to

SB 780 | Independent Medical Examination Providers for Workers Compensation 
 
SB 780 would have established a process where the insurer no longer selects the independent medical

SB 997 would have required employers with at least 50 full-time employees to pay a penalty for 
employees enrolled in Medicaid to the Department of Consumer and Business Services (DCBS). Funds

medical residency programs. Additionally, the bill would have prohibited employers from refusing to hire, 
suspend, retaliate or discharge an employee on the basis of the employee applying for or receiving 
Medicaid. Amendments were drafted to clarify criteria for civil action and to modify the definition of 
covered employee from 20 hours worked per week to 30 hours. The bill had a public hearing in in the 
Senate Health Care Committee, but did not advance.

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HB 2187 | Collective Bargaining Binding Arbitration Procedure 
 
HB 2187 would have required that an issue subject to negotiation under a collective bargaining 
agreement, that is not resolved through negotiations or mediation, is to be resolved through binding 
arbitration. The bill also prohibited an employee strike during the time the issue is being arbitrated. The 
bill did not have a public hearing.  
 

HB 2262 | Employment Relations Board Technical Changes 
 
The Employment Relations Board (ERB) resolves disputes concerning labor relations for an estimated 
3,000 different employers and 250,000 employees in the public and private sector under its jurisdiction. 
HB 2262 makes changes to the title and classification of the executive manager and the head of the State 
Conciliation Services Division. The bill also makes changes to the bargaining unit clarification process 
under the Public Employee Collective Bargaining Act (PECBA). Rather than conduct an election to 
determine if a majority of unrepresented employees wish to be added to an existing bargaining unit, a 
group of unrepresented employees can petition to be added. If the Board determines through a "card 
check" that a majority have signed authorization for the labor organization to represent them, then the 
Board cannot conduct an election unless otherwise petitioned to do so. HB 2622 clarifies that only the 
labor organization can petition for a card check to add unrepresented employees to the unit and resolves 
a statutory conflict by clarifying that a majority of employees petitioning for representation must sign the 
petition. Finally, statute affecting employees who are prohibited from striking is amended to include 
employees of mass transit districts, transportation districts and municipal bus systems, all of which 
already were prohibited from striking. The bill passed the House 42-16 and passed the Senate 19-10.  
 
Effective: January 1, 2018 | Chapter 496 
 

HB 2265 | Collective Bargaining Mediation  
 
HB 2265 allows parties negotiating terms of a collective bargaining agreement to agree in writing as to 
when to start the 150-day period after which either party may request mediation. The clock on the 150-
day period previously started when parties meet for the first bargaining session and exchanged initial 
proposals. This bill allows the start of the clock to be an alternative date that the parties agree to in 
writing. The bill passed the House 58-1 and passed the Senate unanimously.  
 
Effective January 1, 2018 | Chapter 119 
 

HB 2337 μ ²ƻǊƪŜǊǎΩ /ƻƳǇŜƴǎŀǘƛƻƴ

disability. The bill increases the permanent total disability maximum benefit to two-thirds of the worker's 
wage, capped at 133 percent of the Oregon's average weekly wage. The measure also increases the 
minimum benefit to one-third of Oregon's average weekly wage. HB 2337 applies to injuries occurring on 
or after the effective date of the measure; however, benefit levels for those injured prior to the effective 
date will be adjusted subject to the Retroactive Program established in statute. The bill passed the House 
unanimously and passed the Senate 27-3.

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HB 3328 | Veterans Preference 
 
HB 3328 would have modified requirements for public employers to grant preference to a veteran or a 
disabled veteran in the selection process for a civil service position. The bill would have limited eligibility 
for preference to veterans who apply (applicants) for a position within 10 years of discharge or release 
from service in the Armed Forces of United States and required evidence of eligibility and disability be 
provided at the time of application. The bill would have allowed a public employer to exercise discretion 
to not appoint an applicant based solely on merits or qualification in the final stage of the selection 
process. The bill also would have required the public employer to provide written reasons for not 
appointing an applicant to a position and required an aggrieved applicant to exhaust nonjudicial remedies 
with the Bureau of Labor and Industries before filing a civil action. The bill did not have a public hearing.  
 

HB 3336 | Family Medical Leave Savings Accounts

HB 3411 would have allowed a labor arbitrator to consider a reasonable alternative to the last best offers 
by each party during a labor negotiation.

HB 2933 | Emergency Expenditures from Special Public Works Fund  
 
HB 2933 removes the $2.5 million cap on Infrastructure Finance Authority emergency project grants from 
the Special Public Works Fund. The bill passed both chambers unanimously. 
 
Effective: January 1, 2018 | Chapter 398 
 

HB 3387 | Task Force on System Development Charges  
 
HB 3387 would have established a task force of construction industry and local government 
representatives to study system development charges (SDCs) and infrastructure funding, and report to 
the Legislature by September 15th, 2018. The bill was referred by the House Human Services and Housing 
Committee to the Joint Ways and Means Committee, but remained in committee upon adjournment. 
 

HB 3394 | System Development Charges for Disaster Resilience and Mitigation  
 
HB 3394 would have authorized local governments to assess system development charges (SDCs) for 
disaster resilience and mitigation. The bill also would have required ten percent of the SDC be spent on 
state disaster resilience and mitigation priorities and 90 percent be spent on local and regional resilience 
and mitigation priorities. The bill had a public hearing in the House Veterans and Emergency 
Preparedness Committee, but did not advance. 
 

HB 3427 | Emergency Action Plans for High Hazard Dams

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SB 186 | Urban Reserves in Washington County 
 
SB 186 would have validated land use designations adopted by Metro and counties within Metro, with 
certain exceptions and would have designated certain lands in Washington County as urban reserve land. 
The bill had a public hearing in the Senate Environment and Natural Resources Committee, but did not 
advance. 
 

SB 340 | Preemption on Accessory Dwelling Unit Regulations 
 
SB 340 would have, in the event of a declared housing shortage by a local government, prohibited the 
adoption or enforcement of a local ordinance or regulation prohibiting or limiting use of accessory 
dwelling units (ADUs). The bill did not advance.  
 

SB 418 | Sequential Review of Urban Growth Boundary Evaluation and Amendment Work Tasks 
 
At the request of a city, SB 418 requires the Department of Land Conservation and Development (DLCD) 
to make decisions on sequential phases of work during certain UGB expansion processes. The bill also

SB 865 provides a drainage or irrigation district 15 days to review a proposed partition plat, allows a city 
or county to include district conditions in a final decision on a proposed plat, and requires districts to 
submit a report to the city or county detailing the locations of district boundaries, easements, rights-of-
way, and facilities and to provide notice of any changes to this information within 90 days of the change. 
The bill passed the Senate unanimously and passed the House 56-1. 
 
Effective: January 1, 2018 | Chapter 357 
 

SB 547 | Elimination of Metro Authority 
 
SB 547 would have eliminated the authority of metropolitan service districts (Metro) to make certain land 
use decisions, urban growth decisions and rural reserve and urban reserve designations. The bill also 
would have prohibited Metro from adopting land use planning goals, enacting land use regulations, 
adopting a regional framework plan, coordinating with special districts, and serving as a metropolitan 
planning organization. The bill would have permitted Metro to advise, but not require, cities and counties 
to coordinate air quality, water quality and transportation planning. The bill did not have a public hearing.

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SB 608 | Urban Growth Boundary Amendments for Needed Housing 
 
SB 608 would have authorized a local government to amend its urban growth boundary for the purposes 
of obtaining land for needed housing. The Act would have required local government to ensure the land is 
used to provide needed housing for the next 10 years. The bill had a public hearing in the Senate 
Environment and Natural Resource Committee, but did not advance. 
 

SB 611 | Job Creation Exception from Land Use Planning 
 
SB 611 would have authorized a local government to adopt an exception to statewide land use planning 
goals for a use that will create 10 or more new full-time jobs for which the salary or wage is 400 percent 
or more of the federal poverty guidelines for a family of four. The bill did not have a public hearing. 
 

SB 612 | High Unemployment Exception from Statewide Land Use Planning Goals 
 
SB 612 would have authorized a local government that meets certain criteria related to high 
unemployment, population decline, or poverty to adopt an exception to a statewide land use planning 
goal for uses that would create five or more new full-time jobs with a salary 400 percent of the federal 
poverty guidelines for a family of four. The bill had a public hearing in the Senate Environment and 
Natural Resource Committee, but did not advance.  
 

SB 615 | Local Government Exceptions from Statewide Land Use Planning Goals 
 
SB 615 would have authorized a local government to adopt an exception to a statewide land use goal 
without demonstrating that statutory standards for the exception have been met for a use that is 
necessary for an employer of 10 or more employees under a specified circumstance. The bill did not have 
a public hearing. 
 

SB 618 | Waiver of Statewide Land Use Planning Goals 
 
SB 618 would have authorized a local government to waive a statewide land use planning goal without 
taking an exception if the local government declares a land use emergency and takes an action that 
cannot comply with the requirements of the goal. The bill had a public hearing in the Senate Environment 
and Natural Resources Committee, but did not advance.  
 

SB 619 | Needed Housing within Urban Growth Boundaries 
 
SB 619 would have modified provisions related to the inclusion of needed housing within urban growth 
boundaries. The bill did not have a public hearing. 
 

SB 620 | Buildable Land to Meet Need for Housing 
 
SB 620 would have modified the process for determining the need for buildable land to meet an 
estimated need for housing. The bill did not have a public hearing.

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SB 630 | Expedited Urban Growth Boundary Expansion for Needed Housing 
 
SB 630 would have authorized local governments to expedite inclusion of land dedicated to needed 
housing within an urban growth boundary. The bill did not have a public hearing. 
 

SB 1051 | Housing Development 
 
Certain provisions of legislation related to housing development, HB 2007 (see below), were amended 
into SB 1051 by the House Rules Committee in the last week of the session. The bill: (1) requires 
expedited review of applications for affordable housing; (2) prohibits cities from reducing the proposed 
density of a housing development if the proposal is at or below the level authorized in local land use 
regulations; (3) modifies the requirements for cities to provide needed housing; (4) requires cities to 
allow development of accessory dwelling units in single-family dwelling zones; and (5) allows affordable 
housing to be developed on property owned by religious institutions. Provisions considered for HB 2007 
that were not included in SB 1051 regarded development of duplexes in single-family dwelling zones and 
housing development in newly designated national historic districts. SB 1051 passed the House 
unanimously and passed the Senate 23-6 in the final two days of the session. 
 
Effective: August 15, 2017 | Chapter 745 
 

HB 2007 | Housing Development 
 
HB 2007, with proposed amendments, would have (1) required expedited review of applications for 
affordable housing; (2) prohibited cities from reducing the proposed density of a housing development if 
the proposal is at or below the level authorized in local land use regulations; (3) modified the 
requirements for cities to provide needed housing; (4) specified that cities must allow development of 
accessory dwelling units or duplexes in single-family dwelling zones; (5) limited automatic application of 
demolition review in newly designated primarily residential national historic districts; and (6) allowed 
affordable housing to be developed on property owned by religious institutions. 
 
The House Human Services and Housing Committee amended HB 2007 and referred the bill to the Joint 
Ways and Means Committee. The bill was also the topic of a subsequent informational hearing in the 
House Human Service and Housing Committee.  
 
HB 2007 received a public hearing in the Joint Ways and Means Subcommittee on Natural Resources, but 
remained in the subcommittee upon adjournment. Much of the content of HB 2007 was amended into SB 
1051, which become law (see above). 
 

HB 2040 | City Annexation Authority 
 
HB 2040 would have specified that districts or cities can require consent for eventual annexation of 
property before providing extraterritorial service and allowed some exceptions to this requirement. The 
bill had two public hearings in the House Agriculture and Natural Resources Committee, but did not 
advance.

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HB 2094 | Urban Reserve and Rural Reserve Land Designation 
 
HB 2094 would have required the designation of land as an urban or rural reserve if proposed in a written 
agreement and found to meet the specified criteria. Metro and Clackamas County testified in opposition 
to the bill, citing concerns about the impact to ongoing discussions for finalizing urban and rural reserves 
designations in the metro region. The bill had a public hearing in the House Agriculture and Natural 
Resources Committee, but did not advance. 
 

HB 2095 | Mid-Cycle Revisions of the Metro Urban Growth Boundary 
 
HB 2095 allows Metro to bring up to 1,000 acres of residential land into the urban growth boundary mid-
way through the six-year urban growth boundary review cycle upon the request of one or more cities to 
develop needed housing in an urban reserve adjacent to their city boundary. The bill passed the House 
49-9 and passes the Senate 23-4. 
 
Effective: January 1, 2018 | Chapter 199 
 

HB 2096 | Urban Service Agreement Negotiation Procedures 
 
HB 2096 would have established a procedure for negotiation of an urban service agreement between 
cities, with population greater than 5,000, and certain districts. The bill did not have a public hearing. 
 

HB 2214 | Expedited Housing Permitting Fund 
 
HB 2214 would have established a grant program to help local governments pay for employee expenses 
to administer expedited land divisions and expenses for developing infrastructure to support the specific 
land division. The bill was referred by the House Agriculture and Natural Resources Committee to the 
Joint Ways and Means Committee, but remained in committee upon adjournment.  
 

