1. Introductions 

2. Meeting Chairperson: J. Gibbons brought up the need for a chairperson for the OMF Centralized safety committee. B. Enge brought up that we should have a chair and co-chair with one being a manager representative and one being a chairperson. J. Bissell and L. Nelson have agreed to be the first co-chairs. J. Gibbons will work with J. Bissell to help set up the committee meetings.

3. Charter: J. Gibbons opened up a discussion for a charter for the committee and asked members what they wanted out of the committee meetings. This committee was started as a way to communicate and review incidents with Executive Management and there is no charter to establish what items should be done with the meeting. Several items were brought up including sharing ideas, experiences, and lessons learned with all committee members. This group also is interested in policy discussions and getting help in areas where their committees are deficient. J. Gibbons will review and update the charter and send out to all committee members for approval. 

4. Incident Reports; procedures; roles and responsibilities; reviews/findings; bring OSHA 300 logs: J. Gibbons reviewed with all members the incident priority guide and reminded all chairs to bring all serious (red) items to B. Enge immediately. All safety committees discussed their incidents since the last meeting.

a. OMF Administrative- 2 incidents; one low priority and one medium priority. Both incidents have been investigated and closed. 
b. Printing and Distribution- no incidents
c. Revenue- no incidents
d. Fleet- 3 major incidents; all red items only one brought to Executive Management for review. Two incidents closed and one still open for review of eyewash stations.
e. OMF Facilities- 2 incidents; one low and one medium. Both incidents reviewed and now closed.
f. BTS- two incidents; both low priority and both closed. 

5. Sending Meeting Minutes for Web Posting: P. Wendorf reminded all chairpersons to send in their meeting minutes to her for web posting. Minutes will be posted on the site for three years.  

6. Web Posting Backup: P. Wendorf discussed the need for help with web posting for OMF. L. Nelson offered an employee from his office to help with posting for the website. 

7. Take a break for safety: J. Gibbons discussed the upcoming Take a Break for Safety on May 13, 2015. Various events are happening in the Portland Building and 1900 Building on that day and encouraged chairs to advertise and support any event. J. Gibbons also mentioned an Ergonomic Expo that is being held on April 30, 2015 at the Portland Building.   

8. Open Discussion: J. Welch discussed a safety concern about not being able to get in all floors from the stairwell in the Portland Building. It was also brought up that there is heavy pedestrian traffic and car traffic that intersects at the First and Jefferson location. M. Cave brought up that both of these issues should have subcommittees to discuss and review both issues and look for resolution.
