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The Behavioral Health Unit (BHU) News
Fall is here and with it brings changes to the Behavioral Health Unit. In October, Lt. Chris Wheelwright transferred to
the BHU and has started to settle into his new role. Sgt. Casey Hettman joined the team as the BHRT sergeant, and
Officer Chase Bryson is part of the Behavior Health Response Team (BHRT) covering Central Precinct. While there have
been many changes, the goal of the BHU remains the same. We continue to coordinate the response of law enforce-
ment and the behavioral health system to aid people in behavioral crisis resulting from known or suspected mental
illness and or drug and alcohol addiction. We currently have 3 BHRT teams (officer/clinician) and 133 Enhanced Crisis
Intervention Trained (ECIT) officers.

BHU Community Outreach

Members from the Behavioral Health Unit joined with family and friends for the Out of the Darkness Walk spon-
sored by the American Foundation for Suicide Prevention (AFSP). The walk took place on October 7th, 2017 and
started at the Veteran@ Memorial Coliseum in Portland, Oregon. Along with bringing awareness to suicide pre-
vention, there were informational booths hosted by local businesses and non-profit organizations. It was an op-
portunity to connect with others who are raising awareness of mental illness and suicide, strengthening preven-
tion efforts and providing support to those impacted by suicide.

Out of the Darkness Walks help raise funds that allow AFSP to invest in new research, create educational pro-
grams, advocate for public policy, and support survivors of suicide loss. This walk helped raise over $120,000.
AFSP is a the leader in the fight against suicide and has set a goal to reduce the annual suicide rate 20% by 2025.

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ECIT OFFICERS TALK MAN OFF BRIDGE

OnJuly 9, 2017, officers made contact with a man who was throwing objects off the Morrison Bridge onto the
ground near the Eastbank Esplanade. The man moved from that location to the north side of the Belmont
Street viaduct prior to being contacted by officers.

The man was clinging to the north side viaduct railing. As officers contacted him, he moved from the railing
onto a nearby fire escape landing and scaled the building. The man then repeatedly threatened to kill himself
and/or provoke a suicide-by-cop event unless he was able to smoke a cigarette.

Officers managed to gain access to the building and staged a contact team on the top floor near the roof ac-
cess. The man was given a cigarette and successfully communicated with ECIT officers. He agreed to come
down and was taken to an area treatment provider for help and stabilization.

MALE TALKED OFF LEDGE BY BHRT UNIT

In early August, Portland Police officers responded to a call of a man trying to pick fights with people in his
neighborhood and threatening to jump off the roof of his building. His girlfriend reported he was very agitat-
ed, suffered from PTSD and was, &the most upset she had ever seen him.£ The man was later found on the
roof of his building, sitting on the ledge and dangling his feet over the edge while screaming at passing cars
and pedestrians. Clinician Cindy Hackett obtained vital information from the manQ girlfriend while Officer
Samora began to talk to him. He was very angry about recent police shootings across the country. The man
told Officer Samora he wanted to jump because he believed it would be a more impactful statement towards
his cause. Officer Samora shared a story with him about a recent event that she attended which brought to-
gether PPB members and members of the Hands Up theater group.

Eventually, the man agreed to come off the ledge. Once safely inside he was cooperative and became emo-
tionally overwhelmed. A concerned neighbor assisted and was instrumental in providing emotional support
to the man while an ambulance was enroute. The man was transported to Unity Behavioral Health where
Cindy Hackett followed up with hospital staff and other mental health professionals. Later, after the man had
been released from the hospital, he expressed his gratitude for the response he received from BHU.

Mem-
bers showcased BHUQ innovative model including Enhanced Crisis Intervention Training (ECIT), the Behavior-
al Health Response Teams, the Service Coordination Team, organizing system coordination meetings and de-
livering core competency training. The presentations emphasized that the Behavioral Health Unit strives to
connect individuals to the right resources at the right place and time.

In October, the CIT Coordinator delivered a presentation at the Northwest Regional CIT Conference in Bend,
Oregon on the topic of, GPolicing Smarter with Local Resources.€ The topics included how BHU is optimizing
partnerships with social service organizations, reducing the utilization of police services at mental health facil-
ities, and providing help to persons with multiple police contacts. Participants left with concrete examples of
how this evidence-informed programming can be successfully applied.
