Street Lighting Notes:  

(Use only those which are applicable to the specific project)
Use on all Option C Systems:
1. All street lighting work shall be performed in accordance with the 2002 Oregon  Standard Specifications for Construction except as noted on these plans or in the project special provisions. 

--OR—

All street lighting work shall be performed in accordance with the 2007 City of Portland Standard Construction Specifications except as noted on these plans or in the project special provisions.  (Verify which base spec will be used and select appropriate note)

2. Contractor shall contact ________, C.O.P. Street Lighting Design (503-823-___) prior to construction for information concerning material submittals, and installation of buried materials such as street light conduits. 
3. Contractor to contact Dale Kurkinen, C.O.P. Street Lighting Inspector (503-823-5217 office, 503-823-8889 cell) 48 hours prior to starting any street lighting work and prior to concealing any materials that will be buried in soil, concrete, or CDF. 

4. Street lighting poles shall be installed at (identify offset in inches behind curb) behind face of curb.

5. Provide one polyester pull tape rated at 1250 lbs, and one additional yellow #12 awg wire in a ALL conduits.  This conductor will be used as a “tracer” wire for future locating of the underground system.

6. Contractor is responsible for furnishing and installing all lighting materials except as noted on plans. 

Locations with New Services:

7. Contractor shall be responsible for all coordination with utility company and associated costs.  Consultant to identify a PGE/PP&L contact person.  The utility work request number for this project is _Consultant to contact PGE / PP&L to obtain number for future reference.  

8. Contractor shall obtain an electrical permit from the Bureau of Development Services.
Locations with Existing Lighting materials:

9. Contractor shall be responsible for cost to repair or replace any existing street lighting equipment lost or damaged as a result of this project.  <= Only for projects where materials will be removed and reinstalled or items are indicated on plan set to be returned to City

10. Contractor will be responsible for adjusting street lights to match new sidewalk grade.

11. Contractor shall clean, repaint, and relamp all existing street lighting poles and castings to be reinstalled on _______ Street.

12. Existing street light conduit location is approximate.  Exact location shall be field verified prior to start of work.    

13. Contractor is responsible for maintaining adequate lighting of work zone area.

14. City reserves the right to require the contractor to provide additional temporary lighting if additional lighting is determined to be necessary to adequately illuminate the work zone area, or additional areas in which lighting has been affected by the work zone area.

Materials:

1. Street Light pole shall be (anodized aluminum – dark bronze / satin finish aluminum / painted steel) with a resulting mounting height of ___ ft, and a ___ ft mast arm length. <= Cobrahead style poles only
2. The luminaire shall be General Electric M2AC______________ or General Electric MDCL______________, dark bronze. <= Cobrahead style poles only
3. The Pole shall be ______________________________.  The luminaire shall be _______________________.<= Non-cobrahead styled poles and fixtures – consult specs and City Lighting Engineer for more guidance
Paint:

1. All street light poles are to be factory primered with Wasser Ferrox-B, and painted with a top coat of Wasser MC-Luster.  <= Specify color for your project
· Light poles on transit mall shall be painted Transit Blue (W21.0233) or W21.8002 Portland Dark Silver. (5th/6th extension is Dark Silver, all else is blue)  

· Light poles shall be painted Historic Black (W21.79) (forest park, historical areas)

· Light poles shall be painted Portland Green (W21.0227)  and trimmed with Gold (W21.0226)  (Lloyd District, most of downtown)

· Light poles shall be painted Cascade Green (W21.0225) (locations with green Lumec fixtures – MLKing)

· Light poles shall be painted Chinatown red (W21.0261.4) and trimmed with Gold (W21.0226).  (Chinatown)

Foundations:

1. For pre-cast foundations, the ground shall be excavated to a minimum of 1 ft larger than width of the base being installed, and the pre-cast foundation shall be centered to provide a minimum of 6 inches for backfill on all sides of the foundation with CDF material.   The street light inspector shall be present when CDF is installed.  Failure to have street light inspector present may result in the rejection of these foundations, and a requirement for their removal and reinstallation.  Notify the inspector or City Engineer a minimum of 24 hours prior to backfilling with CDF.  <=  These are rarely allowed in Portland – check with the City prior to designing a system that will use these.
2. Poured in place foundations shall be poured against native earth conditions.  If the foundation is over excavated, the entire area of over excavation shall be backfilled with concrete when the foundation is poured.  Cylindrical type framing will not be accepted unless unstable earth conditions require it, and then only at the discretion of the engineer or inspector.  When cylindrical framing is required, the framing shall be constructed from a section of steel culvert or approved equivalent.  No paper sonotube products will be accepted for use on foundations for street lighting projects. 

General:

1. A minimum of 25 ft spacing is to be maintained between street lights and trees unless approved otherwise by the City street lighting section.  <= Note is only required when future tree plantings are not shown on plan set, often typical for new subdivisions

Option B Systems:

1. PGE to install two (2) 100-watt Hpsv F.G. luminaires with 4-foot mast arms on new street light only (slo) wood poles.  All street light material to be supplied by the City, with costs to be borne by permittee. Contractor to contact ______________ of Street Lighting (503-823-XXXX) to initiate work order between City and PGE.

2. If underground conduits and wires for street lighting installations is required or desired, the permittee is responsible for all costs associated with installation and coordination of installation with the appropriate utility.
