Key components of the 1998 PMP
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ÅEach street in Portland is classified for its appropriate use 
by peds, bicycles, trucks, transit, and automobile traffic. 

ÅModal classifications integrated into TSP

ÅThese classifications influence street design requirements 
and inform right-of-way tradeoff decisions. 

ÅPedestrian classifications directly influence sidewalk 
improvement requirements associated with private 
development.