HB 2222 | Regional Land Use Planning Process Study 
 
HB 2222 would have directed the Land Conservation and Development Commission (LCDC) to conduct a 
study to determine the necessity of converting the current statewide land use planning process to a 
regional statewide land use planning process and report its findings to the Legislature no later than 
January 15, 2018. The bill had a public hearing in the House Agriculture and Natural Resources 
Committee, but did not advance. 
 

HB 2538 | LUBA Economic Damages Award for Delays from Proceedings 
 
HB 2538 would have directed the Land Use Board of Appeals (LUBA) to award actual damages equal to 
any substantiated economic loss suffered by the prevailing party as a result of project delays caused by a 
proceeding initiated based on a position that was not well-founded in law or on fact. The bill did not have 
a public hearing.

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HB 3012 | Historic Homes as Accessory Dwelling Units in Rural Residential Zones  
 
HB 3012 authorizes counties to allow the owner of a property within an area zoned for rural residential 
use to construct a new single-family dwelling on the lot or parcel, subject to certain conditions, without 
destroying a historic home on the same lot or parcel, and instead converting it to an Accessory Dwelling 
Unit (ADU). The measure prohibits the subdivision of the lot or parcel, limits modifications on the ADU, 
prohibits rebuilding of the structure in the case of fire and does not allow the construction of an 
additional ADU on the same lot or parcel. The bill authorizes counties to require that the new dwelling be 
served by the same water supply source as the ADU and allows counties to impose additional conditions 
for approval. The bill passed both chambers unanimously.  
 
Effective: January 1, 2018 | Chapter 400 
 

HB 3055 | Property Line Adjustment Limitations 
 
House Bill 2831 (2015) prohibited property line adjustments on land zoned for exclusive farm use 
resulting from a subdivision or partition authorized by a waiver. The prohibition applies to a unit of land 
affected by the adjustment that (1) is larger than two acres if the unit is high-value farm or forest land, or 
within a ground water restricted area; or (2) larger than five acres if the unit is not high-value farm or 
forest land, or within a ground water restricted area. HB 3055 clarifies that a land owner is still allowed to 
seek a property line adjustment on the larger remnant of their land that was previously adjusted, but the 
smaller two- and five-acre units are not allowed to be expanded using the property line adjustment 
process. The bill passed both chambers unanimously.  
 
Effective: January 1, 2018 | Chapter 109 
 

HB 3202 | Expedited Land Use Review for Southwest Corridor Light Rail Project  
 
See the Transportation section on page 109. 
 

HB 3211 | Industrial Land Development Study 
 
HB 3211 would have directed Business Oregon to study barriers to industrial land development and 
report back to the Legislature. The bill was referred by the House Economic Development and Trade 
Committee to the Joint Ways and Means Committee, where it remained upon adjournment. 
 

HB 3245 | Approval of City Comprehensive Plan Map Amendments 
 
HB 3245 allows a city to authorize a planning commission or hearings officer to conduct hearings and 
make final decisions on applications to amend the city comprehensive plan map, subject to certain 
restrictions. The bill provides that a person may appeal a final decision to the city governing body and that 
a decision of the governing body issued on appeal is subject to review by the Land Use Board of Appeals. 
The bill passed the House 47-12, passed the Senate unanimously, and repassed the House 51-2 with 
Senate amendments. 
 
Effective: January 1, 2018 | Chapter 432

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HB 3401 | Housing Development 
 
HB 3401 would have prohibited a local government from applying standards, conditions, or procedures 
regulating development of needed housing on buildable land if they have the effect of reducing the 
development density below the maximum density level authorized in the comprehensive plan. The bill 
would have also: (1) required a local government that adopts an alternative approval process for 
residential development applications to permit applicants to proceed at the maximum density level 
authorized in the comprehensive plan designation, (2) prevented a city or county from prohibiting the 
building of a single-family dwelling on a legally established lot in an area zoned for single-family dwellings 
located within the urban growth boundary, and (3) established a process for the applicant to file a 
petition for a writ of mandamus in circuit court if the city issues a preliminary or final decision on the 
application that would reduce the density below the maximum authorized in the comprehensive plan 
designation. The bill did not have a public hearing.

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HB 2159 | Cider Alcohol by Volume (ABV) Limit 
 
The federal Alcohol and Tobacco Tax and Trade Bureau (TTB) recently changed the uppermost alcohol 
content limit that ciders may contain and still be considered cider from seven percent alcohol by volume 
(ABV) to 8.5 percent ABV. HB 2159 increases Oregon's upper ABV limit for cider to 8.5 percent to match 
the federal designation, allowing Oregon cider producers to make one set of calculations when 
completing tax filings for federal and Oregon taxes. The bill also clarifies that winery licensees that 
produce only cider are exempt from requirements to possess a valid producer and blender basic permit, 
wine blender permit, or wholesaler basic permit issued by the TBB. The bill passed both chambers 
unanimously.  
 
Effective: January 1, 2018 | Chapter 202 
 

HB 2736 | Alcoholic Beverages in Certified Smoke Shops 
 
HB 2736 would have lifted the prohibition that a certified smoke shop cannot sell, offer, or allow on-
premises consumption of alcoholic beverages, and allow the consumption of alcoholic beverages in 
Oregon Health Authority certified smoke shops. The bill had a public hearing in the House Economic 
Development and Trade Committee, but did not advance. 
 

HB 3356 | Liquor License Fees 
 
A City legislative initiative, HB 3356 would have raised the statewide fee cap and allowed the City to 
increase the current local liquor license fees to recover the cost of processing applications and to build a 
more self-sustaining system. The bill did not have a public hearing.

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SB 200 | Retirement Credit for Service Periods in Uniformed Services  
 
SB 200 expands eligibility for members of the Public Employees Retirement System (PERS) to purchase 
retirement credits to any person who entered or reentered active service in uniformed services on or 
after January 1, 1950. The bill passed the Senate unanimously and passed the House 47-10.  
 
Effective: August 2, 2017 | Chapter 641 
 

SB 464 | PERS Benefits Reimbursement for Filing Income Tax Return 
 
The Public Employees Retirement System (PERS) works with the Oregon Department of Revenue to 
determine whether a benefits recipient from the prior calendar year filed an Oregon income tax return as 
a resident. If PERS cannot determine that the recipient did so, PERS sends a letter to the recipient asking 
them to certify residency status. If the recipient does not certify before the end of that calendar year, 
statute directs PERS to stop paying the tax remedy benefit for the next calendar year. SB 464 would have 
directed the PERS Board to reimburse a person for the reduction of benefits when the reduction was 
based on a determination that benefits payable to the person on or before December 31, 2014 were not 
subject to Oregon personal income tax for non-residency and the person establishes that the payments 
were subject to Oregon personal income tax. The bill had a public hearing in the Senate Workforce 
Committee, but did not advance. HB 2207 was a similar bill introduced in the House and did not receive a 
public hearing. 
 

SB 559 | PERS Reform: Final Average Salary Calculation 
 
SB 559 would have changed the Public Employees Retirement System (PERS) calculation of final average 
salary to use five years of salary instead of three years for a salary paid on and after January 1, 2018 and 
directed the PERS Board to recalculate the employer contribution rates to reflect the savings. SB 559 and 
SB 560 (see below) were referred by the Senate Workforce Committee without recommendation to the 
Joint Ways and Means Committee on a 3-2 vote. The bill remained in committee upon adjournment.  
 

SB 560 | PERS Reform: Final Average Salary Cap and Redirection of IAP Contributions 
 
SB 560 would have redirected Public Employees Retirement System (PERS) employee contributions after 
January 1, 2018 from the individual account program (IAP) to an account to pay for ǘƘŜ ƳŜƳōŜǊΩǎ t9w{ 
pension benefits. The bill would also have capped the annual amount of salary earned after January 1, 
2018 to $100,000 for the calculation of final average salary.  
 
The Senate Workforce Committee held an informational meeting on March 15th to review a technical 
analysis of SB 560, SB 913 and seven proposed amendments to SB 560. The review included: (1) the 
constitutionality of each proposal, (2) the implications, if any, for public employee contracts, and (3) a

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SB 712 | OPSRP Members on Disability Leave 
 
SB 712 expands eligibility for an Oregon Public Service Retirement Plan (OPSRP) member to accrue 
retirement credit and hours of service credit during a period of disability leave when the member returns

SB 913 would have: (1) required the Public Employees Retirement System (PERS) Board to use a different 
earnings rate when adopting the actuarial equivalency factor (AEF) tables, (2) raised the normal 
retirement age for new general service members, (3) redirected prospective employee contributions

A section of SB 1067 addresses the Public Employees Retirement System (PERS) Unfunded Actuarial 
Liability (UAL).

Additionally, the bill was amended to remove the limit on the number of employer side accounts and 
remove the limit on the number and amount of employer contributions to those accounts. SB 1067 
passed the Senate 17-13 and the House 31-28 in the final two days of the legislative session.

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SB 1068 | PERS Reform 
 
Employees enrolled in the Public Employees Retirement System (PERS) are required to contribute an 
amount equal to six percent of their salary to the Individual Account Program (IAP). SB 1068 would have 
specified, beginning July 1, 2018, that up to four percent of prospective six percent IAP contributions

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SB 294 | Judicial Review of Procurement Cost Analysis 
 
SB 294 would have allowed an employee of a contracting agency that conducts cost or feasibility analysis

An identical bill introduced in the 
House, HB 2188, also did not advance.  
 

SB 382 | Contract Price Threshold for Agencies (QBS) 
 
SB 382 would have increased the threshold under which a public agency may direct appoint architectural, 
engineering, transportation planning, and related technical services, from $100,000 to $500,000. Above 
that cost threshold, public agencies would have still used qualifications-based selection (QBS) and 
considered criteria other than price when making an initial selection of professional services. The City of 
Portland provided testimony in support of the bill noting that it would help contracting agencies draw 
more value to smaller scale public improvement projects. The bill had a public hearing in the Senate 
Business and Transportation Committee, but did not advance.  
 

SB 416 | Public Works Projects into Separate Contracts  
 
SB 416 prohibits anyone, not just public agencies, from dividing a public works project into more than one 
contract to avoid prevailing wage rate laws. The bill identifies factors the Commissioner of Bureau of 
Labor and Industries may consider in determining whether a construction project should be divided. 
Additionally, the bill clarifies the requirement that every public works contract and subcontract must 
specify that every contractor and subcontractor, unless exempt, must file a bond with the Construction 
Contractors Board. The bill defines actions that violate provisions prohibiting any person other than a 
contractor or subcontractor from paying the prevailing wage rate or fringe benefits to workers 
performing public works contracts. Finally, the bill establishes that failure to pay fringe benefits and 
failure to pay the prevailing wage rate are separate violations. The bill passed the Senate 18-10 and 
House 38-19.  
 
Effective: June 14, 2017 | Chapter 334 
 

SB 1069 | Least-Cost Analysis for Transportation Infrastructure Projects 
 
SB 1069 would have amended and added new requirements to the least-cost analysis for public agencies 
constructing transportation infrastructure projects. The bill proposed specific elements of cost analysis 
and establishment of an enforcement process at the Bureau of Labor and Industries. SB 1069 was 
introduced late in session during discussions on changes to the least-cost public contracting policy (see 
HB 3203), but did not receive a hearing.

HB 3203 (also introduced as SB 1045) amends and adds new requirements to the least-cost analysis for 
public agencies evaluating public works projects and related contracting. As introduced, the bill proposed 
onerous cost-analysis components and a complex enforcement mechanism, eroding the ability of public

the requirements do not apply if an agency does not receive a bid or proposal. The bill also increases the 
threshold that triggers the least-cost demonstration requirements for all public improvement projects, 
except for road resurfacing, from $125,000 to $200,000. For road resurfacing at a depth of more than 
two inches, the threshold remains at $125,000; the bill maintains the existing statutory provision that 
road surfacing at a depth of two inches or less is not a public improvement and not subject to these 
requirements. Additionally, the bill directs the Bureau of Labor and Industries (BOLI) to conduct a review 
every four years, beginning in the last quarter of 2021, to determine if changes should be made to the 
costs accounted for in a least-cost analysis and if adjustments to the thresholds are warranted.  
 
Finally, HB 3203 implements a new enforcement process administered by BOLI. Complaints for violations 
can be filed by contractors or trade associations, and must be filed within one year from discovery or the 
point at which they should have known of the violation. The BOLI Commissioner is charged with the 
power to investigate, dismiss false or duplicative complaints, and will issue a written notification if the 
public agency has no record of violation in the five years previous. If there is a previous violation, the 
Commissioner will require the agency to negotiate an agreement with the contractor or trade association. 
The bill stipulates additional enforcement provisions for continuing violations.  
 
HB 3203 was referred by the House Business and Labor Committee to the House Rules Committee, then 
to the Joint Ways and Means Committee, and was amended in each committee. The bill passed the 
House 54-5 and passed the Senate unanimously. 
 
Effective: October 6, 2017 | Chapter 715 
 

HB 3253 | Commission for the Blind Vending in Public Buildings  
 
HB 3253 expands and refines the prescribed responsibilities of the Commission for the Blind regarding 
vending facilities and other services provided at public buildings and properties. The bill prohibits 
charging the Commission, or persons who are blind, to operate a vending facility in public buildings, and 
establishes a priority process for operation of specified food service operations. The bill permits 
subcontracting with approval of the Commission. Additionally, the bill permits the spouse or domestic 
partner, upon death or incapacitation of the licensed manager, to operate a vending facility for up to six 
months or until end of contract. The bill passed both chambers unanimously.

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HB 3264 | ODOT Prompt Payment to Businesses Pilot Program 
 
HB 3264 establishes a pilot program implementing a prompt pay requirement for businesses with no 
more than 50 employees under contract with the Oregon Department of Transportation (ODOT) for 
engineering, architectural or related services. If ODOT fails to pay such businesses within 15 days of the 
payment due date or receiving an invoice, interest of 1.5 percent per month accrues on the amount due. 
As introduced, HB 3264 would have applied to public contracting agencies. The bill passed both chambers 
unanimously.

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SB 106 | Public Records Advocate and Advisory Council 
 
SB 106 establishes a Public Records Advocate and Public Records Advisory Council. The Council will 
nominate three candidates to the Governor for appointment to the Advocate position and the Council 
will sunset at the end of 2020. The Advocate position will be in the Archives Division of the Secretary of

within ten days after acknowledgement. Longer response times are permitted under certain 
circumstances. The bill passed both chambers unanimously.  
 
Effective: January 1, 2018 | Chapter 456 
 

SB 639 | Public Access Requirements for Written Records 
 
SB 639 would have established public access requirements for written records and other informational 
materials presented at public meetings of public bodies, with exceptions for written records or other 
informational materials presented at an executive sessions or certain school board or hearings officer 
proceedings. The bill had a public hearing in the Senate Government and Accountability Committee, but 
did not advance.  
 

HB 2101 | Committee to Examine Public Records Exemptions  
 
HB 2101 establishes the Oregon Sunshine Committee to review existing public records exemptions and 
report to the public records subcommittee (also created by the bill) of the Legislative Counsel Committee.

HB 2455 | Public Records Retention Period 
 
HB 2455 would have required public bodies to establish public records retention schedules that require a 
minimum three-year retention of public records. The bill did not have a public hearing.

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HB 3321 | Nonprofit Compliance with Public Meetings, Public Records, and Ethics Requirements 
 
HB 3321 proposed to extend public meetings and public records requirements to certain nonprofit 
corporations that perform a governmental function or implement a policy that controls or influences an 
expenditure of public funds. The bill also would have applied government ethics requirements for public 
officials to board members, officers and employees of these nonprofit corporations. HB 3321 would have 
required a public body that provided public funds to a nonprofit corporation to monitor the compliance 
of the nonprofit with these requirements. The bill had a public hearing in the House Judiciary Committee, 
but did not advance from the committee.  
 

HB 3464 | Disclosure of Citizenship and Immigration Status 
 
HB 3464 prohibits public bodies from inquiring about citizenship or immigration status, or disclosing 
certain information for enforcement of federal immigration laws, unless otherwise required by state or 
federal law. The measure also requires the Attorney General to develop model policies to address federal 
immigration enforcement at public schools, public health agencies, courthouses, public shelters and other 
public facilities operated by public bodies, and encourages all public bodies or entities that provide 
health, education or access to justice services to adopt said policies for consistency concerning the 
collection of sensitive information. The bill passed both chambers on party-line votes.

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SB 66 | Courts Notification Requirements for Sex Offenders and Persons with Mental Illness  
 
SB 66 creates notification requirements to help individuals understand the consequences of certain 
mental health determinations as they relate to sex offender registration and firearm possession. 
Currently, the court is required to notify persons convicted of a sex crime of the obligation to register and 
SB 66 also expands this requirement to include persons found guilty except for insanity of a sex crime. 
The bill passed both chambers unanimously. 
 
Effective: January 1, 2018 | Chapter 233

SB 496 | Grand Jury Recordation 
 
SB 496 would have directed the presiding judges to ensure proceedings before a grand jury are recorded 
and authorized the Chief Justice of the Oregon Supreme Court to establish policies and procedures for 
carrying out this recording requirement. The bill was referred by the Senate Judiciary Committee to the 
Joint Ways and Means Committee, where it remained upon adjournment. However, a companion bill, SB 
505 (see below), did pass the Legislature. 
 

SB 505 | Grand Jury Recordation  
 
SB 505 directs a district attorney to ensure proceedings before a grand jury are recorded and authorizes 
the district attorney to delegate the recording requirement to a grand juror, shorthand reporter or other 
person. The bill also provides that district attorneys use designated recording devices provided and 
maintained by the Chief Justice of the Oregon Supreme Court. Additionally, the bill provides for the filing 
of protective orders related to the grand jury recordings or transcripts. SB 505 was referred by the Senate 
Judiciary Committee to the Joint Ways and Means Committee where it passed 16-6. The bill passed the 
Senate 21-7 and passed the House 34-26.  
 
Effective: August 2, 2017 | Chapter 650 
 

SB 690 | Certificate of Good Standing 
 
SB 690 creates a Certificate of Good Standing for Oregon offenders that provides employers with a 
rebuttable presumption of non-negligence in a suit for negligent hiring. The bill allows a person convicted 
of a nonperson felony or Class A misdemeanor to petition a court for a Certificate of Good Standing, and 
authorizes a court to issue a certificate one year after a person completes all requirements of their 
sentence, including completion of treatment programs. SB 690 also directs the Oregon State Police to 
enter the certificate into law enforcement databases and remove it if the certificate is revoked after the 
person is subsequently convicted of a crime other than Class C misdemeanor. District attorneys may 
object to the issuance of a certificate but may not condition a plea offer on future eligibility for a 
certificate. The bill passed both chambers unanimously.

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SB 714 | Residency Requirements for Persons Convicted of Stalking  
 
Existing law authorized the court and the State Board of Parole and Post-Prison Supervision to impose 
specific residency requirements on persons convicted of a sex crime or certain assaults. SB 714 extends 
similar authority to these entities to impose reasonable residency requirements for persons convicted of 
stalking or violating a stalking protective order. The bill passed the Senate unanimously and passed the 
House 55-4.  
 
Effective: January 1, 2018 | Chapter 689 
 

SB 716 | Exclusion of Class A Misdemeanors from Deportable Offenses 
 
Under Oregon law, a felony is defined as a crime for which a person may be sentenced to a maximum 
term of imprisonment of "more than one year" and a misdemeanor is defined as a crime for which a 
person may be sentenced to a maximum term of imprisonment of "not more than one year." Under the 
federal Immigration and Nationality Act, certain crimes are defined as "aggravated felon[ies]" and are 
deportable offenses only if they are punishable by "at least one year" or "one year or longer." SB 716 
would have reduced the maximum imprisonment for a Class A misdemeanor from 365 to 364 days, 
excluding these misdemeanors as deportable offenses. The bill was referred by the Senate Judiciary 
Committee to the Senate Rules Committee, but the bill remained in the committee upon adjournment.  
 

SB 719 & SB 868 | Extreme Risk Protection Order  
 
SB 719 creates a process for obtaining an extreme risk protection order to dispossess a person of firearms 
if they are in imminent risk of causing injury to themselves or others. SB 868 was introduced at the 
beginning of the session, but after failing to advance past the first chamber deadline as the result of a 
procedural error in the Senate Judiciary Committee, its contents were amended into SB 719. SB 719 
passed the Senate 17-11 and passed the House 31-28.  
 
SB 719 - Effective: January 1, 2018 | Chapter 737 
 

SB 764, SB 797 & SB 1065 | Gun Safety and Background Checks 
 
SB 764 with the -3 amendments would have created the Oregon Firearm Regulation Modernization Act. 
The -3 amendment would have, among other provisions, required that courses or classes taken to obtain 
a concealed handgun license be conducted in person with an instructor physically present, including a live 
fire practice exercise and training in current gun laws.  The -4 amendment would have amended the 
provisions of SB 797 into the bill. SB 797 would have prohibited the transfer of a firearm by a gun dealer if 
the Oregon State Police were unable to complete and approve a background check (also known as the

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HB 2238 | Task Force on Public Safety; Racial and Ethnic Impact Statements 
 
In 2013, the Legislature established the Task Force on Public Safety, consisting of four legislators, two 
members appointed by the Chief Justice of the Oregon Supreme Court and seven members appointed by 
the Governor. HB 2238 reconstitutes and directed a similarly structured task force to study security 
release, with a focus on reducing racial and ethnic disparity in pretrial incarceration, the impact of 
criminal fines and fees, and implementation of the Justice Reinvestment Program. The task force is 
scheduled to sunset in 2023. The bill also directs the Criminal Justice Commission to prepare a racial and 
ethnic impact statement on legislation and ballot measures related to crime at request of a legislator 
from each major political party. The bill passed both chambers unanimously.  
 
Effective: August 2, 2017 | Chapter 614 
 

HB 2355 | Racial Profiling  
 
Introduced at the request of Attorney General Rosenblum, HB 2355 directs the Oregon Criminal Justice 
Commission (CJC) to develop a method for recording data concerning officer-initiated pedestrian and 
traffic stops and directs the Department of Public Safety Standards and Training (DPSST) to develop 
training and procedures for recording data. The legislation also requires law enforcement agencies to 
begin recording officer-involved pedestrian and traffic stop data and submit that data to the CJC. HB 2355 
sets requirements for the scope and use of the data and requires the CJC to report findings to the 
Governor, Legislature, and DPSST. The bill also includes specific sentencing reforms for drug-related 
crimes. Additional amendments revised certain sentencing provisions and the definition of possession of 
certain substances, as well as appropriated funds for implementation of the bill. The bill passed the House 
36-23 and passed the Senate 20-6.  
 
Effective: August 15, 2017 | Chapter 706 
 

HB 2360 | Reporting Obligations for Sex Offenders 
 
HB 2360 is a response to the State v. Hiner case and modifies the crime of Failure to Report as a Sex

HB 2386 & HB 2645 | Drug Take-Back Program 
 
Both HB 2386 and HB 2645 would have directed manufacturers of drugs sold within Oregon to develop 
and implement a program for collecting unwanted medication from individuals and nonbusiness entities 
for disposal. The bills also directed the State Board of Pharmacy to administer the programs. The City of 
Portland provided testimony in support of both bills to the House Health Care Committee, citing the 
problems for public safety and environmental health posed by unwanted medications. HB 2386 did not 
advance. HB 2645 was referred to the Joint Ways and Means Committee, but remained in committee 
upon adjournment.

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HB 2526 | Firearm Safety and Suicide Prevention Education Program 
 
HB 2526 would have directed the Oregon Department of Justice to create a firearm safety and suicide 
prevention education program. The bill specified that the program must include multiple versions of 
education materials that are made available at no cost to gun dealers within Oregon. The bill also would 
have required gun dealers to provide these materials to purchasers at no cost and ensure that purchasers 
are aware of the materials. Finally, HB 2526 would have exempted this requirement for firearm transfers 
facilitated by a dealer. The bill had a public hearing in the House Judiciary Committee, but did not 
advance. 
 

HB 2597 | Prohibiting the Use of Mobile Electronic Devices While Driving

HB 2621 | Crime Victims Compensation Program 
 
Under the Crime Victims Compensation Program administered by the Oregon Department of Justice 
(DOJ), victims of crime, their dependents or survivors, and persons who have borne certain expenses are 
eligible for compensation. These expenses can include medical and counseling expenses, funeral 
expenses, and loss of earnings. HB 2621 increases the maximum amount of compensable loss to a 
victim's earnings or support from $400 to $600 per week, adds to the list of compensable expenses, and 
eliminates certain requirements for compensation. The bill also directs the DOJ to establish a limited 
compensation award for victims of domestic violence or sexual assault who do not meet eligibility 
requirements for full compensation award. The bill passed both chambers unanimously.  
 
Effective: January 1, 2018 | Chapter 108 
 

HB 2638 | Ignition Interlock Devices

HB 2793 | Disclosure Requirements for Person Convicted of Commercial Sexual Solicitation 
 
HB 2793 would have required a person convicted of commercial sexual solicitation to disclose to a court 
all Oregon licenses, certificates, permits, and registrations that person holds. The bill was amended and 
sent to the House floor by the House Judiciary Committee. The House then referred the bill to the House 
Rules Committee, where it remained upon adjournment.  
 

HB 2921 | Preemption of Local Immigration Policies 
 
HB 2921 would have preempted a city or county from adopting immigration-related policies, such as 
sanctuary city ordinances. The bill also would have required cities and counties to comply with federal 
detainer requests and removed the provision that prohibits law enforcement agencies from using 
resources to detect or apprehend foreign citizens present in the United States in violation of federal 
immigration law. The bill did not have a public hearing.

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HB 3018 | Law Enforcement Profiling Task Force 
 
HB 3018 would have eliminated the sunset on the Law Enforcement Profiling Work Group and renamed 
the work group as the Law Enforcement Profiling Task Force. The bill did not have a public hearing.  
 

HB 3047 | Penalty for Weaponizing Drones/Unmanned Aircraft Systems  
 
HB 3047 increases the current offense of weaponizing an unmanned aircraft system (UAS) from a Class A 
misdemeanor to a Class C felony when the operator of a UAS fires a bullet or projectile, or otherwise uses 
the UAS as a dangerous weapon. If this use results in serious physical injury to another person, the 
penalty is increased to a Class B felony. HB 3047 creates an offense for operating a UAS over privately 
owned premises in a manner to intentionally, knowingly or recklessly harass or annoy the property's 
owner or occupant. The bill also allows law enforcement agencies to use a UAS to acquire accident scene 
information and specifically prohibits the use of a UAS capable of releasing projectiles for crowd 
management. The bill exempts nonlethal projectiles from the crime of weaponizing a UAS when used for 
non-recreational purposes, and without intent to injure or kill people or animals. For nonlethal 
projectiles, HB 3047 requires: Federal Aviation Administration authorization; notification to the Oregon 
State Police, Department of Aviation and any other agency that issues a permit or license for the activity 
at least five days before using the UAS; reasonable notice to the public if using the UAS in a public area; 
and one million dollars in liability insurance to cover any injury from using the UAS. The bill passed the 
House 50-6, passed the Senate 28-2, and repassed the House 55-2 with Senate amendments. 
 
Effective: June 29, 2017 | Chapter 502 

 
HB 3078 | Eligibility for Family Sentencing Alternative Pilot Program 
 
HB 3078 addresses recommendations made by a public safety work group to reduce prison bed costs 
over time. The bill increases the amount of short-term transitional leave from 90 to 120-days, modifies 
two Measure 57 crimes to permit shorter presumptive sentences with stricter supervision (theft in the 
first degree and identity theft), and expands the number of offenders that may be eligible to participate 
in the Family Sentencing Alternative Pilot Program. The bill passed the House 33-26 and passed the 
Senate 18-11.  
 
Effective: August 8, 2017 | Chapter 673 
 

HB 3242 | Law Enforcement Electronically Recorded Interviews with Minors

proceedings, the bill also allows the court to consider violation of this Act, when no exceptions apply, 
when determining the evidentiary value of the statement. Some of the applicable exceptions are for 
grand jury testimony or when a law enforcement agency employs five or fewer peace officers. The bill 
passed the House unanimously, passed the Senate 27-1, and repassed the House unanimously with 
Senate amendments.

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HB 3244 | Law Enforcement Interview Technique with Minors 
 
HB 3244 would have prohibited law enforcement from using deceit, trickery, artifice, or any other 
misleading interrogation technique during an interview of a youth in connection with an act that, if 
committed by an adult, would constitute a crime. The bill had a public hearing in the House Judiciary 
Committee, but did not advance. 
 

HB 3364 | Domestic Violence Victims Emergency Assistance Eligibility and Payment Limits 
 
HB 3364 would have increased emergency assistance eligibility and payment limits for victims of domestic 
violence and persons at risk of victimization of domestic violence. The bill would have established a 
minimum of $3,000 for a 6-month consecutive period. The bill was referred by the House Judiciary 
Committee to the Joint Ways and Means Committee, but remained in committee upon adjournment. 
 

HB 3440 | Remove Special Training Requirements for Naloxone

HB 3450 | Law Enforcement Communication with Federal Immigration Agencies 
 
HB 3450 would have authorized a law enforcement agency to exchange information with the United 
States Bureau of Immigration and Customs Enforcement (ICE), United States Bureau of Citizenship and 
Immigration Services, and United States Bureau of Customs and Border Protection in order to notify 
federal agencies of the impending releases of incarcerated individuals. The bill did not have a public 
hearing.

HB 5034 | Department of Public Safety Standards and Training Budget 
 
HB 5034 is the budget bill for the Department of Public Safety Standards and Training (DPSST), which 
provides public safety training and maintains standards for employment to over 35,000 police, fire, 
corrections, parole and probation, telecommunications, and private security professionals and volunteers 
in Oregon. The approved budget of $61.6 million is 3.1% higher than the 2015-17 legislatively approved 
budget and 0.8% above current service level. However, the budget does eliminate two police training 
classes from the 2017-19 training calendar. The bill passed the House 39-3 and passed the Senate 
unanimously.

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SB 178 | Rural Medical Practitioner Tax Credit

adjournment. However, the Oregon Rural Practitioner Tax Credit was extended for 4 years and set with a 
$300,000 income limit in the omnibus tax credits bill approved by lawmakers (see HB 2066 on page 96).  
 

SB 5530 | Lottery Bonds: Special Public Works Fund Recapitalization 
 
SB 5530 authorizes the issuance of lottery revenue bonds for specified projects and funds, including $30 
million to recapitalize the Special Public Works Fund (SPWF) administered by the Infrastructure Finance 
Authority (IFA). TƘŜ /ƛǘȅΩǎ ƭŜƎƛǎƭŀǘƛǾŜ ŀƎŜƴŘŀ ƛŘŜƴǘƛŦƛŜŘ recapitalization of the SPWF as part of its support 
for rural communities priority. The SPWF provides funding for publicly-owned facilities that support 
economic and community development in the form of loans and grants to municipalities at the direction 
of the IFA. The program provides financing to local governments to construct, improve and repair public 
infrastructure and facilities that will support economic growth and create new jobs. The bill dedicates $10 
million of the SPWF allocation for levee repair and accreditation projects.

HB 3261 | Evaluation of Provider Incentive Programs 
 
HB 3261 requires the Oregon Health Policy Board (OHPB) within the Oregon Health Authority (OHA), in 
collaboration with the Oregon Health and Science University (OHSU) and the Office of Rural Health, to 
assess the health care workforce needs in Oregon, and evaluate the effectiveness of provider incentive 
programs. OHPB and OHA are required to report to the Legislature in each odd-numbered year and the 
bill requires that OHA enter an agreement with OHSU to administer provider incentive programs. The bill 
passed both chambers unanimously.

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SJR 3 | Repeal of HJR 85 (1997), Measure 50 
 
SJR 3 would have proposed an amendment to the Oregon constitution through a ballot referral in the 
2018 general election. The amendment would have repealed ad valorem property tax assessment 
provisions created by HJR 85 (1997) and approved by voters as Ballot Measure 50 (1997), and required ad 
valorem property taxes to be assessed on the real market value of property. SJR 3 required the 
Legislature to enact legislation to create a homestead property tax exemption available to owner-
occupied principal dwellings and the tax lot upon which those dwellings are located. The Office of 
Management and Finance provided written testimony in support of the resolution. The bill had two public 
hearings in the Senate Finance and Revenue Committee, but remained in committee upon adjournment.  
 

HJR 1 | Repeal of Ballot Measure 50 from 1997 
 
HJR 1 would have referred to voters a proposed amendment to the Oregon constitution. The amendment 
would have (1) repealed ad valorem property tax assessment provisions created by House Joint 
Resolution 85 (1997) (Ballot Measure 50 [1997]), (2) required ad valorem property taxes to be assessed 
on real market value of property, (3) authorized local taxing districts to increase permanent rate limits 
once in 10 years by submitting question to voters of district, (4) directed the Legislature to provide an 
exemption from ad valorem property taxes for owner-occupied principal dwellings and tax lots upon 
which the dwellings are located, and (5) increased maximum collection rates imposed by Ballot Measure 
5 (1990). The bill did not have a public hearing. 
 

SB 28 | Market-Based Apportionment 
 
SB 28 moves Oregon corporate income tax apportionment from the existing cost-of-performance 
sourcing method to market-based sourcing. Cost-of-performance sourcing results in income from 
intangibles and services being sourced to the jurisdiction where the work that produces the revenue is 
performed. A market-based sourcing methodology reduces complexity by requiring a taxpayer to source 
service receipts to the location of the customer or where the benefit of the service is received. SB 28 
generally applies to C-corporations in tax years beginning January 1, 2018, but excludes utilities and 
financial institutions. The bill is expected to cause a modest net revenue gain. The bill passed both 
chambers on party-line votes after contentious debate on whether the bill raised revenue and required a 
3/5 majority instead of a simple majority to pass.  
 
Effective: October 6, 2017 | Chapter 549 
 

SB 118 | Exclusion of School District Revenue from Property Tax Exemptions 
 
SB 118 would have excluded, from full or partial exemptions or special assessments, property taxes 
imposed by school districts when the exemptions or special assessments require adoption by local 
governments. A proposed amendment would have modified the exclusion to Enterprise Zones and 
Strategic Investment Programs, but specified that the exclusion also be extended to property taxes 
imposed by Education Service Districts. The Portland Housing Bureau provided testimony citing concerns 
about the impact of the bill on local affordable housing programs. The bill had a public hearing in the 
Senate Finance and Revenue Committee, but remained in committee upon adjournment.

SB 123 would have authorized the formation of special districts to provide funding for programs that offer 
ŎƘƛƭŘǊŜƴΩǎ ǎŜǊǾƛŎŜǎ with the authority to assess, levy, and collect taxes. Commissioner Saltzman provided 
testimony in support of the bill. The Senate Finance and Revenue Committee approved the bill, but it was 
rereferred to the committee from the Senate floor a week later. The committee passed the bill again with 
technical amendments to avoid potential property tax compression related to education services and the 
amended bill passed the Senate 18-10. The House Revenue Committee held a public hearing on the bill, 
but it remained in the committee upon adjournment.  
 

SB 151 | Property Tax Homestead Exemption  
 
SB 151 would have established a homestead exemption on the first $10,000 of real market value when 
calculating the value of the home for assessment. For the homestead exemption to become effective, 
voters would have needed to approve SJR 3 (see above). SB 151 had two public hearings in the Senate 
Finance and Revenue Committee, but remained in committee upon adjournment. 
 

SB 152 | Corporate Minimum Tax Apportionment 
 
For purposes of the corporate minimum tax, SB 152 would have eliminated the throwback rule for 
tangible personal property shipped from Oregon and changed the apportionment method for services 
and intangibles from the cost-of-performance to a market based approach. The bill had a public hearing 
in the Senate Finance and Revenue Committee, but remained in committee upon adjournment. 
 

SB 391 | Personal Income Tax Revenues to Counties  
 
SB 391 would have directed the Oregon Department of Revenue to distribute income taxes annually to 
certain counties proportional to the revenue attributable to individuals employed in the county. The bill 
would have applied to counties where at least half of county land is owned by public bodies or the federal 
government or if at least half of the employees in the county are public or federal government 
employees. The bill had a public hearing in the Senate Finance and Revenue Committee, but remained in 
committee upon adjournment. 
 

SB 694 | Property Tax Exemption for Veterans with Disabilities 
 
SB 694 would have increased the upper limit of two existing property tax exemptions for disabled 
veterans and their un-remarried surviving spouses from $15,000 to $60,000 and from $18,000 to 
$65,000, and created a third exemption of up to $150,000 of the assessed value of a homestead or 
personal property. The bill was referred by the Senate Veterans and Emergency Preparedness Committee 
to the Senate Finance and Revenue Committee, but remained in committee upon adjournment.

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SB 756 | Land Value Taxation 
 
SB 756 would have required the Legislative Revenue Officer to conduct a study of land value taxation. The 
bill had a public hearing in the Senate Finance and Revenue Committee, but remained in committee upon 
adjournment. 
 

SB 845 | Marijuana Tax Revenue Distribution

SB 876 | Three-Fifths Majority Requirement for Voter Approval to Raise Local Government Taxes 
 
SB 876 would have specified that a local government or special government measure to increase taxes 
may only be approved by a three-fifths majority of votes, unless otherwise provided the in the charter of 
a city, county or metropolitan service district, local government or special government body. The bill did 
not have a public hearing.  
 

SB 877 | Voter Approval of Local Tax Increases Only at General Elections 
 
SB 877 would have required a measure proposing to raise taxes could only be submitted to the people at 
the next general elections, unless otherwise provided in charter of city, county or metropolitan service 
district. The bill did not have a public hearing. 
 

HB 2019 | Corporate Tax Transparency 
 
Under current law, all state tax return information is considered confidential and generally may not be 
disclosed to the public. HB 2019 would have directed the Legislative Revenue Officer to produce a public 
report containing tax return information of C-corporations that operate in more than one state and claim 
a certain amount of tax expenditures in each year. The report would have provided four lists that rank 
corporations per Oregon sales, Oregon taxable income, tax expenditures claimed, and tax liability. 
Proposed amendments to HB 2019 would have required corporations to disclose the total amount of all 
business tax credits claimed, Oregon tax liability, and Oregon property taxes paid. The House Revenue 
Committee held several hearings, but the bill remained in the committee upon adjournment.  
 

HB 2049 | Definition of Transient Lodging Intermediary

HB 2056 would have increased the cigarette tax by $0.50 per pack for cigarettes distributed on or after 
January 1, 2018. The bill had public hearings in the House Revenue Committee, but remained in 
committee upon adjournment.

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HB 2060 | Eligibility Limitations for Pass-Through Tax Rates  
 
HB 2060 would have limit eligibility for pass-through tax rates to businesses and increased state revenue 
by an estimated $196 million in the 2017-19 biennium by limiting the type of business classifications 
eligible for the tax break. The bill passed the House 31-28 after contentious debate on whether the bill is 
intended to raise revenue and would require a 3/5 majority instead of a simple majority to pass. No 
action on the bill occurred in the Senate before adjournment. 
 

HB 2064 | Transient Lodging Tax 
 
The introduced version of HB 2064 would have directed the Legislative Revenue Office to report to the 
interim revenue committee on changes to law recommended by the transient lodging tax work group. HB

collecting and remitting transient lodging taxes. The amendment replacing the original bill also clarified 
how the tax must be computed and made the filing requirement clear. The City of Portland provided 
testimony in favor of the bill with the proposed amendment. The bill had two public hearings in the 
House Revenue Committee and was scheduled for multiple work sessions, but did not advance.  
 

HB 2066 | Omnibus Tax Credits Extension 
 
HB 2066 reauthorizes a limited number of tax credits, including the Oregon Affordable Housing Tax Credit 
(OAHTC) and the Rural Medical Practitioner Tax Credit administered by the Oregon Office of Rural Health,

housing development projects, was extended from January 1, 2020 to January 1, 2026 with an increased 
cap of $25 million per fiscal year. The Rural Medical Practitioner Tax Credit was extended from January 1, 
2018 to January 1, 2022. The bill also added eligibility restrictions for the tax credit, including a limit on 
the number of years the credit can be claimed, a requirement that a claimant must practice medicine at 
least 20 hours per week, and an annual income limit per eligible individual. Notably, the Renewable 
Energy Tax Credit and Electronic Commerce Zone Tax Credit, each scheduled to sunset on January 1, 
2018, were not reauthorized this session. The bill also does not include an extension or soft-sunset of the 
Energy Incentive Program transportation tax credits. As approved, HB 2066 is projected to result in a 
positive state revenue impact in the 2017-19 biennium. The bill passed the House 52-7 and passed the 
Senate unanimously.

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HB 2088 | Changed Property Ratio 
 
HB 2088 gives cities in Multnomah County the option of having assessors compute the changed property 
ratio for property tax assessment based upon the area of a city rather than the legal framework of the 
countywide ratio. Changed property ratio is used to determine the maximum assessed value of newly-
built or qualifying improved property that is in the same property class. The bill passed the House 37-21 
and passed the Senate 22-6.  
 
Effective: October 6, 2017 | Chapter 414 
 

HB 2151 | Exemption for Cannabinoid Food Processing Equipment 
 
HB 2151 would have created a new five-year property tax exemption for food processing machinery and 
equipment newly-acquired by persons engaged in the business of producing cannabinoid edibles, 
alcoholic beverages or alcoholic liquors. The bill had a public hearing in the House Economic Development 
and Trade Committee, but remained in committee upon adjournment.  
 

HB 2273 | Apportionment Methodology 
 
HB 2273 amends statute to align with the Multistate Tax Commission recommendations that states adopt 
a market-based approach and remove the functional test when deciding sales for apportionment 
purposes. Additionally, the bill incorporates certain Oregon 5ŜǇŀǊǘƳŜƴǘ ƻŦ wŜǾŜƴǳŜΩǎ ŀŘƳƛƴƛǎǘǊŀǘƛǾŜ ǊǳƭŜǎ 
into statute and applies to tax years after January 1, 2018. A related bill, SB 28, adopts the market-based 
approach for sourcing of sales. HB 2273 passed both chambers unanimously. 
 
Effective: October 6, 2017 | Chapter 622 
 

HB 2278 | Local Government Budget Law/Bond Sale Timing 
 
Taxing districts are required to adopt their budget by June 30 and certify the tax imposed to an assessor 
by July 15, but often general obligation bond sales approved by voters in May occur after this deadline. 
HB 2278 fixes this timing issue. The bill allows for a contingent tŀȄ ǊŜǎƻƭǳǘƛƻƴ ŀƴŘ ŦƻƭƭƻǿπǳǇ ǊŜǎƻƭǳǘƛƻƴ 
after sale for bonds approved in May and sold after July 1, and the bill allows for late certification to the 
county assessor by September 15. The bill passed the House unanimously and passed the Senate 26-2.

HB 2281 | Forestland Special Assessment 
 
HB 2281 makes a technical change to conform statutes to current practice for disqualification of a 
forestland special assessment. The bill passed both chambers unanimously.

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HB 2363 | County Charge for Property Tax Assessment 
 
HB 2363 would have required counties to annually determine, and include in their budget, the actual 
costs to the county of assessing property and collecting property taxes. The bill also included provisions 
and limitations for implementing the measure. The bill had two public hearings in the House Revenue 
Committee, but remained in committee upon adjournment.

HB 2400 authorizes any state agency or department to enter into an agreement with any political 
subdivision for the collection, enforcement, administration, and distribution of local transient lodging 
taxes of the political subdivision.

HB 2662 | Cigarette and Cigar Tax Increase 
 
HB 2662 would have increased the state cigarette tax and removed the per-unit limit on the cigar tax. The 
bill had a public hearing in the House Revenue Committee, but remained in committee upon 
adjournment.  
 

HB 2744 | Definition of Tourism-Related Facility for Use of Transient Lodging Tax Revenue 
 
HB 2744 would have added improvements to real property that support, promote, or accommodate

The bill had a public hearing with HB 2768 in the 
House Economic Development and Trade Committee, but neither bill advanced from the committee.  
 

HB 2768 | Definition of Tourism Promotion for Use of Transient Lodging Tax Revenue 
 
HB 2768 would have expanded the definition of tourism promotion, thereby allowing transient lodging 
tax revenues to be spent on a wider variety of uses. The bill had a public hearing with HB 2744 in the 
House Economic Development and Trade Committee, but neither bill advanced from the committee.

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HB 2830 | Commercial Activity Tax 
 
As introduced, HB 2830 would have increased corporate excise tax rates by one percent. Proposed 
amendments would have replaced the underlying bill by repealing the corporate excise tax altogether 
and imposing a commercial activity tax (CAT). The bill had public hearings in the Joint Tax Reform 
Committee, where multiple options and economic models were reviewed. The committee considered 
amendments that would have established various CAT tax rates based on industry sector and Oregon 
sales. The committee also considered amendments that would have: increased corporate income tax 
rates (to eight percent on the first $1 million of net income and nine percent on net income above $1 
million); limited eligibility for using the non-passive income preferential rates; and doubled the corporate 
income tax for C- and S-corporations and partnerships. The bill would have required approval by a three-
fifths majority of each chamber; it did not advance from the committee. 
 

HB 2831 | S-Corporation Minimum Tax  
 
HB 2831 would have increased the corporate minimum tax from $150 to $1000 on S-corporations with 
Oregon sales that exceed $25 million. The bill had a public hearing in the House Revenue Committee, but 
remained in committee upon adjournment.

HB 2939 | Commercial Construction Excise Tax Preemption

HB 2942 | Property Tax Assessment of Industrial Rental Equipment 
 
HB 2942 would have imposed a tax of 1.75 percent on the rental price of construction, mining, 
earthmoving, and industrial equipment that is mobile, owned by a qualified heavy equipment provider, 
and held primarily for rental. The bill had a public hearing in the House Revenue Committee, but 
remained in committee upon adjournment. 
 

HB 3180 | Transient Lodging Tax Information Sharing  
 
HB 3180 authorizes the Oregon Department of Revenue and local governments to disclose information 
about the administration of transient lodging tax laws to each other and provides a process for ensuring 
the confidentiality the tax information. The bill passed both chambers unanimously.

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HB 3265 | Transferability of Business Licenses and Payment of Business License Tax 
 
HB 3265 would have required that any business license issued by a city or county be transferable to the 
benefit of the person that purchased the business license, without payment of any additional business 
license tax. The bill would have stipulated that a city or county may charge the purchaser of the business 
an amount up to the actual costs incurred in connection with the transfer of the license or the business 
license tax paid by the seller of the business, whichever is less. The bill did not have a public hearing. 
 

HB 3296 | Tax on Tobacco Substitute 
 
HB 3296 would have amended certain definitions of tobacco products to include tobacco substitutes, 
imposed a tax on tobacco substitutes, and required distributors of tobacco substitutes to be licensed. The 
bill had a public hearing in the House Revenue Committee, but did not advance. 
 

HB 3453 | Property Tax Exemption Modifications 
 
HB 3453 modifies two existing property tax exemptions: exempt lease from taxable owner (ORS 307.112) 
and exempt lease from exempt owner (ORS 307.166). The bill modifies language requiring the exemption 
benefit and the tax savings that result from the exemption to inure solely to the benefit of the exempt 
organization leasing or subleasing the property. The bill passed the House 42-11 and passed the Senate 
28-2.

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SB 2 | Prohibiting the Use of Mobile Electronic Devices While Driving 
 
SB 2 was one of two bills introduced this session to address the use of mobile electronic devices while 
driving. The other bill, HB 2597 (see below), passed in the final week of session. SB 2 would have renamed 
and expanded the offense of operating a motor vehicle while using a mobile communication device to 
cover operating a motor vehicle while using a mobile electronic device. The bills differed on the penalties 
specified for drivers who violate the law and SB 2 would have created stricter penalties for an offense. 
Commissioner Saltzman and the Portland Bureau of Transportation submitted joint testimony in support 
of the bill. The bill was referred by the Senate Judiciary Committee to the Joint Ways and Means 
Committee, where it remained upon adjournment.  
 

SB 34 | Move Over Law  
 
Current law requires motorists to change lanes or slow down when approaching emergency vehicles 
stopped along a roadside and displaying warning or hazard lights. SB 34 expands the law to apply when a 
motorist approaches any vehicle stopped under such circumstances. The bill passed the Senate 16-13, 
passed the House unanimously, and finally repassed the Senate 19-11 with House amendments.  
 
Effective: January 1, 2018 | Chapter 305 
 

SB 35 | Motor Vehicle Accident Report Threshold  
 
SB 35 increases the threshold amount that must be met before a person is required to submit a motor 
vehicle accident report from $1,500 to $2,500. The bill passed the Senate unanimously and passed the 
House 58-1.  
 
Effective: January 1, 2018 | Chapter 189 
 

SB 36 | Three-Wheeled Motorcycle Endorsements  
 
SB 36 specifies that the Oregon Department of Transportation (ODOT) may waive, by rule, the skills test 
requirement for a person seeking to operate a three-wheeled motorcycle. The bill passed the Senate 
unanimously and passed the House 55-2.

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SB 117 | Predatory Towing  
 
SB 117 makes several changes to towing provisions that apply to unlawfully parked and abandoned 
vehicles and places additional requirements on towers. The bill: (1) allows the tow of a motor vehicle 
from a parking facility regardless of the facility's signage if the tow is with prior consent of the vehicle 
owner or operator, (2) requires a tower to maintain licensure for two years and provide it to the owner or 
operator of motor vehicle upon request, (3) requires that a tower with multiple storage facilities tow a 
motor vehicle to the closest location in the same county, and (4) modifies other definitions and provisions 
of civil process. A similar bill with additional provisions, SB 133, was also introduced this session, but did 
not pass. SB 117 passed both chambers unanimously.  
 
Effective: January 1, 2018 | Chapter 480 
 

SB 179 | Alternative Fuel Vehicle Transportation Projects Tax Credit 
 
SB 179 would have extended the tax credit for an alternative fuel vehicle transportation projects from 
January 1, 2018 to January 1, 2024. An alternative fuel vehicle project is defined as the acquisition of 
alternative fuel vehicle fleets or the construction of alternative fuel infrastructure, such as electric vehicle 
charging or compressed natural gas systems. Eligible entities can be awarded up to 35 percent of a 
ǇǊƻƧŜŎǘΩǎ Ŝƭigible cost. The bill had a public hearing in the Senate Environment and Natural Resources 
Committee, but did not advance. An extension of the alternative fuel vehicle tax credit was not included 
in the omnibus tax credits bill approved by lawmakers (see HB 2066 on page 95). 
 

SB 374 | REAL ID Act Compliance 
 
SB 374 authorizes the Oregon Department of Transportation (ODOT) to issue identification cards (driver 
licenses, driver permits, or other cards) that are compliant with federal requirements under the federal 
REAL ID Act of 2005. Previous state legislation precluded ODOT from participating in this program. 
Oregon is presently operating under a federal extension and ODOT anticipates that REAL ID compliant 
cards will be available July 1, 2020. The bill passed the House 56-1 and passed the Senate 27-2 the day 
before adjournment.  
 
Effective: July 7, 2017 | Chapter 568 
 

SB 488 | Towing of Victims of Car Theft  
 
SB 488 lessens the burden on the victims of automotive theft by: (1) improved information sharing 
between law enforcement, towers, and victims of a car theft; (2) simplified surrender of title when the 
vehicle owner wants to walk away from the vehicle; and (3) holding the victim of car theft harmless. The 
bill passed both chambers unanimously.

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SB 532 | Left Lane Travel 
 
SB 532 would have required that drivers not travel in the left lane of a roadway with two or more lanes 
proceeding in a single direction except to pass. The bill passed the Senate 19-10 and had a public hearing 
in the House Transportation Policy Committee, but did not advance. 
 

SB 693 | Elimination of Probationary Driver Permits 
 
SB 693 would have eliminated probationary driver permits, streamlined certain requirements to obtain a 
hardship permit, and repealed driver license suspensions for several criminal offenses. In the final days of 
session, the bill passed the Senate unanimously and then passed by the House 53-4, with amendments 
but did not receive a concurrence vote before adjournment. 
 

SB 796 | Wounded Warrior Parking Permits

over the designated time limit. A similar bill, SB 991, was also introduced this session but did not receive a 
hearing. SB 796 was referred by the Senate Veterans and Emergency Preparedness Committee to the 
Joint Ways and Means Committee, where it remained upon adjournment.  
 

SB 981 | Regulation of Autonomous Vehicles 
 
SB 981 would have preempted local regulatory authority, established a procedure for an automated 
vehicle manufacturer to submit a certificate of compliance to the Oregon Department of Transportation 
(ODOT), and set forth requirements for autonomous vehicles and data collection. Mayor Wheeler and 
Commissioner Saltzman submitted a joint letter opposing SB 981 as introduced. The bill had a public 
hearing in the Senate Business and Transportation Committee, but did not advance. Two other 
autonomous vehicle  bills, HB 3119 (a companion bill to SB 981) and HB 2461 (see below), were also 
introduced this session. 
 

SB 5530 & HB 5006 | Lottery Bonds: Connect Oregon, SW Capitol Highway Improvements 
 
SB 5530 authorizes the issuance of lottery revenue bonds for specified projects and HB 5006 provides the 
expenditure limitation for these projects. The list of projects includes $30 million for ConnectOregon 
(additional funding also included in HB 2017) and $2 million for SW Capitol Highway safety improvements. 
On August 8, 2017, Governor Brown announced her intention to line-item veto the funding for SW Capitol 
Highway, in addition to certain other projects in the bill. After lobbying that included a letter from 
Portland City Council, Governor Brown stated that she would not veto funding for the project on August 
15, 2017.

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HB 2017 | Transportation Funding Package 
 
The transportation funding package (HB 2017) was the result of a long-term, multi-session process that 
included statewide tours by both the legislative and executive branches. The final bill dedicates $5.3 
ōƛƭƭƛƻƴ ƛƴǘƻ hǊŜƎƻƴΩǎ ǘǊŀƴǎǇƻǊǘŀǘƛƻƴ ǎȅǎǘŜƳǎ ŀƴŘ ƛƴŎƭǳŘŜǎ ŦǳƴŘƛƴƎ ŦƻǊ ǎǘŀǘŜ ŀƴŘ ƭƻŎŀƭ ǇǊŜǎŜǊǾation and 
maintenance, transit operations, tolling and value pricing, ConnectOregon, Safe Routes for Schools, 
highway bottlenecks, electric vehicle rebates, and jurisdictional transfer of Outer Powell. The state gas tax 
is increased by ten cents over six years, with increases contingent upon reporting requirements for the 
Oregon Department of Transportation every two years. Vehicle registration fees are increased on a tiered 
scale, relative to vehicle fuel efficiency. New privilege and use taxes on vehicles raise funds for 
ConnectOregon, five-year electric vehicle incentive programs, and the State Highway Fund. Adult bicycles 
over $200 will also be subject to a new $15 excise tax that will go toward ConnectOregon bicycle and 
pedestrian projects. The expenditure limitation from projects was included in HB 5045.  
 
Addressing congestion in the Portland metropolitan region was a major theme of the bill and resulted in 
the funding of design, engineering, and construction on portions of I-5, I-205, and Highway 217, in 
addition to a commitment to value pricing policies.  The bill passed the House 39-20 and passed the 
Senate 22-7 in the final week of the session. Other notable provisions include: 
  
Preservation and Maintenance 

¶ Over $200 million in cumulative preservation and maintenance dollars to City of Portland by 2025 
Projects 

¶ $30 million annually for Rose Quarter starting in 2020 

¶ Up to $110 million for ODOT to complete improvements to Outer Powell and transfer to City of 
Portland 

¶ Study of Inner Powell 

¶ $1.5 million for Columbia Boulevard Pedestrian Safety project 

¶ $2 million for SW Capitol Highway safety improvements (included in HB 5006) 
Safe Routes to Schools 

¶ $10 million annually, increasing to $15 million in 2022 
Transit 

¶ $107 million annually for transit statewide, approximately $40 million to TriMet with about $11 
million for a new low-income fare 

Tolling/Congestion Pricing 

¶ Funding to set ǳǇ άǾŀƭǳŜ ǇǊƛŎƛƴƎΣέ ƛƴŎƭǳŘƛƴƎ ǾŀǊƛŀōƭŜ ǘƛƳŜ-of-day pricing 
Environment 

¶ Five-year rebate program ($12 million per year) for electric vehicles 
Local Control 

¶ No requirement to salt roads (removed from earlier draft) 

¶ No preemption on transportation network company regulatory authority

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HB 2288 | Lottery Bonds for ConnectOregon  
 
HB 2288 would have authorized the issuance of lottery bonds to fund ConnectOregon. The bill was 
referred by the House Transportation Policy Committee to the Joint Ways and Means Committee. No 
further action occurred on the bill, but $30.4 million in lottery bonds for ConnectOregon was authorized 
in SB 5530 and additional funding is raised and allocated through the vehicle privilege tax and bicycle 
excise tax in the transportation funding package (HB 2017). 
 

HB 2409 | Red Light Speeding  
 
Existing law limited the use of red light cameras to enforcing driver failure to obey traffic control devices. 
HB 2409 expands city authority to operate red light cameras for speed enforcement when drivers travels 
11 miles per hour or more over the limit. The bill allows a city to issue dual citations for running a red light 
and speeding if the driver exceeds the speed limit by more than 20 miles per hour. The bill also requires a 
city to notify the community and drivers of the technology, and requires a police officer to review 
photograph and sensor data before issuing a citation. The Portland City Council submitted written 
testimony in support of the bill to the House Judiciary Committee and the Portland Bureau of 
Transportation submitted testimony in support of the bill to the Senate Judiciary Committee. The bill 
passed the House 45-15 and passed the Senate 18-10. 
 
Effective: October 6, 2017 | Chapter 288 
 

HB 2461 | Autonomous Vehicles 
 
HB 2461 would have created a process and standards for autonomous vehicle manufacturers to obtain a 
certificate of approval. The bill did not have a public hearing. Similar bills regulating autonomous vehicles, 
SB 981 and HB 3119, were also introduced this session. 
 

HB 2462 | Truck Weight Limitations  
 
HB 2462 increases the amount by which a vehicle equipped with a fully functional idle reduction system, 
designed to reduce fuel use and emissions from engine idling, may exceed maximum weight limitations 
from 400 to 500 pounds. The bill also provides that a vehicle fueled by natural as may exceed maximum 
weight limitations by 2000 pounds. The bill passed the House 56-1 and passed the Senate 25-4.  
 
Effective: January 1, 2018 | Chapter 156 
 

HB 2510 | Electric Vehicle Charging Stations: Commercial Tenants 
 
HB 2510 authorizes commercial tenants to install electric vehicle charging stations on commercial spaces 
occupied by the tenant. The bill passed the House 46-12, passed the Senate unanimously, and repassed 
the House 48-10 with Senate amendments.

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HB 2511 | Electric Vehicle Charging Stations: Residential Tenants 
 
HB 2511 authorizes a residential tenant to install and use an electric vehicle charging station for personal, 
noncommercial use. The bill passed the House 45-13, passed the Senate 21-9, and repassed by the House 
45-13 with Senate amendments. 
 
Effective: June 20, 2017 | Chapter 387 
 

HB 2514 | Electric Motor Vehicle Incentives 
 
HB 2514 would have directed Business Oregon to develop and implement an Electric Motor Vehicle Sales 
Incentive Program targeted toward car salespeople to encourage the sale, lease, or trade-in exchange of 
new electric motor vehicles to Oregon residents. The bill was referred by the House Energy and 
Environment Committee to the Joint Ways and Means Committee, but remained in committee upon 
adjournment.  
 
The transportation funding package (HB 2017) included $12 million in funding for a 5-year rebate 
program for the purchase of electric vehicles. 
 

HB 2597 | Prohibiting the Use of Mobile Electronic Devices While Driving 
 
HB 2597 renamed and expanded the offense of operating a motor vehicle while using a mobile 
communication device to cover mobile electronic devices and increases certain penalties for the offense. 
Commissioner Saltzman and the Portland Bureau of Transportation submitted joint testimony in support 
of the bill in the House Judiciary Committee in February. The bill passed the House 46-13, passed the 
Senate 21-8, and was repassed by the House 47-6 with the Senate amendments. 
 
Effective: October 1, 2017 | Chapter 629 
 

HB 2598 | Milkman Mike Act 
 
The act of a person recklessly operating a vehicle upon a highway in a manner that results in contact 
between the vehicle and a pedestrian, bicycle, or bicycle operator, is a Class A misdemeanor when this 
contact results in physical injury to the pedestrian or bicycle operator. HB 2598 expands this offense to 
include contacting a motorcycle or motorcycle operator or passenger resulting in physical injury to the 
motorcycle operator or passenger. The bill passed the House 48-11, passed the Senate unanimously, and 
was repassed by the House 48-10 with Senate amendments.

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HB 2638 | Ignition Interlock Devices  
 
HB 2638 establishes a certification program for Ignition Interlock Device (IID) service centers and 
technicians that includes certification, inspection, criminal background checks for installers, and tracking 
and follow-up of negative IID reports. This program will be administered by the Oregon Department of 
Transportation in the 2017-19 biennium and then transferred to the Oregon State Police on July 1, 2019. 
A similar bill related to the installation of IIDs, SB 498, was introduced this session, but did not pass. HB 
2638 bill passed both chambers unanimously.   
 
Effective: October 6, 2017 | Chapter 655 
 

HB 2643 | Car Seat Age Requirement 
 
HB 2643 would have required children under two years old to be properly secured in a car seat in rear-
facing position. The bill had a public hearing in the House Early Childhood and Family Supports 
Committee, but did not advance.  
 

HB 2667 |  Statewide Vision Zero Task Force 
 
HB 2667 would have created a Vision Zero Task Force to examine strategies that reduce and eliminate 
serious traffic crashes, including review of the 2016 Oregon Transportation Safety Action Plan. The 
Portland Bureau of Transportation provided written testimony, including ǘƘŜ /ƛǘȅ ƻŦ tƻǊǘƭŀƴŘΩǎ ±ƛǎƛƻƴ ½ŜǊƻ 
Action Plan to the House Transportation Policy Committee in support of the bill. The bill had a public 
hearing but did advance from the committee.  
 

HB 2682 | Local Speed Limits of Residential Roads 
 
In its original form, HB 2682 would have authorized cities and counties to set speeds for certain highways 
without seeking approval of ODOT. The bill was amended to give the City of Portland authority to reduce 
speeds on residential roads by five miles per hour. The Portland Bureau of Transportation provided 
testimony in support of the bill. The bill passed the House 55-1 and passed the Senate 18-10.  
 
January 1, 2018 | Chapter 291 
 

HB 2693 | State Funding for YouthPass  
 
HB 2693 would have established a new grant program to help fund school districts for certain student 
transportation costs. The bill would have allocated $5 million in the 2017-19 biennium to the Oregon 
Department of Education for grants to school districts. The bill was amended in the House Education 
Committee to prioritize school districts that had not been receiving public money for student 
transportation costs. The amended version of the bill was referred to the Joint Ways and Means 
Committee, where it remained upon adjournment.

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HB 2704 | Low Emission and Electric Vehicle Rebates  
 
HB 2704 would have required the Environmental Quality Commission to hire, or contract with, a third-
party to establish a rebate program for the purchase and registration of certain low-emission vehicles and 
zero-emission transit buses. The program would have been funded through a newly established Zero-
Emission Incentive Fund, replacing the Alternative Fuel Vehicle Revolving Fund and transferring the fund 
administration from the Oregon Department of Energy to the Department of Environmental Quality. In 
addition, HB 2704 would have created a new Charge Ahead Oregon Program to provide incentives for low 
and moderate-income households to voluntarily replace high-emission passenger vehicles with light-duty 
zero-emission vehicles. The program would have been limited to areas highly impacted by air pollution. 
The bill was referred by the House Energy and Environment Committee to the Joint Ways and Means 
Committee, but remained in committee upon adjournment.  
 

HB 2717 | Penalty for Assault of Transit Employees 
 
HB 2717 ǿƻǳƭŘ ƘŀǾŜ ŜȄǇŀƴŘŜŘ ά!ǎǎŀǳƭǘ ƛƴ ǘƘŜ ¢ƘƛǊŘ 5ŜƎǊŜŜέ ǘƻ ŎƻǾŜǊ ƛƴǘŜƴǘƛƻƴŀƭƭȅΣ ƪƴƻwingly, or 
recklessly causing, by means other than a motor vehicle, physical injury to a mass transit district or 
transportation district employee while the employee is acting within the scope of employment. The bill 
was referred by the House Judiciary Committee to the Joint Ways and Means Committee, but remained in 
committee upon adjournment.  
 

HB 2721 | Penalty for Assault of Flagger or Highway Worker 
 
HB 2721 expands Assault in the Third Degree to include intentionally, knowingly, or recklessly causing 
physical injury to a flagger or highway worker who is performing official duties. The bill passed the House 
46-1 and passed the Senate unanimously.  
 
Effective: August 8, 2017 | Chapter 658 
 

HB 3043 | Transportation Network Company Background Check Requirements  
 
HB 3043 would have required transportation network companies (TNCs) and other employers to conduct 
criminal background checks on individuals who drive vehicles for hire. Any driver having committed a 
felony or certain misdemeanors would have been prohibited from working with a TNC or another 
qualifying employer. The Oregon Department of Transportation would have been permitted to impose 
civil penalties on TNCs or other employers for each violation. The bill had two public hearings in the 
House Business and Labor Committee, but did not advance. 
 

HB 3045 | Transportation Network Company Insurance Requirements 
 
HB 3045 would have established minimum insurance coverage for transportation network company 
(TNC) drivers and mandated TNCs to disclose those coverage requirements to drivers. The bill also would 
have required prospective drivers to submit an application to the TNC and Department of Consumer and 
Business Services. The bill had two public hearings in the House Business and Labor Committee, but did 
not advance.

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HB 3093 | Transportation Network Company Drug Test Requirements 
 
HB 3093 would have required transportation network companies (TNCs) to conduct drug tests on drivers 
for hire. The director of the Oregon Department of Transportation would have been allowed to impose 
civil penalties on TNCs who failed to conduct drug tests. The bill had two public hearings in the House 
Business and Labor Committee, but did not advance. 
 

HB 3157 | Preemption of Local Transportation Network Company Regulations 
 
Cities and counties are authorized to regulate privately owned taxicabs, limousines and other vehicles for 
hire. HB 3157 would have expressly preempted that local regulatory authority and provided the Oregon 
Department of Transportation with exclusive ability to regulate private vehicles for hire. Commissioner 
Saltzman testified in opposition to HB 3157 along with HB 3246 (see below). The bill had two public 
hearings in the House Business and Labor Committee, but did not advance. 
 

HB 3202 | Expedited Land Use Review for Southwest Corridor Light Rail Project  
 
HB 3202 establishes an expedited land use review process for the Southwest Corridor Light Rail Project, a 
proposed 12-mile MAX light rail line from downtown Portland to Tigard and Bridgeport Village in Tualatin. 
The Portland Bureau of Transportation submitted a letter of support. The bill passed the House 41-8 and 
passed the Senate 23-6. 
 
Effective: August 15, 2017 | Chapter 714 
 

HB 3230 | Safe Routes to Schools Funding 
 
HB 3230 would have allocated $12 million of state general fund revenues to the Oregon Department of 
Transportation (ODOT) for a Safe Routes to Schools Fund for education and outreach, enforcement, and 
engineering grants. The bill also would have directed ODOT to expend a minimum of $20 million in State 
Highway Fund on safe routes to schools infrastructure projects.  The Portland Bureau of Transportation 
submitted testimony in support of the bill, which was referred by the House Transportation Policy 
Committee to the Joint Ways and Means Committee, but remained in committee upon adjournment.  
 
Elements of HB 3230 were included in the transportation package, HB 2017.  
 

HB 3231 | City and County Special Tolling District 
 
HB 3231 would have allowed cities and counties to create a special district for tolling and providing the 
means to pay for the acquisition, design, construction, operation, and maintenance of a tollway. The bill 
had a public hearing in the House Transportation Policy Committee, but did not advance.

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HB 3246 | State Regulatory Framework for Transportation Network Companies 
 
Commissioner Saltzman testified in opposition to the bill and HB 3157 (see above) at a public hearing in 
the House Committee on Business and Labor. HB 3246 would have preempted local authority to regulate 
private for hire vehicles. The bill would have given the State of Oregon exclusive authority to regulate 
transportation network companies (TNCs) and required a TNC to be licensed with the Department of 
Consumer and Business Services (DCBS). Additionally, the bill would have: required TNCs to pay an annual 
fee of $5,000, designated drivers as independent contractors, set minimum insurance coverage levels and 
required background checks, established offenses that would disqualify prospective drivers, prohibited

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HB 2470 | Urban Renewal Agencies and District Approval Process Requirements 
 
HB 2470 would have added one member of each overlapping taxing district to the boards of urban 
renewal areas, prohibited urban renewal areas from using area revenues for the purpose of constructing 
public buildings, required urban renewal boards to produce comprehensive reports every five years, and 
imposed a twenty-year cap on the lifetime of new urban renewal areas. The Portland Development 
Commission (now Prosper Portland) testified in opposition to the bill noting their current, positive 
relationships with taxing jurisdiction partners and inclusive decision making process. The bill had a public 
hearing in the House Economic Development and Trade Committee, but did not advance.

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SB 83 | Judicial Review of Public Utility Commission Orders 
 
SB 83 clarifies that Public Utility Commission contested case orders may be appealed directly to the 
Oregon Court of Appeals, while informal orders, called "other than contested cases," have review through 
the Marion County Circuit Court or a circuit court in the county where the petitioner resides or has a 
principal business office. The bill passed both chambers unanimously.  
 
Effective: January 1, 2018 | Chapter 312 
 

SB 84 | Residential Telecommunications Service Surcharge 
 
SB 84 expands the application of the residential telecommunications service surcharge to include 
customers of interconnected voice-over-internet-protocol service with access to the Oregon 
Telecommunications Relay Service. The surcharge revenues help eligible low-income and disabled 
Oregonians with access to affordable telephone service. The existing seven cent surcharge covered only 
telephone and wireless customers. The bill passed both chambers unanimously. 
 
Effective: January 1, 2018 | Chapter 237 
 

SB 202 | Franchise Fee Preemption 
 
SB 202 would have prohibited a city from charging governmental entities fees or compensation for use of

The bill had a public hearing in the Senate Finance and Revenue Committee, but remained 
in committee upon adjournment.  
 

SB 840 | Franchise Fees 
 
SB 840 would have prohibited a city from charging governmental entities fees or compensation for use of

The City of Portland 
provided testimony in opposition the bill, citing the importance to effectively manage and charge 
compensation for use of rights-of-way on behalf of the public. The bill had a public hearing in the Senate 
Finance and Revenue Committee, but remained in committee upon adjournment. 
 

SB 978 |  Public Utility Commission Investigation of Trends, Technologies, and Policies 
 
SB 978 requires the Oregon Public Utility Commission (PUC) to develop a public process for investigation 
of how industry trends, technologies, and policies might impact the existing regulatory and incentive 
systems for the electricity sector. The bill also requires the PUC to report to the Legislature on its findings 
no later than September 15, 2018. The bill passed both chambers unanimously.  
 
Effective: January 1, 2018 | Chapter 741

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HB 2063 | Gigabit Exemption Fix 
 
HB 2063 proposed to revisit the exemption from central property tax assessment for companies providing 
qualifying gigabit internet service. Approved by the Legislature in 2015, the exemption was intended to 
provide an incentive for companies to build out or upgrade broadband infrastructure so that a majority of 
customers have access to symmetrical gigabit speed internet service without discrimination based on 
income. An exemption from central assessment means that the intangible assets of a company are not 
included in its property tax assessment. HB 2063 would have clarified and strengthened requirements 
regarding qualification for the exemption. The City of Portland provided testimony in support of both HB 
2063 and HB 2770 (see below), citing changes in industry technology and the cost of deployment for 
provision of gigabit internet service. The bill had two public hearings in the House Revenue Committee, 
but remained in committee upon adjournment.  
 

HB 2091 | Universal Service Fund Support for Broadband Service 
 
HB 2091 allows the Universal Service Fund, administered by the Public Utility Commission, to be used to 
encourage broadband service availability. The bill passed both chambers unanimously.  
 
Effective: October 6, 2017 | Chapter 032 
 

HB 2092 | Universal Service Fund  
 
HB 2092 would have specified that in a service area for which a telecommunications carrier is not 
receiving monies from the Universal Service Fund, the telecommunications carrier is not required to 
provide certain telecommunications services. The bill had a public hearing in the House Economic 
Development and Trade Committee, but did not advance.  
 

HB 2208 | Petitioner Cost Relief for Ways of Necessity 
 
HB 2208 would have relieved a petitioner for a way of necessity from paying costs and fees under certain 
circumstances. The bill had a public hearing in the House Transportation Policy Committee, but did not 
advance.  

 
HB 2770 | Gigabit Exemption Repeal 
 
HB 2770 proposed to revisit the exemption from central property tax assessment for companies providing 
qualifying gigabit internet service. Approved by the Legislature in 2015, the exemption was intended to 
provide an incentive for companies to build out or upgrade broadband infrastructure so that a majority of 
customers have access to symmetrical gigabit speed internet service without discrimination based on 
income. An exemption from central assessment means that the intangible assets of a company are not 
included in its property tax assessment. The original version of HB 2770 proposed to repeal the gigabit 
exemption entirely. The City of Portland provided testimony in support of both HB 2770 and HB 2063 (see 
above), citing changes in industry technology and the cost of deployment for provision of gigabit internet 
service. HB 2770 was amended to add establishment of a Task Force on Broadband Communications 
Infrastructure to study the viability, impact, and effectiveness of a property tax exemption as an incentive 
for development of broadband communications infrastructure in Oregon. The bill was referred by the 
House Revenue Committee to the Joint Ways and Means Committee, but did not advance.

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HB 3213 | Oregon Broadband Advisory Council Report 
 
HB 3213 requires the Oregon Broadband Advisory Council to include the role and use of broadband 
technology in local, state and regional economic development efforts in their biennial report to the 
Legislature. The bill passed both chambers unanimously. 
 
Effective: January 1, 2018 | Chapter 124 
 

HB 3268 | Public Utility Commission Telephone Assistance Program 
 
As introduced, HB 3268 would have removed the Public Utility Commission (PUC) from its role 
administering the Lifeline Phone Program. As amended and approved by the Legislature, HB 3268 creates 
a nine-member Oregon Telephone Assistance Program Advisory Committee and directs the PUC to 
expend up to 15 percent of Lifeline Phone Program surcharge revenues to increase the program 
participation rate. The bill passed the House unanimously, passed the Senate 22-7, and repassed the 
House 56-2 with Senate amendments. 
 
January 1, 2018 | Chapter 434 
 

HB 3396 | Telecommunications, Internet, and Television Service Agreements 
 
HB 3396 would have required telecommunications, internet, and television service providers to distribute 
written confirmation to customers of verbally agreed upon rates, terms or other conditions of service. 
The bill had a public hearing in the House Business and Labor Committee, but did not advance.  
 

HB 3463 | Ways of Necessity  
 
HB 3463 would have allowed the establishment of a way of necessity when property has existing 
enforceable access to a public road in certain circumstances. A proposed amendment would have limited 
the bill to certain properties in cities with a population under 25,000. The bill had a public hearing in the 
House Rules Committee, but remained in committee upon adjournment.

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SB 383 | Septic Repairs Funding 
 
SB 383 would have allocated General Fund revenue to the Oregon Department of Environmental Quality 
(DEQ) to provide low-interest loans for onsite septic system repairs, replacements, upgrades and 
evaluations. Though SB 383 did not pass, $1.3 million for the Onsite Septic System Loan Program was 
provided in the legislatively approved DEQ budget (see SB 5518).  
 

SB 474 | Continuing Education for Landscape Construction Professionals 
 
SB 474 would have eliminated continuing education requirements for landscape construction 
professionals. The bill had a public hearing in the Senate Business and Transportation Committee, but did 
not advance.  
 

SB 812 | Septic System Replacement Loan Fund 
 
In 2016, SB 1563 directed the Oregon Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ) to award grants for 
developing and administering a low-interest loan program (Septic Systems Replacement Program) for the 
repair, replacement, upgrade, or evaluation of residential or small business on-site septic systems. SB 812 
allows septic system loan funds to be used for a regional evaluation of a community septic system, and 
requires that loans be used to connect to an available sewer system if a connection is required by the 
local government. The bill also specifies that a borrower may request a loan less than the total project 
costs. The bill passed both chambers unanimously.  
 
Effective: June 6, 2017 | Chapter 255 
 

SB 866 | Discharge of Storm Water  
 
SB 866 would have required cities to secure permission from special districts to discharge storm water 
into a canal or infrastructure of the district and ensure the storm water discharge complies with state and 
federal water quality standards. The bill also imposed liability for a discharge without written permission 
of the canal or infrastructure owners. The bill had a public hearing in the Senate Environment and Natural 
Resources Committee, but did not advance. 
 

SB 5530 & HB 5006 | Lottery Bonds: Water Supply Development 
 
SB 5530 and HB 5006 authorize funding for specified purposes, including $15 million in lottery bonds 
for water supply development grants and loans.  
 
SB 5530 - Effective: August 15, 2017 | Chapter 748 
HB 5006 - Effective: August 15, 2017 | Chapter 702

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HB 2099 | "Undeveloped Portion" of a Water Right Permit 
 
HB 2099 defines the "undeveloped portion" of a water right permit for municipal use. The measure 
requires a permit holder to submit, and obtain Oregon Water Resource Department approval, of a water 
management and conservation plan as a condition on the time extension to perfect a water right for 
municipal use and prohibits the granting of a water right certificate if an order approving the time 
extension is not final. The bill passed the House 35-23, passed the Senate 21-9, and repassed the House 
38-21 with Senate amendments. 
 
Effective: August 15, 2017 | Chapter 704 
 

HB 2241 | Task Force on Drought and Emergency Response 
 
HB 2241 would have extended the sunset of the Task Force on Drought Emergency Response. A similar 
bill, HB 2297, was also introduced and had a joint public hearing with HB 2241 in the House Agriculture 
and Natural Resources Committee, but neither bill advanced. 
 

HB 2295 | Oregon Water Resources Department Fees 
 
HB 2295 increases fees for certain Oregon Water Resources Department services and eliminates the fee 
reductions that had been scheduled for July 1, 2017. The bill passed the House 40-16 and passed the 
Senate 21-9.  
 
Effective: July 19, 2017 | Chapter 571 
 

HB 2296 | Increase in Fees and Required Bond Amounts for Well Drilling 
 
HB 2296 increases the application fee for a property owner seeking a permit to construct, alter, abandon, 
or convert a well on their property without being a licensed water well constructor from $25 to $500 and 
increases the required bond amounts from $5,000 to $10,000 for a property owner drilling their own 
well. The legislation also increases the required bond amount from $10,000 to $20,000 for a person who 
is contracted to drill a well. The bill passed the House 46-9 and Senate 18-12.  
 
Effective: January 1, 2018 | Chapter 623 
 

HB 2386 & HB 2645 | Drug Take-Back Program

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HB 2404 | Water Testing Requirement for Domestic Wells 
 
HB 2404 would have required landlords to collect and test samples of dwelling unit drinking water from a 
domestic well on a certain schedule for arsenic, total coliform bacteria and nitrates, and report the results 
to the tenant and the Oregon Health Authority (OHA). The bill also would have authorized OHA to make 
grants and loans for the installation of treatment systems, repair, or replacement of wells, provide ground 
water contaminant education, and conduct free or low-cost tests of wells. The bill was referred by the 
House Energy and Environment Committee to the Joint Ways and Means Committee, but remained in 
committee upon adjournment.  
 

HB 2485 | Point of Diversion Pilot Program 
 
HB 2485 would have required the Oregon Water Resource Department (OWRD) to establish a water right 
pilot program to encourage and facilitate point of diversion changes requested by the Oregon 
Department of Fish and Wildlife to benefit fish passage. Water right transfers provide a method to change 
the point of diversion from the place of use for which the right was originally issued. The water right 
holder must obtain approval of a water right transfer from ORWD before making these changes. The bill 
had a public hearing in the House Energy and Environment Committee, but did not advance. 
 

HB 2706 | Annual Water Right Management Fee 
 
HB 2706 would have imposed an annual management fee on each primary or supplemental water right 
under a water right permit, water right certificate, decree, or groundwater registration. The bill 
established a cap so that a municipality or water provider would not pay more than an unspecified 
amount and a non-water provider would not pay more than an unspecified amount. HB 2706 would have 
required that the fee revenue be used only to fund Oregon Water Resources Department duties directly 
related to water rights management. The bill was referred by the House Energy and Environment 
Committee to the Joint Ways and Means Committee, but remained in committee upon adjournment. 
 

HB 2707 | Groundwater Study Funding 
 
HB 2707 would have allocated $8.2 million in general funds to the Oregon Water Resources Department 
for conducting ground water studies and investigations, or gathering and analyzing other data needed to 
assess and manage ground water resources, in priority basins as determined by the department. The bill 
was referred by the House Energy and Environment Committee to the Joint Ways and Means Committee, 
but remained in committee upon adjournment.

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HB 2722 | Prohibition on Irrigation Requirements for Condominiums and Planned Communities 
 
The provisions of HB 2722 expand upon similar legislation passed in 2016 (SB 1529) that applied to 
homeowner associations. HB 2722 makes lawn irrigation requirements imposed by planned communities 
or condominium associations temporarily void and unenforceable if a drought is declared or is 
determined to likely exist by either the governor or the Oregon Water Resources Commission. The 
prohibition on enforcement of irrigation requirements also applies if a local ordinance or association rule 
is adopted that requires conservation or curtailment of water usage. The bill passed the House 57-1, 
passed the Senate 18-11, and repassed the House 55-3 with Senate amendments. 
 
Effective: June 22, 2017 | Chapter 423 
 

HB 3051 | Water Measurement Cost-Share Program Expansion for Groundwater 
 
HB 3051 expands eligible uses for the Water Measurement Cost-Share Program to allow funds to be used 
for the installation of groundwater use measuring devices. The cost-share program was established to 
assist water users with the costs of installing or replacing water measurement devices to protect in-
stream flow or monitor water rights and streamflow. The fund provides up to 75 percent of the total cost 
for installing, repairing, or replacing a measuring device. The bill passed both chambers unanimously.  
 
Effective: January 1, 2018 | Chapter 170 
 

HB 3337 | Landscape Construction Contractor Limited Professional License  
 
HB 3337 would have required the State Landscape Contractors Board to issue a limited landscape 
construction professional license to a person who pays a fee and allowed the license holder to perform 
work (excluding deck construction) on landscape jobs where the amount charged for job does not exceed 
$8,000. The Portland Water Bureau provided testimony in opposition. The bill passed the House 56-4, and 
was subsequently referred by the Senate Business and Transportation Committee to the Senate Rules 
Committee, where it remained upon adjournment.  
 

HB 3421 | Historic Use Reservoirs 
 
HB 3421 ǿƻǳƭŘ ƘŀǾŜ ŘŜŦƛƴŜŘ ŀƴŘ ŜȄŜƳǇǘŜŘ άƘƛǎǘƻǊƛŎ ǳǎŜ ǊŜǎŜǊǾƻƛǊǎέ ŦǊƻƳ ǊŜǉǳƛǊŜƳŜƴǘǎ ǘƻ ƘŀǾŜ ŀ ǿŀǘŜǊ 
right permit or certificate. Reservoirs approved by the Oregon Water Resource Department would have 
still been subjected to requirements pertaining to the distribution of water by a water master. To be 
eligible for designation as a historic use reservoir, an applicant would have needed to demonstrate: that 
the reservoir existed prior to January 1, 2000, is located in an area withdrawn for appropriation, and 
either stores less than 9.2 acre-feet of water or is less than 10 feet high. The applicant would have also 
been required to provide information from the Oregon Department of Fish and Wildlife demonstrating 
that historic use designation would not have a significant detrimental impact on existing fishery 
resources. The bill was referred by the House Energy and Environment Committee to the Joint Ways and 
Means Committee, but remained in committee upon adjournment.

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SB 94 | Construction Project Sanitary Facility Threshold 
 
SB 94 would have raised the project cost threshold at which construction sites must provide flush toilets, 
and warm water at a wash basin. The threshold would have increased to $1.7 million from $1 million, in 
line with the change in Consumer Price Index. The bill passed the Senate unanimously, but failed in the 
House 16-42. 
 

SB 299 | Sick Time 
 
SB 299 amends Oregon's sick time laws to clarify and limit the scope of requirements for employers. 
These changes apply to hours worked and sick time accrued or used after January 1, 2018. The bill 
clarifies that an employer may limit employees to accruing 40 hours of sick time per year, and may adopt 
policy limiting employees to accruing no more than 80 hours sick time in total and using no more than 40 
hours in a year. Additionally, the bill excludes certain individuals from count of employees, modifies the 
rate of pay for accrued sick time for employees paid on piece-rate or commission basis, and provides that 
an employer's time off policy need not comply with sick time requirements beyond first 40 hours that the 
employer's policy provides per year. The bill also clarifies that an employer who maintains only a seasonal 
farm stand or temporary construction trailer within Portland is not subject to the requirements on 
Portland employers. The bill passed the Senate unanimously and passed the House 35-24.  
 
Effective: July 1, 2017 | Chapter 520 
 

SB 301 | Prohibiting Employment Condition for Use of Lawful Substance 
 
SB 301 would have prohibited an employer from conditioning employment on refraining from using any 
substance that is lawful in Oregon during nonworking hours. The bill would have added an exception for 
restrictions on the use of lawful substances in nonworking hours when the use is related to the 
performance of work while impaired. Additionally, the bill was amended to prohibit employers from 
refusing to employ or discriminating against an employee who is a registry identification cardholder. The 
bill was referred by the Senate Judiciary Committee to the Senate Business and Labor Committee, where 
it remained upon adjournment.  
 

SB 329 | Work Schedule Local Regulations Preemption 
 
SB 329 would have repealed the sunset on the state preemption of local government authority to 
regulate work schedule requirements other than those of public employers and public contractors and 
subcontractors. The preemption had previously been scheduled to sunset at the adjournment, sine die, of 
the 2017 legislative session. The Senate Workforce Committee referred the bill to the Senate Rules 
Committee without recommendation, where the bill remained upon adjournment. However, repeal of 
the sunset on the preemption was included in the final version of SB 828, the Fair Work Week Act.  
 

SB 544 | Employee Benefits Local Regulations Preemption 
 
SB 544 would have preempted local government authority to require private employers to provide 
employment benefits, including retirement benefits, transportation benefits, sick time leave, scheduling 
preferences or scheduling rights, vacation leave, or any form of paid time off or paid leave that accrues to 
an employee. The bill did not have a public hearing.

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SB 828 | Fair Work Week Act 
 
SB 828 establishes the Fair Work Week Act, which provides scheduling standards for specified retail, food 
service, and hospitality employers. Employers with 500 or more employees worldwide must provide good

shifts from work schedule notice. The bill also allows employees to make scheduling time and location 
requests, but does not require employers to honor all schedule requests. SB 828 also removes the sunset 
on the state preemption of local government laws regarding workplace scheduling. The bill passed the 
Senate 23-6 and passed the House 46-13.  
 
Effective: August 8, 2017 | Chapter 691 
 

SB 970 | Work Schedule and Compensation Local Regulation Preemption 
 
SB 970 would have preempted local government authority to enact requirements relating to employee 
work schedules or compensation, except for public employers and public contracts or subcontracts. The 
bill did not have a public hearing. 
 

HB 2005 | Pay Equity 
 
HB 2005 extends equal pay provisions and makes it an unlawful employment practice to discriminate in 
payment of wages or other compensation on basis of protected classes, including race, color, religion, 
sex, sexual orientation, national origin, marital status, disability, age, and veteran status. The bill prohibits 
an employer from using salary history to screen applicants or to determine compensation, or from 
acquiring the salary history of an applicant or employee from a current or former employer. It does not 
prohibit an applicant from disclosing salary history when negotiating compensation. The bill expands 
administrative and judicial remedies for pay equity violations and retaliation for a wage inquiry or wage 
claim to include compensatory and punitive damages and jury trial. Under HB 2005, employers may file a 
pre-trial motion to preclude compensatory and punitive damages if the employer can demonstrate that it 
has completed an equal-pay analysis in the three years preceding the claim, eliminated pay differentials 
for the plaintiff, and made reasonable substantial progress toward eliminating the wage differentials for 
the protected class asserted by the plaintiff. The provision allowing a civil action against an employer 
alleged to have sought the salary history of an applicant becomes operative January 1, 2024. An earlier 
version of the bill passed the House 36-24, after amendments passed the Senate unanimously, and then 
repassed the House unanimously. A similar bill, SB 752, that was introduced in the Senate did not 
advance.

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HB 3087 | Paid Family Leave 
 
HB 3087 would have created a family and medical leave insurance benefits program to provide a portion 
of wages to employees with a qualifying reason for family and medical leave. The bill would have  
permitted up to 12 weeks of benefits per benefit year and an additional six weeks for parental leave. The 
insurance fund would have been supported by payroll contributions up to .05 percent of employee wages 
to be paid by employers and employees. The bill would have allowed leave to run concurrently with the 
Oregon Family Leave Act, and would have prohibited an employer from requiring an employee to use 
paid time off as condition of using leave benefits. The bill was referred by the House Early Childhood and 
Family Supports Committee to the House Revenue Committee, where it remained upon adjournment.   
 

HB 3336 | Family Medical Leave Savings Accounts 
 
HB 3336 would have created family medical leave savings accounts for employees who qualify and take 
leave through the OFLA or FMLA (Oregon Family Leave Act, Family and Medical Leave Act). This would 
have allowed an individual or a couple to create accounts, which could be used to cover wages lost. The 
funds deposited into the account, as well as the interest and income earned, would not have been 
subject to federal taxes. The bill would also have created a tax credit for a person other than the account 
holder that contributes to the account (e.g., an employer). The bill had a public hearing in the House Early 
Childhood and Family Supports Committee, but did not advance.
